 Together.  We are ‘in church’ TOGETHER.  We are on mission TOGETHER.  We are all in it TOGETHER.
 
This is exceedingly plain in the text.  In these verses, the pronouns are plural referring to the disciples.  The action words are plural   This is the Great Commission.  The Commission is plural.  Let me show you . 

V17  - they saw—they is plural
		They worshipped  - they is plural;
V18  - said to them  - them is plural
V19  - Go  - this participle is plural
		Make disciples—make the verb is a plural command
		Baptizing  - this participle is plural
V20  - teaching them  - teaching  - this participle is plural
		I have commanded you  - you is plural
		I am with you  - you is plural				
 
Jesus gives the Great Commission to his disciples as a group.  He gave it to ALL of them.  He gave it to ALL of US.  We are on mission together.  This is one of the beautiful things about being Southern Baptists.  We do missions together.  Through the Cooperative Program, the Easter Offering and the Lottie Moon Offering we, I mean we as Quietwood, we as Southern Baptists, are supporting missions at home and around the world.  We are on mission together.  We are His missionary army.

We are making these OCC shoe boxes.  We are sending boxes of love ALL over the place.  We are helping send the gospel around the globe with Samaritan’s Purse.  We are on mission in shoe boxes together.

We are His evangelistic army.  We are His missionary army.  We take part in 3 ways.  I bet you already know what they are:

This is Mr. Larry.  I came across his story while I was looking at the IMB website for videos and stuff.  Mr Larry is 86.  He has taken 107 mission trips to more than 30 countries  — since he retired.  He loves to work with MKs—missionary kids.   He has been teaching the 13 year olds for years.  He teaches the class for the 13-year-old MKs while their parents are at missionary meetings.  He loves the work and the kids love him.  Those who were in his class before come to him and visit. 
 
Mr Larry said that these kids may need a grandpa, since they are so far their grandparents.  He fills the bill.   We can go, just like Mr. Larry.
 
I understand it can be scary.  We can have our doubts.   This is nothing new.  Look at v 17.  The Bible says “When they saw Him (the risen Lord Jesus) they worshipped, but some doubted.”  
	HHHMMMM—what have we here?
		Does it mean that “some worshipped” and “some doubted?”
		OR  —  Does it mean “they worshipped, but some of the
		 worshippers doubted?”
			The word translated “doubted” means “to be 2 ways”
			It means to doubt, to waiver (go back and forth), to hesitate, to be uncertain.
 
I think that is JUST what it means, “They worshipped, but they went back and forth between wonder and wondering.”   They	 bounced between belief and disbelief.
I have been there; haven’t you?  	We worship and we waiver,  but we move ahead. So did they!  And here we are today!!!

Travis and Beth are our missionaries in Columbia. Yes, the home of drugs and cartels.  They felt for the people with no jobs and no hope.  They created a business called the Bead Store that allowed people to work and make money.
 
They felt called to reach some of the unreached indigenous people.  They started going. Travis learned the language, different from Spanish.  Through the Bead Store, they got to know Sarah.  Sarah is part of a people called Embera. The Embera were an unreached people group. Travis learned to communicate.  They told Sarah about creation, about Adam and Eve, about the fall,  Travis would go out and meet Sarah and teach her the Bible stories.  Their meeting room was Travis’ vehicle.  It was a safe place.  Sarah got saved, the first covert among the Embera.  Travis baptized her in the river near Medellin.
