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Late P5 Strategy/Analysis (R6 - 10)  
With the weather that looks to be coming, this Late Pick 5 on Sunday could shape up a number of ways. The most 
likely scenario seems to be Races 4 and 6 will be taken off the turf, and the G3 Dowager will be left on the grass. 
As you’ll read down below, regardless of how those fields hold up, Excite seems like a very logical place to single 
and feed most of your bankroll through. We saw a fantastic 2yo race on Saturday, which was again won by the 
red-hot Spendthrift Farm, and today’s last could reveal some similar talent.

Notes: On paper it seems like Scot’s Law could be the speed of the speed, and I hope that’s the case when they break from 
the gate. She broke from the rail on debut at Churchill Downs, which is historically quite the tough place to debut. She 
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broke well, displayed that early gas, and never looked back. There isn’t really anyone in here that scares, so I don’t see a 
real reason why she can’t put up a repeat effort like the one back on September 17th.

Notes: If this race happens to stay on the grass, I give Dala a huge shot in this turf dash. After her maiden score, they didn’t 
even attempt to establish forward position on this very turf course, and I thought she ran quite well out of her element. 
Maybe this wasn’t the reason why she was disappointing last time, but she did miss a work before that race at Ellis, and 
either way she’s proven to be much better than displayed that day. Most of the other speed comes from dirt runners, who 
will probably scratch if they stay on, so she could have things her own way. You know what they say, nobody passes Luis 
Saez in the stretch.

Notes: There’s really not much to sell you on here. Excite is clearly the horse to beat, and it’s safe to assume he could take 
another step forward in here. The 4 ran a big fig off a long layoff, so he’s a bit hard to trust, and we kinda know what the 3 
is at this point, so Excite does indeed take that step forward, he’ll be awfully tough. Anything 7/5 or higher seems pretty 
tough to pass up.

Notes: I understand that this 2yo colt is on the AE list, but there’s a very good chance that someone in the main body of the 
field scratches and he gets a chance to go. He’s been working with the #11 Task Force O, and frankly he’s been making quick 
work of him in the mornings. Once a $190k purchase, this son of Violence is bred to win early, who is a 19% sire w/ 2yo 
debut runners. His very speedy dam was a stakes winner sprinting on dirt, and is 1/5 Win & 4/5 ITM w/ debut runners and 
4/16 Win & 12/16 ITM w/ 2yo’s in general in her career as a broodmare.
