II. Officer’s Reports 

A. Cindy- Meet with Amanda Gabriel of NHP, send over step-by-step instructions for 501c3 status if 

an accountant isn’t able able to do it. 

B. Cindy- Great chat with North Haven Pride co-founder Raven Chopin. The summer NHP fest 

cost $13-15,000 to run a year, with medical, police, performers, and other costs.  Teen nights- 

NHP uses Q+ counselors to staff events, cost $250 for two professionals. Good to have in case 

any issues comes up, and help with insurance and liability. NHP provides planning and supplies 

for each teen night to cut down on costs. 

C. NHP will be holding a Lavender Ball in winter, suggested pairing up with us. Last year they had 

85 kids attend. Cost: food decorations, photographs, DJ ($1K), held at North Haven Rec Center 

(free for NHP), partnered with Guildford Pride. Last year cost $6K, split 3 ways would be 

cheaper than each running an event. 

D. Legislative update: House Bill 6913, An Act Concerning LGBTQ+ Discrimination in Long-Term 

Care Facilities has PASSED. Zullo voted Yes, Cicarella voted No.

1. Talked to ETV about partnering for a June coffeehouse event! Discussion of event details, 

target age range 18+, board, card games, 7pm with snacks & soda, pick need to pick a date

group. Discussion about difficulty with engagement in this community, very common with other 

groups, schools, ect.
