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Revelation 20:1-6

1 And | saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the
Abyss and holding in his hand a great chain. 2 He seized the dragon, that
ancient serpent, who is the devil, or Satan, and bound him for a thousand
years. 3 He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it over him, to
keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were
ended. After that, he must be set free for a short time. 4 | saw thrones on
which were seated those who had been given authority to judge. And | saw
the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony
about Jesus and because of the word of God. They had not worshiped the
beast or its image and had not received its mark on their foreheads or their
hands. They came to life and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 5 (The
rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were ended.)
This is the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy are those who share in the
first resurrection.

Revelation 20:7-15

7 When the thousand years are over, Satan will be released from his prison 8
and will go out to deceive the nations in the four corners of the earth—Gog
and Magog—and to gather them for battle. In number they are like the sand
on the seashore. 9 They marched across the breadth of the earth and
surrounded the camp of God’s people, the city he loves. But fire came down
from heaven and devoured them. 10 And the devil, who deceived them, was
thrown into the lake of burning sulfur, where the beast and the false prophet
had been thrown. They will be tormented day and night for ever and ever. 11
Then | saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. The earth and
the heavens fled from his presence, and there was no place for them. 12 And |
saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books were
opened. Another book was opened, which is the book of life. The dead were
judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books. 13 The
sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead
that were in them, and each person was judged according to what they had
done. 14 Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of
fire is the second death. 15 Anyone whose name was not found written in the
book of life was thrown into the lake of fire.




Introduction

Millenarianism (from Latin word meaning “containing a thousand”) is the belief in a coming
fundamental transformation of society after which all things will be changed
cataclysmically

Millennjalism (from Latin word mille meaning “one thousand” and annus “year”) is the
belief in a coming peaceful one-thousand-year utopia apocalyptic expéctation

Post,mgllennialism sees Christ's second coming after the millennium. In this view "Christ’s
reign” (during the millennium) will be spiritual in and through the church. It will be a period
of peace and prosperity. This view was popular amon% Protestants in the 19t century but

has been abandone

Amillennialism basica% denies a future literal 1000-¥ear kingdom. This view has been
widely held throughout Christian era since Augustine (3™ century) and it is the official view
of the Roman Catholic Church, the Eastern Orthodox Church, Anglicans, Lutherans. They
believe in a symbolic period of the reign of the church on the earth in which "Christ’s reign
Is in and through the church.

Premillennialism sees Christ's second advent occurring before the millennium. The early
church Christians were premillennialists. However, under_the influence of Augustine,
premillennialism was_gradually replaced by amillennialism. Today, there are three various
beliefs of premillennialism: dispensational, historic and the Seventh-day Adventist belief.

Dispensational Premillennialism believe in the rapture of the saints before the 7-year
worldwide %reat tribulation which Precedes.the millennium. In US, this teaching was ,
propagated tRrough the Scofield Reference Bible and popularized through Hal Lindsey’s
bestseller (The Late Great Planet Earth) and the Left Behind series by Tim Lahaye and Jerry
Jenkins. It believes that Israel and the Church are distinct entities. Historic
Premillennialism sees no theological distinction between Israel and the Church and
believes the rapture of the church will occur after a period of tribulation



Introduction

Alice Bailey, the mother of occult and modern New Age movement, taught that Christ
would return after AD 2025 and that this would be the New Age equivalent to the Biblical
concept of the Second Coming of Christ. Bailey's famous writings include Problems of
Humanity and The Reappearance of Christ as she received messages from the Tibetan
Master, D.K. These writings were to prepare the world for a one-world government, one
world reli%ion, and universal acceptance of the false Christ—Satan masquerading as an
angel of light. D. K. also said that secret societies such as the Freemasons and the
llluminati would infiltrate the economies of the world, and prepare the great religious
movements for unification, with acceptance of the bishop of Rome as the supreme
religious ruler of the 20th century. Information as to how this should be achieved would
be channeled by the Ascended Masters through selected individuals who would keep
governments informed and allow for the planning of strategies.

In 1932, theosophist Alice Bailey and her husband, 32-degree Freemason Foster Bailey,
started World Gooduwill (Lucis Trust—formerly called Lucifer Publishing Company) an
official non-governmental organization within the United Nations. World Goodwill has
three stated aims including: To cooperate in the work of preparation for the
reappearance of the Christ. Initiatives such as the UN's Millennium Development Goals
are bringing the world closer to the universal political and religious peace the New Age
Christ is calling for.

Events of the Second Advent

Second Coming of Jesus: The Bible teaches that it will be literal, worldwide, visible and
personal appearance of Christ in the clouds and not a secret rapture where the saved

will disappear from the earth quietly (Rev 1:7, Matt 24:27-31, Acts 1:9-11)

Destruction of the unsaved: Those who have refused to give their allegiance to Christ,
cling to sin and are unprepared at His coming will be destroyed (Isa 11:4, Jer 25:33)

During the millennium, the earth is emptied of life. The unsaved dead will not be
amented or buried as God's people have been translated to heaven.

The metaphor “bound with a great chain” during the millennium, symbolize Satan and his
evil angels |m;t))r|sonment on this desolate earth with no one to tempt. The only scene
efore them is the devastating evidence of their rebellion.

Resurrection of the unsaved: After the 1000 years are over, all the unsaved are
resurrected who have ever lived on planet earth. This is the second resurrection which
ends the 1000 years. (Rev 20:5, John 5:28,29)



Before the 1000 years

Revelation 20 begins the conclusion of human history when time is replaced by eternity

In the Septuagint (the Old Testament Greek translation), the word “bottomless pit” or “abyss” is
used at least 19 times. Often translated as “the depths of the earth”, where there is no life.

The first time this is used is at Creation. “...and darkness was on the face of the deep” (Gen
1:2). The word “deep” is the same word translated “bottomless pit”.

At the Second coming of Jesus, the earth will return to an empty, lifeless, chaotic, wasteland
condition as it was prior to Creation as a result of the seven last plagues

will mourn, and the heavens above grow dark.” Jer 4:23-28

See, the Lord is going to lay waste the earth and devastate it; He will ruin its face and scatter its
inhabitants. The earth will be completely laid waste and totally plundered. The Lord has spoken
this word. The earth is broken up, the earth is split asunder, the earth is violently shaken. The
earth reels like a drunkard, it sways like a hut in the wind; so heavy upon it is the guilt of its
rebellion that it falls—never to rise again. It shall come to pass in that day that the Lord will
punish on high the host of exalted ones, and on the earth the kings of the earth. They will be
gathered together, as prisoners are gathered in the pit, and will be shut up in the prison; after
many days they will be punished.”

Hell: The Lake of Fire
