THIS PROPERTY TESTED BELOW THE ACTION LIMIT FOR RADON

This property tests below the EPA's action limit of 4.0 pCi/l and therefore, no further action is necessary
at this time. However, the EPA says to consider fixing if radon results are between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/l as
there is no safe level of radon. Each point of radon can be considered the same as smoking 2 cigarettes
per day.

*Note that tests conducted when heating system are active both day and night are more likely to provide
a clear characterization of potential radon hazards. ADDITIONAL RESOURCES are located at the end of
this report.

e ground contact area not previously tested is now occupied or a home is newly occupied

e heating or cooling systems, any ventilation systems, mechanical or weatherization changes are
significantly altered

« significant openings to soil occur due to: groundwater or slab surface water control system altered or
added (sumps, perimeter drain tile, shower/tub retrofits, etc) or natural settlement causing major
cracks to develop

 earthquakes, construction blasting, or formation of sink holes nearby; or

e mitigation system is altered, modified or repaired
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
