1. Never use anything but white cane or beet sugar (sucrose) as a sugar feed.
2. Heating syrups is dangerous to bees. May caramelize and create toxins.

3. Never feed brown sugars or darkening syrups to honey bees.

4. High fructose corn syrups can contain toxins that are harmful to bees.
