Description — Welcome to Wenatchee, WA — Apple Capital of the World! The 2018 WSU Master Gardener
Conference will draw certified WSU Master Gardeners from 39 chapters across the State of Washington to
sharpen their education and enjoy the dynamic setting of North Central Washington.

The conference features continuing education for certified Master Gardeners through plenary sessions,
workshops and breakouts. A marketplace for vendors and exhibitors is included, offering attendees and
exhibitors opportunity to network and share information outside of scheduled sessions.

Dates - The conference runs September 26-29, 2018.

Attendees — Between 350 — 400 certified Master Gardeners are expected to attend and receive continuing
education; the event also is open to the public.

Event Schedule — The conference kicks off Wednesday with pre-event workshops and tours featuring the
area's geology, wine regions, special gardens and other destinations in the action-packed, scenic
Wenatchee Valley. Registration opens Thursday morning, with an official welcome at noon, and an opening
reception; sessions follow throughout the next three days. Friday features a keynote banquet. The
conference winds up mid-day Saturday.

Conference Venue — All conference sessions and celebrations will be held in the full-service Wenatchee
Convention Center in Downtown Wenatchee (121 N. Wenatchee Avenue, Wenatchee, WA 98801).

Keynote Event — Friday night's banquet features a keynote address by Adam Schwerner, Director of Resort
Enhancement for the Disneyland Resort. In this role, Adam oversees horticultural operations and holiday
23 displays at the Anaheim resort. His talk will emphasize his

professional journey of integrating ornamental horticulture
and art in the creation of environments that inspire and
delight.

Adam was Past President of the Chicago Parks Foundation
and spearheaded bold, inclusive connections between the
arts and Chicago’s neighborhoods; he holds a degree in
ornamental horticulture from Rutgers University.

Master Gardeners — WSU Master Gardener volunteers are extensively trained through Washington State
University on sustainable landscaping, food gardening, water conservation, and integrated pest
management. These volunteers are respected teachers and leaders in their communities on home
gardening and sustainable landscape practices. WSU Master Gardeners — over 4,000 and counting — teach
best gardening practices to underserved populations, schools, community gardens, senior centers, and so
many more. Last year alone, our volunteers donated more than 280,000 hours to this cause. Your support
of this conference will enable the Chelan/Douglas County chapter to grow, recruit more volunteers and
expand our mission in this region.
