Paper chicks should be
returned to school by April 8/9 so that we can display them before our brood hatches.

From the first day the eggs arrive, there is a buzz of excitement and enthusiasm. Caring for the eggs
throughout the embryonic development process provides excellent learning experiences and also an upfront
and personal opportunity with nature. We will not only learn to care for the
eggs and chicks, but also gain vocabulary like incubator, hatch, and brood. We
read books about chicks and chickens, and visit the eggs/ chicks often.

Seeing new life firsthand, and all the awe and wonder it brings proves this
project to be another excellent extension of our curriculum. Look for the birth
announcement at the drop-off door when the eggs hatch, and be sure to check
our Facebook page for updates!
