We think you'll start to notice the connection they make
to discussions they've had during ‘Circle-Time', the review of new concepts and skills they're
learning and the reinforcement of curriculum.

%:Keep school clothes as simple and manageable as possible. Easy, simple clothing makes potty

visits much easier and encourages independence. Remember snheakers or rubber soled shoes are
the safest choice for school activities. Always be sure to keep a complete, extra set of clothes
in a bag in your child's backpack.

%Be patient in these first few weeks of school, as we are all learning new school routines.
Most importantly, revel in the carefree innocence of your preschooler!
