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The main aim of the Republic was to prevent one man having too much power.

All normal positions of power were elected by citizens.

In an emergency a dictator was elected… 

No-one could ‘VETO’ him.

Politicians were not paid for their work.

All free males could vote.

A rich person’s vote (Patricians) counted for more than a poor person’s (plebs).

Only 3% of the population participate in politics… the Senate is made up of 30 families.

Rich politicians put on feasts and games for the 1 million + plebs able to vote.

Ten tribunes represent the views of the plebs.  They have the power of VETO. Some are poor.

The Senate does not pay the army.  Generals do this and give land to their troops.
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
