Everything you see Edie do in the film, was done for real by Shelia Hancock,
then aged 84.

The film was shot on-location in the Scottish highlands. Edie’s journey was
shot for real in order, and her journey to Suilven mountain is geographically
accurate.

Shelia Hancock has a fear of heights and states that shooting the film helped
her face her fears!

The initial idea for the story came about when Hunter began thinking about
age and achieving goals, ‘I met a student who was doing psychology at
university. They told me that they wanted to be a journalist, so I said, “Well,
why don’t you study journalism?” and they said, “I can’t! I’'m a year into doing
my doing my degree — that ship has sailed!” I couldn’t believe it; I remember
thinking that it’s funny how we look at things like that’.

Hunter didn’t want to be pessimistic, but he did want to challenge a
stereotype, ‘that we get to the end of our lives and we’re happy... the reality is
that a lot of people get to the end of their life and are full of regrets’.

Shelia Hancock was chosen as they wanted an older actress who could climb
the mountain.

Shelia Hancock trained with a soldier for three months, going to the gym and
undertaking various walks.
