7th Sunday of Easter Yr. A 17th May 2026
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Reflection
   The readings for the Seventh Sunday of Easter, Year A, calls us to prayer, unity and hope as we await the coming of the Holy Spirit following Jesus’ Ascension.
   The 1st reading from the Acts of the Apostles 1:12-14, the disciples return to Jerusalem and gather in the Upper Room with Mary and other followers, devoting themselves to prayer after Jesus’ Ascension.  This reading emphasizes the importance of communal prayer and trust in God’s guidance during times of uncertainty.
   The 2nd reading from 1st letter of Peter 4:13-16, he encourages Christians to rejoice in sharing Christ’s sufferings, assuring them that the Spirit rests upon them.  Suffering for faith is not shameful but a participation in Christ’s glory.
   The Gospel is taken from John 17:1-11, where Jesus prays for His disciples, asking the Father to glorify Him so that He may glorify the Father.  He prays for protection, unity, and guidance for those who will continue His mission, highlighting the ongoing presence of God in the lives of believers.

   Jesus promised an Advocate to guide and strengthen His disciples.  The Holy Spirit equips us for service, enabling us to continue Christ’s mission with courage and love.
