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Reflection

The Gospel of this 27" Sunday Ordinary Time Year C is taken from Luke 17:5-10.
When the apostles ask Jesus to help them increase their faith, they are expressing
their understanding that faith is not a moment, but a journey. On the part of the
apostles, whose task was to spread the kingdom of God, this request was
particularly fitting (as it still is for any modern apostle and Christian). The faith
which they seek to have increased is not only a firm intellectual assent to the
message of salvation brought by Jesus, but that unique power of conviction and
trust in God which will enable them to spread the Gospel in the world through
preaching and miracles. It is a total faith, the basic gift of salvation. This request of
the apostles, “Increase our faith”, is also ours in time of trials and confusion,
perhaps even more nowadays than at any other time. The mass media: Facebook,
Youtube, etc. put us in contact with so much distress and suffering that we
certainly need a good dose of faith in order to see through all this the slow advent
of the Kingdom. And so, like the apostles, we ask the Lord to strengthen us

interiorly.
