Prospect Wether Class: The purpose of the class is for exhibitors to show bucklings that are obviously going 

to be wethers, but have chosen not to castrate them at an early age. This class will be the first wether class 

judged at each show. However, they will not compete for Best Wether and Reserve Best Wether.  

Master Champion:  The Master Champion competition will be offered at the beginning of the Doe & Buck Open 

Show. There must be three PGCH does/bucks for each competition. If you enter your animal and then are 

unable to bring it, please contact the Show Chair immediately so they can contact other owners in the event the 

show will not meet the required number. Please register your MCH on the entry form. 

Health Check: Only healthy animals allowed on the grounds. Animals with obvious signs of illness (runny 

noses, eyes, cough) or parasites (scratching or diarrhea) will be requested to leave. No refund on entry fees.
