November often corresponds to the Hebrew month Cheshvan which is also called
Marcheshvan, bitter Cheshvan, because it contains no holidays. But that isn't entirely true.
Cheshvan does include the commemoration of Kristallnacht, the Night of Broken Glass
pogroms that took place throughout Nazi Germany on November 9-10, 1938. We will
commemorate Kristallnacht at services on Friday, Nov.8t". Deborah Tract has arranged for
Vincent Marmorale to speak to us about Italy’s forgotten heroes from the Holocaust.
Services, as usual, begin at 7:30.

Another reason that Cheshvan is not so bitter is that it allows us to focus on Shabbat, the Jewish holiday
that occurs each week. There are five Shabbatot (plural of Shabbat) in November. Try to include them as
a bright beginning to your weekend, an opportunity to let the concerns of the week melt away as you enjoy
family and friends and give thanks for all that is yours.

I encourage all our families to attend the Kristallnacht service, so we all become keepers of the stories and
continue to honor the memories of all those lost. It is our responsibility to not forget and to tell the story from generation
to generation.

He finds Rebecca, who shows the servant great kindness in
offering to draw water for his camels at the well. Isaac and Rebecca get married. Abraham remarries. At the age of 175, he dies,
and is buried alongside Sarah, by Isaac and Ishmael.

Rebecca has twins named Esau and Jacob. Being the eldest son, Esau is to receive the birthright and blessing of the firstborn
from his father. Esau gives Jacob his birthright in exchange for some stew. When Isaac is on his deathbed, Rebecca and Jacob
deceive Isaac so that Jacob will receive the blessing of the firstborn. Esau threatens to kill Jacob, and Jacob flees to Haran.
