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THE GLOBAL RESTITUTION DIGITAL TRUTH REGISTRY (GRDTR)

GLOBAL EXECUTIVE SOVEREIGN DIRECTIVE NO. RDTR-001

PREAMBLE

WHEREAS, the integrity of historical record, digital evidence, and public information is essential to democracy, civil rights, restitution frameworks, and global governance;

WHEREAS, artificial intelligence and digital manipulation technologies now enable real-time alteration of evidence, media, and historical narrative;

WHEREAS, public trust requires independent archival and verification institutions;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority of the State of Loc Nation Global Public Benefit Corporation law, applicable United States law, international human rights law, and public-benefit corporate governance principles, the Global Restitution Digital Truth Registry (GRDTR) is hereby established and activated.

SECTION 1 — ESTABLISHMENT AND ACTIVATION

IT IS ORDERED that the Global Restitution Digital Truth Registry (GRDTR) is hereby created as a permanent global public-benefit archival, verification, and documentation institution.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that GRDTR shall operate as:
	1.	A digital evidence registry
	2.	A historical preservation institution
	3.	A civil and unalienable rights documentation repository
	4.	A restitution and reparative justice record custodian
	5.	A scholarly and public record archive

SECTION 2 — LEGAL AUTHORITY TO ACTIVATE RDTR

U.S. Domestic Legal Activation Authorities

1) Public Benefit Corporation Law
	•	Delaware General Corporation Law (DGCL) §365
	•	Georgia Public Benefit Corporation statutes (O.C.G.A. §14-2-801 et seq.)

These laws authorize public-benefit registries and archives.

2) Freedom of Information Act (FOIA)

5 U.S.C. § 552

GRDTR may lawfully request, archive, and publish government records.

3) Federal Records Act

44 U.S.C. §§ 2101–2118

Recognizes preservation of federal records and cooperation with archives.

4) National Archives and Records Administration Act

44 U.S.C. § 2901 et seq.

Allows independent archival institutions to maintain public record copies.

5) Civil and Unalienable Rights Documentation Authority
	•	42 U.S.C. § 1983 (civil rights deprivation documentation)
	•	Civil Rights Act of 1964
	•	Civil Rights Act of 1968

Allows documentation and research on systemic discrimination.

6) Administrative Procedure Act

5 U.S.C. §§ 551–559

Allows notice, petitions, public documentation, and administrative record creation.

International Legal Activation Authorities

7) Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR)

Articles 19 & 21 — Right to information and public participation.

8) International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR)

Article 19 — Freedom of expression and information preservation.

9) UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (UNDRIP)

Articles 3, 5, 31 — Indigenous governance and knowledge preservation rights.

10) UNESCO Memory of the World Programme

Recognizes independent archival institutions globally.

SECTION 3 — FUNCTIONS AND POWERS

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that GRDTR shall:
	1.	Preserve original digital records and metadata
	2.	Detect AI manipulation and digital alteration
	3.	Maintain forensic authenticity certifications
	4.	Publish civil and unalienable rights narrative integrity reports
	5.	Archive restitution and economic harm documentation
	6.	Provide public scholarly access to verified records

SECTION 4 — SEVERABILITY

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that if any provision of this Directive is held invalid, the remainder shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 5 — NON-SUPERSESSION

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that nothing in this Directive shall be construed to suspend, override, or infringe upon any federal, state, or international law, judicial order, or treaty obligation.



SECTION 6 — INTERNATIONAL NOTICE

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this Directive is entered into global public record for notice to governments, institutions, and peoples, and shall be deposited in public archives including academic, national, and digital repositories.

SECTION 7 — EFFECTIVE DATE

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this Directive shall take effect upon signature and remain in effect indefinitely unless amended by the governing authority of GRDTR.
