RVers find a range of places in Alabama to pull in overnight, from primitive
sites to resort stays to luxurious accommodations, many of which are located
within easy distance of top attractions. sv AMITY MOORE JOYCE

including bringing the whole family (pets, too!), going
where the road takes you and choosing the tenor of your
trip. Primitive or polished? Either way, Alabama has you covered.

State parks have long been a standard home-away-from-home
for RVers, and in recent years, some Alabama state parks have made
improvements to better serve RVs. [l Joe Wheeler State Park and
E1 Monte Sano State Park were among the first. [El Wind Creek
State Park, located on Lake Martin and one of the nation’s largest
state-operated campgrounds, also has seen upgrades and is
expecting more in 2024, including bigger pads, 50-amp hookups,
and water and sewer services. RV sites at Birmingham’s IE1 Oak
Mountain State Park will be renovated, and [El Meaher State Park
in Spanish Fort, part of Alabama’s Gulf Coast, will unveil 60 new
RV sites with 50-amp hookups, and water and sewer services.

If refined RVing is more your style, stick around Alabama’s Gulf
Coast. This region is booming with RV resorts, many of them high-
end, but also several that are more laid-back. Inside the gated
community of [& Buena Vista Motor Coach Resort in Orange
Beach, RVers find larger lots landscaped for privacy, some with
full coach houses. Amenities include Wi-Fi, indoor and outdoor
pools, full hookups, and a lake stocked with bass and bream. Just
a few miles away, 4 Heritage Motor Coach Resort & Marina

_|_ he virtues of traveling with a recreational vehicle are many,
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presents similar sophistication on the shores of Bayou St. John.
[l Camellia RV Park between Fairhope and Foley caters to
travelers 55 years and older. It's a quiet RV park, set among trees
and located 1 mile from the boat launch at Fish River and Weeks
Bay. Also in the area, [El Grand Riviera RV Resort, [ Whispering
Pines RV Resort and Kl Tropic Hideaway, located at OWA Parks
& Resort, all opened recently. They each feature great amenities,
with Tropic Hideaway focused on luxury and top-notch activities
within walking distance of Tropic Falls water and amusement
park. Near Robertsdale, 2 Styx River RV Resort, which caters to
families with kids and creates a calendar with loads of family-
friendly events, has recently renovated its cabins and two pools.

Elsewhere in the state, (E Time Away Resort appeals to RVers
interested in racing, thanks to its prime location in Lincoln near
Talladega Superspeedway. The setup here includes an onsite
pool, playground and half basketball court. In Leesburg, families
with kids love [Z! Great Escapes RV Resort Chesnut Bay because
it harbors an onsite water park, for an extra fee, and miniature
golf. Rest your eyes and put your ears to work in Albertville by
reserving a spot at [ Sand Mountain RV Park, where the Sand
Mountain Park’s amphitheater welcomes all kinds of bands and
musicians. It’s an ideal spot to relax as the sun sinks on another
perfect day of RVing in Alabama.

SMALL-TOWN CHARMS

NORTH
Scottsboro

Explore a treasure trove of
bargains at Unclaimed Baggage,
the United States’ only retailer
of lost luggage. The reseller
of left-behind goods puts out
about 7,000 unclaimed items
a day, from designer clothes
and electronics to, well,
almost anything imaginable.
See some of the more
unusual finds—a full suit of
armor, a basketball signed

by Michael Jordan and baby
shoes from the early 1900s—
in display cases that form a
mini-museum inside the store.
Not far away, The Scottsboro
Boys Museum documents

the story of nine young Black
males who were falsely
accused of rape in a case that
became an internationally
famous judicial travesty that

set historic US. legal precedents.
Before leaving town, stop by
the more-than-150-year-old
Payne’s Soda Fountain and
Sandwich Shop for one of its
popular banana splits.

CENTRAL

Childersburg

Step into the past at the still-
operating Kymulga Grist Mill.
Then, take a romantic stroll on
the nearby Kymulga Bridge,

a covered bridge, which, like
the mill, was built in the 1860s.
Discover more of the area’s
history at Rainwater House,
built in the late 1800s and now
a museum. Finally, descend
into spectacular Majestic
Caverns, formerly DeSoto
Caverns, one of the country’s
great show caves. Its Kymulga
Cathedral room is longer than
a football field and roughly

12 stories high.
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SOUTH

Hope Hull

Feed roaming zebras, bison,
giraffes, exotic birds and
other wildlife while driving
through 350-acre Alabama
Safari Park. Then, observe
Tankersley Rosenwald School,
one of Alabama’s Places in
Peril. It is a 1922 building

that was one of the schools
Booker T. Washington and
the Tuskegee Institute, with
support from Sears Roebuck
CEO and philanthropist Julius
Rosenwald, built for Black
children across the South.

GULF COAST
Stockton

Experience two important
sites in Native American
history. Mound Island’s Bottle
Creek Indian Mounds, a center

of Pensacola tribe culture for
three centuries and one of
Alabama’s only two Native
American National Historic
Landmarks, is an undeveloped,
primitive site accessible to
the general publicon a
limited basis via guided
Historic Blakeley State Park
Delta Explorer boat tours
during the winter. Nearby,
visit Fort Mims State Historic
Site, where in 1813, in retalia-
tion for being ambushed by
American militia the previous
month, 700 Red Stick Creeks
attacked the fort, killing nearly
all inside. The slaying of so
many civilians, particularly
women and children, which
the leader of the Red Sticks
said he had tried but been
unable to prevent, ignited the
Creek War. The Red Sticks
ultimately lost the war, along
with about 23 million acres of
their ancestral lands.

The complete 35-plus miles are
accessible from two trailheads: off
Coldwater Road and Monsanto
Street, both in Anniston.

Backpacking the
Pinhoti Trail

More than 330 miles stretch
from Flagg Mountain near
Weogufka to across the Georgia
line, making this trail an ideal
one for backpacking. You could
set out for an epic trek or mix
up a series of shorter overnights
to experience what’s sometimes
regarded as the southernmost
end of the Appalachian Trail.

Today, more than
25% of the sites included on the U.S. Civil Rights Trail are in Alabama. By BRITTAIN STOREY

At your own pace,
travel the sobering
historic civil rights sites,
some newly opened and
some recently renovated,
found in these key cities.

BIRMINGHAM. In addition
to exploring must-visit civil
rights sites 16th Street
Baptist Church, The Bethel
Baptist Church, Birmingham
Civil Rights Institute and
Kelly Ingram Park, you can
now return to Alabama’s
historic A.G. Gaston Motel,
an integral part of the
Birmingham Civil Rights
National Monument. The
motel, which has been
closed for years to undergo

renovations, served as
a base for 1960s civil
rights leaders.

SELMA. Visit the Brown
Chapel African Methodist
Episcopal (AME) Church,
where in March 1965 more
than 600 nonviolent
protesters marched for
Black Americans’ right to
vote. During their march
between the church and the
Edmund Pettus Bridge,
state law enforcement bru-
tally attacked them. Learn
more about the struggle at
the National Voting Rights
Museum and Institute.

