Opening Prayer

Bible Story
Moses had led God’s people for a very long time.
One day, God showed Moses the beautiful Promised Land from far away.
Then Moses died, and the people were very sad because they loved him.
But God already had a new leader ready. His name was Joshua.
Joshua may have felt nervous and afraid.
But God spoke to Joshua and said:
“Be strong and brave.”

1. Craft Idea ⭐ Brave Joshua Shield - Supplies: Paper plate or cardstock shield, crayons/markers, stickers, foil pieces (optional) Write: Be strong and brave. Optional: Add a cross or heart sticker.

Turn lights off slightly if possible.
Say:“Sometimes things feel scary in the dark.”
