District Manager Matt McMahon reported on the following:
District Secretary Kayla Hartman is back from Maternity Leave. Fall Certification for Cover Crop is underway. The aerial seeding deadline was 10/10, and the overall planting deadline is 11/5, with the reporting deadline being 11/12. The District received a request from NACD for Membership dues. Board Supervisor Janet O’Meara made a motion to sponsor at the same level ($775) as last year. Board Supervisor Kim Crone seconded, and the motion passed. The District also received a request for donations from the Maryland FFA Foundation. Board Supervisor Janet O’Meara made a motion to donate $250 again this year. Board Supervisor James Leppo seconded, and the motion passed.
