Project Class! - January - Dragonscale Crochet Gloves 
Winter isn’t over yet, and since we did knitted dragonscale gloves in 
November, we’ll do the crochet version in January.  This is an inter-
mediate crochet project, and a basic knowledge of crochet stitches 
is needed but once you learn the pattern, your hands will be warm in 
no time! 
 
Supplies: 
One skein medium weight (#4) yarn.  “Soft” yarns like Caron Soft or 
Red Heart Soft are recommended for this project. 
Crochet hook size G/7 
Removable stitch marker
