Navy Bean Chowder
{Yield: 12 servings}

Ingredients:
11b. dried or 2 15.5 oz. cans Navy beans
1 cup diced onion
1Y2 cup diced celery
1 (16 0z.) can diced tomatoes
2 (16 oz.) can whole kernel corn
1/4 Ib. low-fat Monterey Jack or Cheddar cheese
1/4 cup flour
1/4 cup olive oil
/4 tsp pepper
3 cups skim milk
1 tsp salt (optional)

Instructions:
1. Create a spice blend to use in the chowder.
2. Clean, rinse, soak, and cook dried beans in a
stock pot of 6-8 cups of hot water for 1 hour.
Don’t drain.
3. Meanwhile, sauté onions and celery in olive
oil until transparent. Whisk in flour, salt, and
pepper.
Stir in milk and simmer mixture.
Add mixture to stock pot of beans. Add corn,
tomatoes and simmer all ingredients
together for 30 minutes. Serve with cheese
garnish
