District 30 continues to strive to Advance Equity Now while Accelerating Learning and Instruction,
Developing People and Partnering with Communities. | would like to highlight some of the progress we
have been making in each of these areas.

Advance Equity Now

Our schools have been working on identifying root causes of student learning gaps from
assessments given in September/October and providing targeted interventions to address these
areas of need. Schools are using a Multi-Tiered System of Support to address these needs. In
January/February schools administered a benchmark assessment that was used to identify
students growth, with noted areas of strengths and continued areas of challenge. In addition,
throughout the school year, | visit schools to observe the quality of teaching and learning. During
these visits, | speak with students, staff, school leaders and parent leaders to obtain their
perspectives and insight into the quality of the school environment and academic programs.

Accelerate Learning and Instruction

This year schools are using the Instructional Leadership Framework that includes knowing
students well, strengthening the core instruction in classrooms, and using a shared and inclusive
curriculum as we work to strengthen students’ mathematical and literacy skills for 21°* century
success, emphasizing the development of students’ conceptual understandings. Throughout the
year, | visit schools to observe the quality of teaching and learning.

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Developing People
Our schools have been supporting the development of teachers, paraprofessionals, and school staff

with series of professional development sessions. These professional learning sessions directly link
to the work mentioned above to advance teachers practices in developing students’ critical thinking
and conceptual understandings in mathematics and literacy across content areas. Teachers have
received and will continue to receive development in culturally responsive practices, intervention
programs, development of conceptual thinking and using assessments to diagnose root causes of
student learning gaps, including implicit biases. Schools have also provided workshops to families
for each of these areas so parents can support their child(ren) in these areas.

Partnering with Communities
Throughout the year, schools across the district have been working with community organizations

to ensure that after-school programs, cultural enrichment opportunities, and partnerships with
museums, organizations specializing in music, dance and visual arts support school goals and
enhance the lives of students. In addition, schools partner with local colleges and universities to
provide students with college awareness and tours of school campuses/programs. These
partnerships also assist schools by offering professional development workshops and providing
opportunities that allow teachers to earn additional teaching certifications in other areas such as
Gifted and Talented, Special Education and Teaching English to Students with Other Languages.

In the words of Penelope Trunk, “Spring is a time to find where you are, who you are, and move toward
where you are going.” The above describes where we are. Who we are is District 30, a district committed
to ensuring that all children are provided with the necessary skills, knowledge and tools to prepare students
to become successful global citizens. We are focused on moving forward to attain our goals that will
increase student proficiency levels and close student learning gaps. When decisions need to be made, it is
important to “Always remember to ask...How is this good for ALL children?”

I am proud of the work that is happening throughout District 30 and realize that we must continue to remain
focused and Spring forward in helping our students to fully bloom.
