They are blind leaders of the 
blind. And if the blind leads the blind, both will fall into a ditch.”  
15 Then Peter answered and said to Him, “Explain this parable to us.”  
16 So Jesus said, “Are you also still without understanding? 17 Do you not yet 
understand that whatever enters the mouth goes into the stomach and is 
eliminated? 18 But those things which proceed out of the mouth come from the 
heart, and they defile a man. 19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, 
murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies. 20 These 
are the things which defile a man, but to eat with unwashed hands does not 
defile a man.”

After a long time the lord of those servants came and settled accounts with 
them.  
20 “So he who had received five talents came and brought five other talents, 
saying, ‘Lord, you delivered to me five talents; look, I have gained five more 
talents besides them.’

24 “Then he who had received the one talent came and said, ‘Lord, I knew you 
to be a hard man, reaping where you have not sown, and gathering where you 
have not scattered seed. 25 And I was afraid, and went and hid your talent in 
the ground. Look, there you have what is yours.’  
26 “But his lord answered and said to him, ‘You wicked and lazy servant, you 
knew that I reap where I have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered 
seed. 27 So you ought to have deposited my money with the bankers, and at my 
coming I would have received back my own with interest. 28 So take the talent 
from him, and give it to him who has ten talents.  
29 ‘For to everyone who has, more will be given, and he will have abundance; 
but from him who does not have, even what he has will be taken away. 30 And 
cast the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness. There will be weeping and 
gnashing of teeth.’

27 “But I say to you who hear: Love your enemies, do good to those who hate 
you, 28 bless those who curse you, and pray for those who spitefully use you.

Offerings for Building the Temple

alone God has chosen, is young and inexperienced; and the work is great, 
because the temple[a]is not for man but for the LORD God. 2 Now for the house 
of my God I have prepared with all my might: gold for things to be made of 
gold, silver for things of silver, bronze for things of bronze, iron for things of 
iron, wood for things of wood, onyx stones, stones to be set, glistening stones 
of various colors, all kinds of precious stones, and marble slabs in abundance. 3 
Moreover, because I have set my affection on the house of my God, I have 
given to the house of my God, over and above all that I have prepared for the 
holy house, my own special treasure of gold and silver: 4 three thousand talents 
of gold, of the gold of Ophir, and seven thousand talents of refined silver, to 
overlay the walls of the houses; 5 the gold for things of gold and the silver for 
things of silver, and for all kinds of work to be done by the hands of craftsmen. 
Who then is willing to consecrate himself this day to the LORD?” 
6 Then the leaders of the fathers’ houses, leaders of the tribes of Israel, the 
captains of thousands and of hundreds, with the officers over the king’s work, 
offered willingly. 7 They gave for the work of the house of God five thousand 
talents and ten thousand darics of gold, ten thousand talents of silver, eighteen 
thousand talents of bronze, and one hundred thousand talents of iron. 8 And 
whoever had precious stones gave them to the treasury of the house of the 
LORD, into the hand of Jehiel[b] the Gershonite. 9 Then the people rejoiced, for 
they had offered willingly, because with a loyal heart they had offered willingly 
to the LORD; and King David also rejoiced greatly.  

David’s Praise to God 

    
10 Therefore David blessed the LORD before all the assembly; and David said:  
 
      “ Blessed are You, LORD God of Israel, our Father, forever and ever.  
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 11 Yours, O LORD, is the greatness, 
      The power and the glory,  
      The victory and the majesty;  
      For all that is in heaven and in earth is Yours; 
      Yours is the kingdom, O LORD,  
      And You are exalted as head over all.  

 12 Both riches and honor come from You, 
      And You reign over all.  
      In Your hand is power and might;

and the whole multitude stood on the shore. 
3 Then He spoke many things to them in parables, saying: “Behold, a sower 
went out to sow. 4 And as he sowed, some seed fell by the wayside; and the 
birds came and devoured them. 5 Some fell on stony places, where they did not 
have much earth; and they immediately sprang up because they had no depth of 
earth. 6 But when the sun was up they were scorched, and because they had no 
root they withered away. 7 And some fell among thorns, and the thorns sprang 
up and choked them. 8 But others fell on good ground and yielded a crop: some 



a hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty. 9 He who has ears to hear, let him 
hear!”  

The Purpose of Parables 

    
10 And the disciples came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in 
parables?”  
11 He answered and said to them, “Because it has been given to you to know 
the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. 12 
For whoever has, to him more will be given, and he will have abundance; but 
whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken away from him. 13 
Therefore I speak to them in parables, because seeing they do not see, and 
hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand. 14 And in them the prophecy 
of Isaiah is fulfilled, which says:  
 
 
      ‘ Hearing you will hear and shall not understand, 
      And seeing you will see and not perceive; 
       15 For the hearts of this people have grown dull. 
      Their ears are hard of hearing, 
      And their eyes they have closed, 
      Lest they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, 
      Lest they should understand with their hearts and turn, 
      So that I should[a]heal them.’[b] 

 16 But blessed are your eyes for they see, and your ears for they hear; 17 for 
assuredly, I say to you that many prophets and righteous men desired to see 
what you see, and did not see it, and to hear what you hear, and did not hear it.  