MONTGOMERY. Hear
recordings of Martin Luther
King Jr. inside historic Holt
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Street Memorial Baptist
Church, where he launched
the Montgomery Bus
Boycott on Dec. 5, 1954.
Nearby sits the Rosa Parks
Museum, located at the site
of Parks’ famous arrest for
boarding a public bus and
refusing to give up her seat
to a white passenger. The
Freedom Rides Museum

is dedicated to the Black
and white “Freedom Riders”
who were persecuted in
their attempts to desegre-
gate interstate bus travel.
White segregationists
attacked the Freedom
Riders as they were standing
on the platform, having
just disembarked the bus.
A visit to the powerful
National Memorial for

Peace & Justice lends larger context to what
Black Americans endured in their tenacious
pursuit of civil equality.

ANNISTON. Continue your discovery of the
Freedom Riders’ legacy with an immersive experi-
ence at the Anniston Greyhound Bus Depot. The
depot has been closed for renovations for a few
years and is anticipated to reopen this year. Call
before going for the most updated information.

SCOTTSBORO. In 1931, more than 20 years before
the Civil Rights Movement began, nine Black
males, ages 12 to 19 at the time of their initial
conviction, were falsely convicted of raping

two white women on a train traveling through
Scottsboro to Memphis, Tennessee. The con-
troversial case made it all the way to the U.S.
Supreme Court, where prosecutors dropped the
rape charges against five of the young men. It took
almost two decades for the remaining four to be
acquitted. Today, explore the lives and legacy of
the accused at The Scottsboro Boys Museum.

MOBILE. In Alabama’s Port City, the newly
opened Africatown Heritage House offers a view
to the past and the future. Here, visitors can learn
the story of the Clotilda, the last known slave ship
to arrive in the United States. More than 50 years
after the international slave trade had been banned,
slave traders illegally smuggled 110 enslaved
Africans into Mobile Bay. Today, their truths and
the truths of their descendants are being told as
Africatown works to shape its next chapter.

DECATUR

Big Bob Gibson was not
Alabama’s first barbecuer,
but he was the first to create
the state’s now-famous white
sauce. He originated the
recipe—a concoction of
mayonnaise, apple cider
vinegar, lemon juice, black
pepper and salt—in 1925 to
“baptize” smoked chicken.
Today, folks slather it on pork,

too. Family-owned Big Bob
Gibson Bar-B-Q remains
Decatur’s barbecue anchor,
regularly earning national

nods from publications like
Southern Living and Food &
Wine. Last year, Food Network
named Big Bob Gibson Bar-B-
Q as the best barbecue joint in
the state. Other top barbecue
spots in the city include Whitt’s
Barbecue for hickory-smoked
pulled pork, Scruggs BBQ for
ribs and Smokey C’s Bar-B-Que
& Wings for what it calls a

BBQ Tater Bowl.

BIRMINGHAM

Is Birmingham really the
“Dinner Table of the South,”

as the city proclaims? In many
ways, ves.

Additionally, it is so closely
aligned with culinary trends
that Food & Wine has staff
based here (and in New York
City), and culinary celebrity
Andrew Zimmern recently
named it a best food city.

AUBURN

Surrounded by agriculture,
this city has embraced its
bounty and is planting seeds
of hospitality. Much of
Auburn’s culinary origins are
rooted in Amsterdam Café,
where “Iron Chef Showdown”
winner David Bancroft got his
start. Today, his restaurant Acre
situated on a downtown plot
and planted with fruit trees,
berry bushes, vegetables

and herbs, shows guests how

farm-to-table truly works.

Add in the new Tony and Libba
Rane Culinary Science Center
at Auburn University, where
students can take classes

from a chef-in-residence or a
master sommelier while also
experimenting in culinary labs,
and Auburn is budding as a
true food town.

MOBILE

The city on Mobile Bay is no
stranger to good food. Its
culinary traditions are 300-plus
years old and carry Native
American, French, Spanish,
British and African influences.
Each group brought favorite
recipes and ingredients to the
port city. As a result, Mobile

is at the heart of several
foodways, and is a true melting
pot—one that guests cannot
wait to stir and taste.

NOTHING BETTER THAN
A FRESH CATCH

ith roughly 55 miles of shoreline fronting
the Gulf of Mexico, and more miles winding
into bays, Alabama takes full advantage of
its access to bountiful seafood. Shrimp, red
snapper, oysters and other fresh catches are central to the
state’s gastronomy. According to Luke Roy, an Alabama
Extension System associate professor, “Alabama is one of

the most important aquaculture states in the United States,

ranking sixth in aquaculture sales.” Seafood is valued here,
not only economically, but as part of the overall culinary
culture. It’s just so darn delicious—especially when eaten
the same day it was caught—and people want to preserve

the resources, so sustainability is big on the Alabama coast.

The Depot in Auburn, co-owned by Executive Chef Scott
Simpson, is one of the restaurants pushing for sustainable
and responsibly harvested seafood. His efforts caught the
notice of the James Beard Foundation, which made The
Depot Alabama’s first restaurant to receive the prestigious
James Beard Smart Catch Leader Award.

Two other Alabama chefs focused on seafood also have
garnered national recognition, both as winners of The
Great American Seafood Cook-Off: Executive Chef Jim
Smith of The Hummingbird Way Oyster Bar in Mobile
(201) and Executive Chef Brody Olive of Voyagers in
Orange Beach (2023).

NAVY COVE OYSTERS? Bon
Secour Fisheries has a retail
shop where you can buy a box
or get them shipped to your
home. Sassy Bass Amazin
Grill in Fort Morgan carries
our oysters, as the restaurant
is almost across the street
from the farm. We also offer
weather-dependent, family-
friendly ecotours by reserva-
tion. For more adventurous
folks, we can wade into the
water and play with all the
creatures in their natural
habitat. We teach about the
ecology and geology of
Mobile Bay, how we raise
oysters using sustainable
aquaculture techniques,
oyster anatomy, and the flavor
profile that the surrounding
environment dictates onto the

Accolades Aplenty

Alabama dishes up award-winning chefs and restaurants, garnering annual
recognition at the “Oscars of the food world.”

In 1996, Chef Frank Stitt started a trend. He and his restaurant, Highlands Bar &
Grill, grabbed the attention of the James Beard Foundation as a nominee for Best
Chefs of the Southeast, and Alabama’s culinary scene has been on the coveted
radar ever since. It takes an enormous amount of patience and consistency to
win a James Beard Award. Stitt, along with his wife, Pardis, and their staff at
what is now multiple restaurants in Birmingham have exercised both, eventually
taking home wins for Best Chef of the Southeast (2001), Who's Who of Food

& Beverage in America (2011), and Outstanding Pastry Chef-Dolester Miles

and Outstanding Restaurant-Highlands Bar & Grill (2018). In between the wins
are numerous semifinalists and nominees for the awards won as well as for
Outstanding Chef (2008-2011) and Outstanding Hospitality-Chez Fonfon (2020)
and Bottega (2023). Stitt blazed the James Beard trail for those who followed.