The Parable of the Sower Explained 

    
18 “Therefore hear the parable of the sower: 19 When anyone hears the word of 
the kingdom, and does not understand it, then the wicked one comes and 
snatches away what was sown in his heart. This is he who received seed by the 
wayside. 20 But he who received the seed on stony places, this is he who hears 
the word and immediately receives it with joy; 21 yet he has no root in himself, 
but endures only for a while. For when tribulation or persecution arises because 
of the word, immediately he stumbles. 22 Now he who received seed among 
the thorns is he who hears the word, and the cares of this world and the 
deceitfulness of riches choke the word, and he becomes unfruitful. 23 But he 
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who received seed on the good ground is he who hears the word and 
understands it, who indeed bears fruit and produces: some a hundredfold, some 
sixty, some thirty.”

John 6 

Feeding the Five Thousand 

 1 After these things Jesus went over the Sea of Galilee, which is the Sea of 
Tiberias. 2 Then a great multitude followed Him, because they saw His signs 
which He performed on those who were diseased. 3 And Jesus went up on the 
mountain, and there He sat with His disciples. 
4 Now the Passover, a feast of the Jews, was near. 5 Then Jesus lifted up His 
eyes, and seeing a great multitude coming toward Him, He said to Philip, 
“Where shall we buy bread, that these may eat?” 6 But this He said to test him, 
for He Himself knew what He would do.  
7 Philip answered Him, “Two hundred denarii worth of bread is not sufficient 
for them, that every one of them may have a little.”  
8 One of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said to Him, 9 “There is 
a lad here who has five barley loaves and two small fish, but what are they 
among so many?”  
10 Then Jesus said, “Make the people sit down.” Now there was much grass in 
the place. So the men sat down, in number about five thousand. 11 And Jesus 
took the loaves, and when He had given thanks He distributed them to the 
disciples, and the disciples[a] to those sitting down; and likewise of the fish, as 
much as they wanted. 12 So when they were filled, He said to His disciples, 
“Gather up the fragments that remain, so that nothing is lost.” 13 Therefore 
they gathered them up, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of the five 
barley loaves which were left over by those who had eaten.

Joshua 5:9-12 

Joshua 5 

The Second Generation Circumcised 

 1 So it was, when all the kings of the Amorites who were on the west side of 
the Jordan, and all the kings of the Canaanites who were by the sea, heard that 
the LORD had dried up the waters of the Jordan from before the children of 
Israel until we[a] had crossed over, that their heart melted; and there was no 
spirit in them any longer because of the children of Israel. 
2 At that time the LORD said to Joshua, “Make flint knives for yourself, and 
circumcise the sons of Israel again the second time.” 3 So Joshua made flint 
knives for himself, and circumcised the sons of Israel at the hill of the 
foreskins.[b] 4 And this is the reason why Joshua circumcised them: All the 
people who came out of Egypt who were males, all the men of war, had died in 
the wilderness on the way, after they had come out of Egypt. 5 For all the 
people who came out had been circumcised, but all the people born in the 
wilderness, on the way as they came out of Egypt, had not been circumcised. 6 
For the children of Israel walked forty years in the wilderness, till all the people 
who were men of war, who came out of Egypt, were consumed, because they 
did not obey the voice of the LORD—to whom the LORD swore that He would 
not show them the land which the LORD had sworn to their fathers that He 
would give us, “a land flowing with milk and honey.”[c] 7 Then Joshua 
circumcised their sons whom He raised up in their place; for they were 
uncircumcised, because they had not been circumcised on the way.  
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8 So it was, when they had finished circumcising all the people, that they 
stayed in their places in the camp till they were healed. 9 Then the LORD said 
to Joshua, “This day I have rolled away the reproach of Egypt from you.” 
Therefore the name of the place is called Gilgal[d] to this day.  
10 Now the children of Israel camped in Gilgal, and kept the Passover on the 
fourteenth day of the month at twilight on the plains of Jericho. 11 And they ate 
of the produce of the land on the day after the Passover, unleavened bread and 
parched grain, on the very same day. 12 Then the manna ceased on the day 
after they had eaten the produce of the land; and the children of Israel no longer 
had manna, but they ate the food of the land of Canaan that year.

13 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted his eyes and 
looked, and behold, a Man stood opposite him with His sword drawn in His 
hand. And Joshua went to Him and said to Him, “Are You for us or for our 
adversaries?”  
14 So He said, “No, but as Commander of the army of the LORD I have now 
come.”  
And Joshua fell on his face to the earth and worshiped, and said to Him, “What 
does my Lord say to His servant?”  
15 Then the Commander of the LORD’s army said to Joshua, “Take your 
sandal off your foot, for the place where you stand is holy.” And Joshua did so. 
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