Chris Hastings, owner and chef at Hot and Hot Fish Club in Birmingham, was next,
either as a nominee or a semifinalist for five years. In 2012, he finally won Best
Chef of the South. In 2010, Bright Star in Bessemer, won for America’s Classics.
Nick Pihakis of Jim 'N Nicks Bar-B-Q made it to the semifinals for Outstanding
Restaurateur from 2010 to 2015. Sometimes chefs overlap in the semifinals, as

Frank and Pardis Stitt are
no strangers to the James
Beard Awards, but 2023
marked the first time their
restaurant, an intersection
of Southern and Italian fare,
made it to the finals for
outstanding hospitality.
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David Bancroft of Acre in Auburn (2016-2019),

Rob McDaniel of SpringHouse in Alexander City
(2013-2017), James Lewis of Bettola in Birmingham
(2012-2013), Duane Nutter of Southern National in
Mobile (2020) and Timothy Hontzas of Johnny’s
Restaurant in Homewood (2017-2020) did in the
Best Chefs category. Hontzas was later nominated
again for Best Chef in 2022 and 2023, and his
restaurant was a semifinalist for Outstanding
Hospitality in 2022. Standing as the sole Alabama
entries, Chris Dupont of Birmingham’s Café Dupont
made it to the semifinals in 2011; Adam Evans took
home the Best Chef award in 2022. His restaurant,
Automatic Seafood & Oysters, had been nominated
in 2020 as the nation’s Best New Restaurant.

Beyond restaurants, T.A. Breaux of Jade Liqueurs
in Birmingham earned a spot in the semifinals for
Outstanding Wine & Spirits Professional in 2008
and 2009. In 2022, Mountain Brook’s Golden Age
Wine was named a semifinalist for its Outstanding
Wine Program.

Even if the chefs, restaurants and culinary-related
businesses do not bring home a medal, they did
more than their part to raise awareness and generate
buzz about the amazing culinary scene cooking in
Alabama. To that, everyone can raise a glass.
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Scan the QR code to download
the 700 Dishes to Eat in Alabama
and companion journal to track
your culinary journey in Alabama.

ALABAMA’S 100 DISHES

You won’t want to skip a meal, especially when
there are 100 you must try while visiting.

With chefs and restaurants introducing new dishes
every year, the list of 100 Dishes to Eat in Alabama is
not static. It's ever-changing, in concert with trends
and ingredient availability. The recommendations for
great meals in the state have been a source of delight
for vacationers ever since Tourism Director Lee Sentell
came up with the idea for the list in 2005. Some dishes,
such as the Bar-B-Q Chicken with White Sauce at Big
Bob Gibson Bar-B-Q in Decatur, the Tomato Salad

at Hot and Hot Fish Club in Birmingham, the Ribs

and White Bread at Dreamland in Tuscaloosa, and

the Black Russian Cake at Amelia’s Deli & Catering

in Gulf Shores, are included year after year because
they’re Alabama signatures! Other dishes, such as the
Scialatielli Di Mare at Ravello Ristorante in Montgomery
and Buffalo Chicken Dip Bao at the Irritable Bao in
Auburn, are added each year. The 100 Dishes list has
grown to include about 250 culinary specialties, but
Sentell feels you can’t have too much good food! To
know what’s cooking this year, visit Alabama.Travel/
experience-alabama/food-and-drink.

ETHNIC FARE

Culturally
Rich Cuisine

Take your appetite on an international journey.

The subtle—and sometimes not so subtle—outside influence on
Alabama’s cookbook makes sense for a region where Native
Americans lived; the Spanish, French and British settled; and West
Africans were trafficked. Alongside those major influxes came minor
ones: German, Greek, Scots-Irish, to name a few. The state’s ethnic
foodways are long and intersecting. Take your time navigating their
deliciousness, beginning with German schnitzel and sausage at
Huntsville’s O Heidelberg, which the Schrader family has owned since
1972. For Greek flavors, head to The Fish Market in Birmingham for
Athenian-style snapper or to Pappas’ Grill in Vestavia Hills for gyros
and lasagna-like pastichio. Silverhill's Cafe Acadiana is the place for
crawfish etouffee and crab cakes Pontchartrain. The Acadians’ French
traditions mingled with ingredients brought from West Africa, notably
okra, which definitely has found its place in the Southern diet. With
roots in Greensboro, Abadir’s is a purpose-driven eatery that brings
the flavors of Egypt to the Southern palate.

HERE, LITTLE PIGGY

Alabama barbecue offers a little bit of everything, including mustard-based sauces, vinegar-based sauces, red sauces and its very
own white sauce. Pork is at the center of it all, slowly smoked, most often over hickory but sometimes oak or pecan. Pulled meat
sandwiches, usually pork but could be beef, are topped with dill pickles as a point of distinction. Some locals also spoon a little
coleslaw on top. If it’s not a sandwich, then it’s a loaded potato or a plate of smoked chicken or turkey, brisket, or ribs. Whatever
you choose, don’t skip the sides or dessert. And wash it all down with a perfect glass of iced tea.

WHAT,I.I. YOU HAVE? Meat-and-threes come with a choice

To be clear, Alabama meat-and-threes are not diners. A diner menu is static, meaning what is in the plate description is what you get.
Meat-and-threes, on the other hand, allow you to curate your meal from a selection of Southern comfort foods. Choose one meat, three
sides and a bread. The style of service at meat-and-threes varies, so you might order at the counter, like at Johnny’s in Homewood; or
walk up to a steam table, such as the popular one at Farmers Market Cafe in Montgomery, and choose from the freshly made offerings;
or sit at a table and choose off a menu, like you do at Martin’s Restaurant in Montgomery. At meat-and-threes, food flexibility reigns.

Things Are Getting
Fishy Around Here

Alabama catfish are off the hook!

THEY MIGHT not be the
prettiest fish around and
their flavor can spark debate,
but catfish are beloved in
Alabama. They’re native to
the state’s waters, hanging
around river bottoms,
backwaters, swamps and
oxbow lakes. In 1960, they
became an industry, and
now Alabama ranks second
behind Mississippi in catfish
production in the United
States. Farm-raised varieties
tend to be preferred
because they have a
sweeter flavor than wild-
caught ones. So how do

people eat them? Mostly
fried. Curtis’ Restaurant in
Florence earns rave reviews
for its version and is a pop-
ular stop for folks driving
U.S. Highway 43 near the
Tennessee border. Catfish
Cabin in Athens takes pride
in sourcing fish “raised in
ponds supplied with fresh
water and flavor tested
before harvesting to ensure
a sweet, consistent flavor.”
Whole catfish and catfish
fillet orders come in small,
medium and large. Don’t
let the restaurant name
fool you; Arley Coffee

Shop in Arley near Lewis
Smith Lake serves more
than coffee. It plates whole
fried catfish with your
choice of fries, baked
potato or sweet potato
fries, and choice of salad or
slaw for a meal that’s sure
to fill you up.

In 1860, more than half a
century after the United States had outlawed the international slave
trade, the schooner Clotilda was used to smuggle men, women

and children from what is now the African country of Benin into
Mobile, where they were enslaved because domestic slavery was
still allowed. The remains of the Clotilda, the last known slave ship
to come to America, were verified in 2019. The recently opened
Africatown Heritage House uses multisensory exhibits and artifacts
from the ship to tell the truth of the 110 survivors and their descend-
ants who founded the community of Africatown. Two critically
acclaimed documentaries, National Geographic’s “Clotilda: Last
American Slave Ship” and award-winning “Descendant,” directed by
Mobile native Margaret Brown, have already helped share the facts.

The 17-acre Freedom
Monument Sculpture Park, on a bluff above
the Alabama River, will feature sculptures from
renowned artists as well as historical artifacts,
including slave quarters and a whipping post.
The centerpiece, however, is the 43-foot-tall,
150-foot-long National Monument to Freedom
on which will be inscribed more than 100,000
surnames of Black people emancipated at the
end of the Civil War. Visitors will be able to look
up specific names at a nearby database.

Big Dog
Ranch Rescue Alabama, the largest cage-free,
no-kill dog-rescue operation in the nation, has
opened in Macon County at what was once a
greyhound-racing facility. The 100-acre campus

is a vast expansion of Big Dog Ranch’s original
33-acre campus in Palm Beach County, Florida.
The Alabama facility will have 16 kennels and a
Veterinary Healing Center, which will be used to
heal, house, and arrange for local and national

dog adoptions. The effort is expected to save an
additional 5,000 dogs a year that otherwise would
be euthanized. The operation will transport dogs
from overcrowded shelters in Alabama, Florida,
Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee
and Texas to shelters with vacancies in Maine, New
Hampshire, Connecticut and other northeastern
states.

Native American settlements in North America, and Monroeville, home of
To Kill A Mockingbird author Harper Lee.

scape are many, from
crooners like Nat King Cole
to songwriters like Jason
Isbell to recording studios
in the Shoals. But led by
one of the nation’s greatest
musicians and songwriters,
the state has also had a
huge impact on country
music. Follow this Alabama
country music trail that
leads to some of the
nation’s best country music
sites to learn more, begin-
ning with one of country
music’s first superstars
who started playing as a
teenager in the 1930s,
Hank Williams Sr.

When you've got a
hankering for Hank, hop
on the Hank Williams
Memorial Highway and
visit the country legend’s
old stomping ground.

Start in the small town

of Georgiana at the Hank
Williams, Sr. Boyhood
Home & Museum. This is
where Hank lived from 12
to 14 years old and learned
to play guitar from Black
street musician Rufus “Tee-
Tot” Payne. Walk through
his former home, now
awash in Hank Williams
memorabilia, from old photos
to guitars. Visit May 31-June 1
this year to enjoy top musi-
cians performing at the an-
nual Hank Williams Festival
(hankwilliamsfestival.com).
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From Georgiana, drive
roughly an hour north and
check out Montgomery, the
city that the songwriter
known as the hillbilly
Shakespeare considered
his hometown. A highlight
here is the Hank Williams
Museum, which features
his Nudie (Cohn) suits

and other stage costumes,
guitars, hats, rare photos,
and even the 1952 baby-
blue Cadillac in which he
took his famous last ride.

Join other fans and some
of modern country music’s
top stars in making the
pilgrimage to his gravesite
in the Oakwood Cemetery
Annex. It’s one of the
most visited spots in the

state, and visitors gather here each New Year’s Day on the anniversary of his
death to play some of Hank’s famous tunes, such as “Cold, Cold Heart,” “Take
These Chains From My Heart,” “Jambalaya” and “Your Cheatin’ Heart.” They
also gather on his birthday, September 17.

About three miles away in Lincoln Cemetery, view the memorial marker for
Tee-Tot, his mentor, who was buried in this cemetery that was established for
African Americans in 1907. Tee-Tot moved to Montgomery after Williams and
remained there until his death in 1939. Although buried at this cemetery, his
actual grave is unmarked.

Plenty of historical markers and other sites for Hank fans exist, including 252
Montgomery St., where he won his first talent show at the now demolished
Empire Theater; 138 Dexter Ave., where you can eat at the still-operating Chris’
Hot Dogs, where Hank was a frequent diner; 125 Montgomery St., where he gave
his last live performance at what was then the Elite Café; and 103 N. Perry St.,
the Montgomery Municipal Auditorium, where his funeral was held.

If you are looking for a great country group from Alabama, look no further
than...the country group Alabama. The band released 21 gold, platinum and
multiplatinum albums; had 51 hits, including 33 No. 1 country singles on
Billboard’s Hot Country Songs chart between 1980 and 2011; and sold more
than 75 million records. While the group is honored throughout the United
States, including with a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame and a 1999
Recording Industry Association of America award for Country Group of the
Century, nowhere are they more exalted than in their hometown of Fort Payne.
Visit this Northeast Alabama town of about 15,000, and see life-sized bronze
statues of the group’s members at Gault Avenue and Fourth Street.

Visit the newly remodeled Alabama Fan Club and
Museum, which not only contains extensive memo-
rabilia from the group, but also is where the group’s
members have been known to stop by and visit.

Then, drive due west for roughly 2.5 hours

to the Shoals and the Alabama Music Hall of
Fame. Along with recognition of other Alabama
musicians, it features plenty of the group’s
memorabilia, including its former tour bus.

Thirty-five miles from the Alabama Music Hall

of Fame, you can see an Alabama tribute to
Tammy Wynette, the “First Lady of Country
Music.” Wynette wasn’t born in Alabama, but she
considered the small Alabama town of Red Bay
her home, returning to perform benefits for the
school system and local charities. The town is
proud of its association with Wynette, whose

20 No. 1Billboard country hits include “Stand By
Your Man” and “D-I-V-O-R-C-E.”

The Red Bay Museum honors the star with plenty
of treasures from her life and career, most of
which were donated by the country legend and
her family. Be sure to see the wedding dress she
wore when she married country star George Jones
and some of the gorgeous gowns she wore on stage.

The Valley course presents a
few surprises. But the biggest
news here? The Back Yard, a
nine-hole, walking-only course
that can be played in an hour
(a totally new concept for the
golf trail!), replaced the Short
Course in 2022.

Ross Bridge, Hoover
Carved into the rolling terrain
of Shannon Valley, the scope
of this property amazes even
the most-traveled golfer.

The 18-hole course, totally
renovated in 2023, meanders
through native landscape and
around the expansive Renais-
sance Birmingham Ross
Bridge Golf Resort & Spa. It is
one of the longest courses in

the world but offers multiple
tees for golfers of all levels.

Hampton Cove
Huntsville

This northern RTJ Trail
gateway is a 54-hole facility
with terrain that radically
changes from one side of
the property to the other.
On the picturesque, highly
playable Highlands Course,
long, waving grasses frame
rolling terrain and beautiful
bentgrass greens. The River
Course is the only Robert
Trent Jones layout in the
world designed without a
single bunker. Water is in play

here and on the Short Course,

where alternating tees allow
golfers to swing every club
in their bag.

Silver Lakes
Anniston/Gadsden
Surrounded by Appalachian
foothills and Lee’s Lake, this
complex features the most
interesting and aptly named
courses on the Trail—Heart-
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breaker, Backbreaker, Mind-
breaker and Short—and all 36
greens boast lightning-quick
Champion Ultradwarf putting
surfaces. Look forward to
scenic variety, as the holes
are situated among forests,
wetlands, grasslands and
dramatic elevation changes.

Grand National
Auburn/Opelika

Robert Trent Jones Sr. is on
record saying that Grand
National, voted the No. 3

natural site for golf he had
ever seen. Today, 32 of the

54 holes that have been
developed into the Links,
Lake and Short courses drape
along Lake Saugahatchee’s
filigreed shores. Renovated in
2022, the Short Course now
has all new tees and TifEagle
Ultradwarf greens. Grand
National will host the Couples
Classic in November 2024.

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Magnolia Grove, Mobile

The topography at Magnolia Grove features
creeks, marshland and lakes, with each of the

54 holes plotted through stands of indigenous
hardwood and pine. The Crossings carries a
coastal look, supported by water features and
crushed oyster shell waste areas. The Falls is the
only par-71 course on the RTJ Trail, and the Short
Course carries well-designed greens. Thanks to
extensive tree work in 2023 at both championship
courses, golfers find improved visibility from one
hole to the next. Magnolia Grove will host the
LPGA Q series in November 2024.

Lakewood Club, Point Clear

Here, the Dogwood and Azalea courses pair
wonderfully with the Grand Hotel Golf Resort &
Spa, Autograph Collection, so much so that Golf
Magazine regularly includes the Lakewood Club
inits list of “Best Golf Resorts in America.” Don’t
miss The Experience, a practice facility that offers
an innovative social setting to work on all aspects
of your game.

Capitol Hill, Prattville

The magnitude of this facility’s 1,500 acres
allows each of the 18-hole championship courses
overlooking the Alabama River to be drastically
different from the others. The Legislator offers

a traditional course, while the Senator presents
a Scottish-links style.

The
Fighting Joe was the first RTJ
Trail course to break 8,000
yards, and it can play long
(really long, if you play the
wrong set of tees), but this
course is good, straightforward
golf. The 18th green overlook-
ing Wilson Lake will distract
you with its beauty, if not its
treachery. Also 8,000 vyards,
The Schoolmaster is a shot-
maker’s course with narrower
fairways and demanding
approaches to well-protected
bentgrass greens. It’s hard to
beat the beauty that the 18th
holds on the high bluffs over
the river, but the waterfall
guarding the second green
sure comes close.

Highland Oaks, Dothan
Although three, nine-hole
championship courses, plus
the 9-hole Short Course,
make up this facility, it's the
Highlands/Magnolia combi-
nation that Golf Digest once
named as one of the nation’s
Great Value courses. That 18
includes Magnolia’s 416-yard
fifth, where a split-level fair-
way offers an option off the
tee. Marshwood’s behemoth
par-5 sixth stretches 701 yards
from the tops. If you haven't
played here in the past four
years, look forward to TifEagle
Ultradwarf greens and a
redesigned practice area.
PGA Tour Canada’s Mackenzie
Tour Q-School will be held

in March 2024, and the Korn
Ferry 2nd Stage Q-School is
scheduled for October 2024.

Dauphin Island is by bike. Although cars
are allowed, vacationers tend to rent
bikes and pedal the island’s bike paths,
which lead to all kinds of places,
including the Dauphin Island Heritage
and Arts Council (pictured here).
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Love Diving & Snorkeling?

The Gulf Coast offers several places to dive into warm
waters. One of three manmade reefs in the area, Romar
Beach in Orange Beach is among the most accessible, located
a few hundred feet off the main beach and about 8 feet
down. The concrete and limestone reef is good for observing
sea creatures. South of Perdido Pass and not far from Gulf
State Park Pier, Poseidon’s Playground, sunken at 40 feet
deep since 2014, features three statues of Greek gods. The
Whiskey Wreck, near 601 W. Beach Blvd. in Gulf Shores,
suits more advanced divers and snorkelers who are prepared
to swim 150 feet offshore and dive down 20 feet to see the
200-foot-long former rum runner.

Spot of Tea for the house specialty, Eggs Cathedral. Really, you
can't go wrong with any of the brunch specialties here. Wipe your
mouth for crumbs, and then visit Africatown Heritage House and
see “Clotilda: The Exhibition” if you haven't already. (Learn more
about this opening on pages 36-37.) Africatown is also part of the
Dora Franklin Finley African-American Heritage Trail. Guided tours
interpret more than 44 sites where African-American places and
people made contributions to the city’s multicultural legacy. One
of the newest stops is the Dr. James Alexander Franklin House,
which has been refurbished and opened as a gallery, showcasing
his achievements and contributions, including how he safeguarded
high-profile Black guests during the Jim Crow era.

NOON Treat your tastebuds at local favorite Callaghan’s Irish Social
Club, where some of the best burgers in town (as evidenced by
their many awards) are made of Alabama’s own Conecuh sausage.
While barbecue is most often associated with the northern part of
Alabama, buzz is brewing about Dauphin Street’s Bar B Quing With
My Honey, specifically the pulled pork and juicy slabs of ribs.

AFTERNOON By now you've
noticed that Mobile offers

a waterfront view, whether
you're looking at Mobile

Bay or the Mobile River, so
why not take a boat ride?
Blakeley State Park provides
several cruises aboard its
Delta Explorer pontoon
boat, including one itinerary
that shows off the busy port
from the water. If it’s nature
coupled with exercise you
seek, then WildNative Tours
will transport you to the
Mobile-Tensaw Delta in a
kayak on its Delta Wildlife
Kayak Tour. Paddle what’s
been called America’s
Amazon to see an amazing
diversity of wildlife, including
alligators, birds, nutria and
other creatures.

EVENING Seafood abounds
throughout the Gulf Coast,
but especially in Mobile.

PEANUTS AROUND TOWN, Dothan:
What started as a fun way to recognize local
businesses has turned into a kind of public

art scavenger hunt for peanuts. More than 80
4-foot-tall, stylized peanut sculptures dot the
region. See them as a security officer, a librarian,
a chef, a fire hydrant and more. Several are
within the downtown area, but use the map at
visitdothan.com to locate them all. You also can
vote for your favorite!

BAMBOO FOREST, Prattville: Inside the city
limits at Wilderness Park, it's not just hardy oaks
or bushy azaleas getting attention. It's bamboo!
A short walk loops around the pond at the park’s
center and through an unusual forest of bamboo,
which once served as training grounds for
soldiers headed to Vietnam in the 1960s. All sorts
of bamboo grow here, and some of the trees are
6 inches in diameter and top 60 feet, giving you
plenty of reasons to look up.

With more sites on the U.S. Civil Rights Trail than any other city in the
country, Montgomery offers an immersion into the history of American
civil rights. This itinerary guides you through what’s been voted one of
the nation’s most historic cities. BY RICK HARMON

Friday

EARLY AFTERNOON Begin by taking a walk through the centuries, all
within a few downtown blocks. It's not possible to see everything in
one afternoon, so you'll have to make some tough choices. Among the
highlights: the Alabama Capitol, where the Confederacy was created,
where Jefferson Davis was sworn in as its president and where the

Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. delivered his famous “How Long, Not Long”
speech; and the Dexter Avenue Parsonage, where King and his family
lived while he was minister of Dexter Avenue King Memorial Baptist
Church; the First White House of the Confederacy, where Davis and
his family lived; the Rosa Parks Museum, the Freedom Rides Museum
and the Civil Rights Memorial Center. The latter features the gorgeous
Civil Rights Memorial, created by Maya Lin, who designed Washington’s
Vietnam Memorial. Before leaving this part of downtown, snap a

selfie with the statue of Rosa Parks near the Court Street Fountain at
Commerce Street and Dexter Avenue. It's about 30 feet from where
Parks boarded the bus that led to the beginning of the Montgomery
Bus Boycott, when on Dec. 1, 1955, she refused to give up her seat to a
white man.
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EVENING Hungry yet? Sit down
at El Rey Burrito Lounge, and
order an Ancho BBQ and Jicama
Salad, listed as one of the 100
Dishes to Eat in Alabama, or

one of the eatery’s spicy roasted
sweet potato tacos with goat
cheese. Both pair deliciously

with one of this cutting-edge
Mexican restaurant’s top-shelf
margaritas. After dinner, walk next
door to take in a movie at the
Capri Theatre, which was built as
Montgomery’s first neighborhood
theater in 1941, It screens modern
independent films and classics.
Conclude your first night in
Montgomery with a nightcap at
Leroy, a laid-back lounge located
in a building behind the theater.

Saturday

MORNING Since Food & Wine
Magazine once named the coffee
at Prevail Union the best in the
state, it's a good way to start your
morning. Find it inside the Kress
Building, a renovated 1920s-era
building that has become another
Montgomery site dedicated to
educating visitors about past racial
inequality. Next, see the Equal
Justice Initiative’s painfully moving
National Memorial for Peace
and Justice, with its hundreds

of hanging, 6-foot-long, steel
monuments bearing the names of
Black people who were lynched
throughout the United States
between 1877 and 1950. From
here, you could take a free shuttle
(it runs every 10 minutes) or walk
just under a mile to EJI's Legacy
Museum: From Enslavement

to Mass Incarceration, which
examines the effect slavery still
has on modern society. Buying
advance tickets to both sites is
recommended since many of the
tours sell out each day.

NOON Savor Southern-style meat and vegetables at Pannie-
George’s Kitchen. EJI founder Bryan Stevenson loved the food at
this Auburn restaurant so much, he convinced the owners to open
another near EJI's Legacy Museum. For a lighter lunch, head to
Chris’ Famous Hotdogs, which, for more than 100 years, has been
serving hot dogs covered in its secret chili sauce to customers
ranging from Hank Williams Sr. to President Franklin D. Roosevelt.

AFTERNOON Another afternoon brings another choice. If you
are seeking adventure and physical activity, that choice is easy—
Montgomery Whitewater. The new $90 million, 120-acre park
offers two whitewater courses for paddlers: a 1,600-foot, Olympic-
standard Competition Channel with extremely challenging Class
IV rapids and a 2,200-foot Adventure Channel with gentler Class
Il rapids. The park offers far more than rafting and kayaking,
however. A restaurant, music, outdoor bar, vendors, walking paths
and yoga already exist, and there are plans to add mountain
biking, rock climbing, ropes courses, stores and an onsite hotel.
Seeking less athletic fun? Check out Montgomery’s cornucopia

of museums: the Montgomery Museum of Fine Arts; The Scott

& Zelda Fitzgerald Museum; the Hank Williams Museum and

the Museum of Alabama, a free museum inside the Alabama
Department of Archives & History that is full of interactive exhibits
tracing the state’s history.

EVENING For an unrushed,
upscale dinner, eat elegantly at
Ravello Ristorante, which Chef
Eric Rivera and his Amalfi Coast
of Italy-inspired menu has made
a city favorite. If you areina
hurry, try Brenda’s Bar-B-Q

Pit, a casual, pick-up-only
barbecue joint. Started in 1942,
the restaurant was a source of
comfort (and comfort food)

for the city’s famed Civil Rights
Movement. It has no tables but
does have some of the best
barbecue in the state. Time
dinner to ensure you make
curtain call for a play at the
Alabama Shakespeare Festival.
It's the state theater, one of the
top Shakespeare theaters in

the country and has earned a
national reputation for its original
productions, modern plays

and musicals.

Sunday

MORNING Start your day early
on the links at Capitol Hill in
Prattville, located about 10 miles
north of Montgomery:. It’s part of
Alabama’s Robert Trent Jones
Golf Trail, ranked by national
magazines Golf and Golf Digest
as some of the best and most-
affordable public golf in the
country. After golf, stay at Capitol
Hill and have a light lunch—maybe
the crab cakes—at Oak Tavern,
the restaurant located inside the
Montgomery Marriott Prattville
Hotel & Conference Center.

AFTERNOON Finish your stay in
Montgomery by eating an early
dinner at Capitol Oyster Bar, a
restaurant that offers a roadhouse
feel, a gorgeous view of the
Alabama River, excellent seafood
and some of the country’s best
blues acts each Sunday afternoon.

Today, the park and
companion museum, located in the hamlet of Moundville,
interpret the life and times of those early people and the 29
massive, flat-topped earthen mounds they used for housing,
civic and ceremonial structures. Veteran-owned Combat
Park in Eastaboga is one of the few places in the United
States where you can drive an army tank or more than 20
other kinds of military vehicles.

EVENING For dinner, sit down at the Dinner Table of the South, aka
Birmingham, and treat yourself to Chef Adam Evans’ amazing dishes
at Automatic Seafood and Oysters. He is a recent James Beard
Award winner for Best Chef in the South and a respected contributor
to Alabama’s culinary scene. Other award-winning upscale options
include Helen, Chez Fonfon, Bottega and Hot and Hot Fish Club. Due
to the popularity of these restaurants, reservations are recommended.
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Saturday

MORNING After breakfast, amble
over to Railroad Park, a 19-acre
green space that’s known as
Birmingham'’s Living Room due to
its reputation as a gathering spot
for pick-up games and recreation,
cultural events, and simply
lounging around. After some
fresh air there, head to the Negro
Southern League Museum, where
you can check out baseball hall-
of-famer Satchel Paige’s pitches,
thanks to hologram projection.
This small but well-done museum
presents the history of African-
American baseball and is a
complementary outing for folks
planning to attend the MLB at
Rickwood Field: A Tribute to
the Negro Leagues game when
the San Francisco Giants and St.
Louis Cardinals meet on June 20.

Slide into a chair at Jim ‘N Nick’s, Saw’s or Full Moon
Barbecue to sample pulled pork, brisket or ribs that gives other
reputable barbecue states a run for their taste buds. Follow the
main meat with something sweet. After all, Full Moon is known for
its Half Moon Cookies, named one of Alabama’s 100 Dishes to Eat.

AFTERNOON If you missed the Major League Baseball game

at Rickwood, attend a Minor League one at Regions Field.

The Birmingham Barons play their home games here. Even if
you're only visiting, you can still root for the home team. Other
Birmingham teams include Legion, the soccer club at Protective
Stadium; the Squadron basketball team at Legacy Arena; and the
Stallion football team, also at Protective Stadium. Or, you could
explore a completely different sport: high-performance racing.
Barber Motorsports Park is the place to see IndyCar Series races,
American Historic Racing Motorcycle Association competitions, and
other car and motorcycle events. It's also where you can get behind
the wheel of a Porsche and fine tune your driving skills as part of
the Porsche Track Experience.

EVENING Whichever restaurant you missed last night, try tonight.
You're on vacation, so, yes, indulge in all the sophisticated dining.
For a nightcap, try The Collins Bar, where the drinks are custom
made to order. If you don’t have a favorite cocktail, the bartender
will guide you.

Loving Mother Nature

WALLS OF JERICHO
Estillfork

A 6-mile hike, threading
through woods and
paralleling creeks, leads
to this natural amphi-
theater of limestone.
Turkey Creek tumbles
from the top of the bluff
in a stunning waterfall.
Horseback riders can
follow a longer loop,
marked just for them,
dismounting and hitch-
ing their horses at Clark
Cemetery, and then
walking the rest of the
way to the bluffs.

LITTLE RIVER CANYON
NATIONAL PRESERVE
Fort Payne

Far and Wide, a national
travel publication, recently
named Little River Canyon
the best national park in
Alabama. Even though
it'’s not technically a
national park, it is man-
aged by the National Park
Service. It is one of the
deepest canyons east

of the Mississippi River,

carved by the Little
River. Hike and mountain
bike the preserve’s trails,
while taking time to cool
off in natural pools or
pausing to marvel at the
waterfalls, including the
popular Little River Falls.

NOCCALULA FALLS
Gadsden

If you want to see a
natural wonder but
aren’t keen on exercise,
this is the outdoor
attraction for you. Walk
about 50 yards from the
parking lot to see this
90-foot-tall waterfall
from the top, or sweat a
little while hiking the 1.7-
mile Black Creek Trail to
see the falls from below.

SINGING RIVER TRAIL
Florence to Decatur to
Huntsville

Ultimately this family-
friendly trail will span
more than 200 miles,
connecting 27 cities and
towns in North Alabama
via greenways and other

paths. Several miles

have been completed in
Scottsboro and Huntsville,
and 15 more were
completed by the end

of last year. REI Coop-
erative Action Fund
granted $100,000 to the
trail, which action fund
managing director Kristen
Ragain called the largest
investment the nonprofit
has made to date.

BIG CANOE CREEK
NATURE PRESERVE
Springville

Opened late last year,
these 422 acres of
Alabama Forever Wild
property feature several
trails, including two for
mountain biking, one for
horseback riding and
three for hiking. They
twist and turn, sometimes
intersecting near the
namesake creek and
through lush forest, making
the preserve an ideal spot
for birders. The 50-mile
creek is open to canoeing
and kayaking.

DID YOU KNOW?

Last year, Oakville Indian Mounds Park &
Museum in Danville launched a new birding
program, which will continue to soar
throughout 2024, featuring walks for young
birders, lectures, workshops and more. In
Fackler, Leonard Dawson has his eyes on

a different kind of animal: rocks. Roughly
24 rocks painted to look like animals fill his
Rock Zoo. Thanks to American Cruise Lines’
recently launched Tennessee Rivers Cruise
itineraries, Decatur and Florence are getting
their due as port cities on voyages between
Nashville and Chattanooga, Tennessee.

3 Kid-Friendly
Stops

Huntsville’s Alabama Constitution Hall
Park allows visitors to step back into
1819 when Alabama became a state.
Demonstrations and stories bring the
period alive during 90-minute tours.

Come to the Shoals, the area embracing Florence, Muscle Shoals,
Sheffield and Tuscumbia, and tune into Alabama’s music capital.

Friday

AFTERNOON Journey through the history of rock music in one
afternoon. First, visit Florence’s W.C. Handy Birthplace, Museum

and Library, where Handy earned the title “Father of the Blues” by
composing some of history’s most famous blues standards and by
being the first to transcribe the sound to sheet music and sharing blues
with the world. During your visit, see his trumpet, his handwritten music
and the piano on which he composed the classic “St. Louis Blues.”

Pause your drive to see the historical marker to Sam Phillips in front of
Big River Broadcasting radio station. Phillips, the “Father of Rock and
Roll,” founded Sun Records, recorded “Rocket 88,” which many music
historians consider the first rock record, and discovered Elvis Presley,
Jerry Lee Lewis, Johnny Cash, Roy Orbison and Carl Perkins.

Afterward, tour two of the area’s historic recording studios. Begin where
much of early rock and roll also began at FAME Recording Studios in
Muscle Shoals. It was here, under the guidance of producer Rick Hall,
that rock and R&B classics, including Wilson Pickett’s “Mustang Sally,”
Aretha Franklin’s “I| Never Loved a Man” and Etta James’ “I'd Rather Go
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48 JHowrs in

Blind” were recorded. A Backstage
Experience was recently added,
which includes the normal tour
but then goes behind the scenes
to FAME'’s publishing office, Hall's
personal office, and past exhibits
showcasing FAME’s multiple
awards and Hall’s personal
collection of instruments.

Then, do what Rod Stewart, Bob
Dylan, Joe Cocker, Cher, Bob
Seger, Traffic, Willie Nelson, Linda
Ronstadt, Lynyrd Skynyrd and
LLeon Russell did—head to the
Muscle Shoals Sound Studio in
Sheffield. A $1 million contribution
from Beats Audio has the studio
looking as it did in its late '60s and
early '70s heyday. Pop into the
bathroom where Keith Richards
reportedly finished writing “Wild
Horses,” which he and The Rolling
Stones recorded, along with
“Brown Sugar,” at the studio. See
the piano where Paul Simon wrote
“Kodachrome,” and view the
studio where The Staple Singers
recorded “I'll Take You There.”

EVENING It’s been a long, rewarding, afternoon. For dinner, stop by
Champy’s World Famous Fried Chicken in Muscle Shoals for some
mouthwatering fried chicken made from a Mississippi Delta recipe.

a cool vibe, a well-stocked bar and a great menu of farm-to-table
favorites. Be sure to fuel up; you've got a full day ahead. Walk down
the street and check out the store of internationally renowned
fashion designer Billy Reid, who has designed clothes worn by
Europe’s chic and stylish, including James Bond on the big screen.

MID-MORNING Step inside some historic houses. Florence’s
Rosenbaum House is the only structure in Alabama designed by
architectural giant Frank Lloyd Wright and one of the only such
houses in the Southeast open to the public. The tour, which explains
the lengths Wright went to ensure the house fits its environment
and the Usonian style of architecture he was after, is fascinating.

Alabama’s Rocket City welcomes science nerds, nature lovers, art
appreciators, craft beer enthusiasts, foodies and just about anybody
else for an out-of-this-world weekend.

Friday
AFTERNOON Get settled in your hotel. As Huntsville earns more
praise as one of the top two cities in America to live and the No. 1 best
place to live for families, people are flocking to the area. That influx,
coupled with growing business travel to the city, has resulted in more
hotels. One of the newer options downtown, AAA Four Diamond 106
Jefferson, sports mid-century charm and an excellent location. Walk
out the hotel’s doors, and within a quarter mile, you can further stretch
your legs at Big Spring International Park. It's often a hub of activity,
hosting one festival or another, and it also connects with two of the
trails in town: the Lowery multiuse trail to the south and the Gateway
Greenway to the north. These paths are part of a larger greenway
initiative backed by the City of Huntsville; 44 miles of greenway trails
will be completed by the end of this year.

In general, “trails” are a thing in Huntsville, both the walking, biking

and running kind and those planned around a concept, such as iconic
architecture. You can embark on the Finding Huntsville Scavenger
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Hunt from Harrison Brothers
Hardware, located near your
hotel. This 1897 general store is
brimming with made-in-America
products—things you didn’t know
you needed but are definitely
buying and taking home. It also
distributes free tour booklets to
guide you to landmark buildings
and historic architecture in the city.

EVENING One popular downtown
dinner spot, 1892 East Restaurant
& Tavern, presents seasonal
American fare influenced by what
is growing locally. Any of James
Beard Award nominee Chef
James Boyce's restaurants: Cotton
Row (fine dining), Commerce
Kitchen (elevated comfort food),
Pane e Vino (pizzeria) and Grille
on Main (steak and chop house)
make for a delicious evening out.
If you want to pair dinner with

a show, make a reservation at
Rhythm on Monroe. It is located
inside the Von Braun Center, so
it’s literally steps to catch a show.

AFTERNOON Step outside for
some fresh air and, if you have
kids in tow, visit the new Get-A-
Way Skatepark to watch skaters
drop into a clover bowl or a
three-quarter pipe. The adjacent
Kids Space Playground, also new,
honors Huntsville in the 1800s,
mid-1990s and the future in its
play structures, some of which are
inclusive for kids with disabilities.

Relax while strolling sugar-white sand beaches, paddling gorgeous lakes and rivers,
taking shady hikes through towering forests, or checking off birds flitting across
agricultural fields. Walk easy paths—or more strenuous ones—to marvel at
majestic waterfalls. Alabama is fortunate to have so many, thousands in fact.
Some are trickles; others are roaring, like Little River Falls, pictured here. Enjoy
adrenaline-fueled fun by experiencing some of the country’s best rock climbing,
visiting some of the nation’s most spectacular caves or challenging yourself by
backpacking the Southern Appalachian Mountains on the 339-mile Pinhoti Trail,
which connects with the Appalachian Trail. Cast your line in a state known for some
of the world’s best bass fishing; hunt for white-tailed deer, wild turkey, bobwhite
quail, wild boar and other game; or simply admire the plethora of plant and animal
species that has earned the Mobile-Tensaw Delta the title of America’s Amazon.
In truth, Alabama offers a little bit of everything outdoors. To browse the options
and start planning your next adventure, visit outdooralabama.com.
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An elevated tent on a backcountry trail near the beach. Air
conditioning and a king-sized bed in a safari-style tent in a stand

of hardwoods just steps from a treasured lake. A fully furnished
tiny cabin near the Alabama River. Thanks to the state’s voters, who
overwhelmingly approved an amendment to provide as much as
$80 million in funding to improve Alabama State Parks, this variety
of camping is available throughout the state parks system.

GLAMPING, which comes
from combining “glamorous”
and “camping,” is trending, and
six Alabama state parks have
responded with lodging that
allows visitors to experience
the beauty of the outdoors
with the luxuries of the indoors.
At Wind Creek State Park on
Lake Martin near Alexander
City, Chewacla State Park near
Auburn, Cheaha State Park
near Anniston, Lake Guntersville
State Park on Lake Guntersville,
DeSoto State Park outside
Fort Payne and Monte Sano
State Park in Huntsville, the
new glamping options pair
the majesty of nature with
such accoutrements as beds
(in different sizes) with fresh

linens, electricity, and air
conditioning and heating.

Meanwhile, Birmingham’s Oak
Mountain State Park camp-
ground is undergoing a
complete renovation. It will
open in summer 2024 with all-
new restrooms, 50 amp service
for RVs, improved primitive
sites, and an onsite dog park
and playground. The park also
boasts equestrian camping.
These sites enable horseback
riders to hook up their living
quarters trailers in direct line
of sight to the barn where stall
boarding is available. Twenty-
five miles of more than 100
miles of trail within the park
are open to equestrians.

Gulf State Park appeals to
sunseekers looking for a plot
on the sand. While not directly
on the beach, three outpost
campsites, each outfitted with
raised, military-style tents and
cots, dot the Hugh S. Branyon
Backcountry Trail. Thru-hikers
and bicyclists using the trail
may rent the outposts by the
night (two-night minimums
are required for weekends
and other occasions) to

enjoy sleeping among the

tall pines and scrub oaks.

Six tiny houses at Roland
Cooper State Park offer res-
pite near the Alabama River
and Dannelly Reservoir while
ensuring certain amenities,

such as a kitchen, are available.
Each tiny cabin comes with a
gas range, microwave oven,
coffee maker and fridge

with an ice maker. Ice while
camping? That's a luxury!

Not only are the overnight
options within the state parks
unigue, so are the ecosystems,
the topography and the
range of activities. Visitors
find powder-soft sands on
the Gulf Coast, mountain
views in the North and lots

of lakes to enjoy in between.
Hike, bike, fish, rock climb,
birdwatch, kayak, geocache,
ride horses and so much
more at Alabama’s state
parks. There’s even an archery
park and off-road vehicle
course that opened recently
at Lakepoint State Park in
Barbour County. With 21 state
parks in the network, each
offering something a little
different, there’s always a
reason to camp in Alabama.
