Although URC is in its early stages of development,
we are grateful for established partnerships that
have expanded our impact. Through collaboration
with Principal Dr.Courtney Johnson, URC serves
families at Quitman Street School. Additionally, our
partnership with Vision & Pathways enables URC to
support homeless youth through literary arts and
creative expression. We also anticipate growing
our connection with Parent Inc of New Jersey.

OUR IMPACT

In reflection of 2025 achievements, we celebrate
the opportunity to start our new virtual parent
support group and begin our first international
outreach partnership in Koforidua, Ghana Africa.
Un-Stuckness Restoration Center mission includes
empowering local and global communities and in
2025 we used the means of technology to expand
our reach and make greater impact.

Through our virtual zoom platform distance is not a
barrier. Parents and families throughout the United
States have been able to register for our virtual
parent support group and learn strategies to
empower themselves and families. We currently
have 30 parents connected to this group.

URC partnered with Apostle Francis K. Sewovor
who is the Founder of Living Champions Royal
Church in Ghana, Africa, to provide international
community outreach services (educational and
family empowerment virtual workshops). Together
we are strategizing to work on endeavors to
enhance the Koforidua community. To this end our
first accomplishment together was on December
23, 2025; many families and the community was
empowered and collectively we fed over 200
families with dinner and food packages.

Additionally, in 2025 under the DHS Un-Stuckness
Restoration Center became a Harm Reduction
Organization which enables us to distribute the
life-saving naloxone medication to those in need
while doing community outreach.
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DEDICATED TEAM

Un-Stuckness Restorations Center dedicated team consist of Jamillah Cupe, Mirandah Phillips,
Anaiah Cupe, and Yetunde Aromi, our advisory board members

URC operates through a dedicated team of skilled, non-paid professionals and volunteers who are
deeply committed to creating meaningful, positive change. Through this collective effort, we continue to
deliver impactful services that add real value to the individuals and families we serve.

As a growing organization, securing sustainable funding has been a challenge. In 2024, URC was
grateful to receive grant support from Prudential Financial ($5,000) and the New Jersey Performing Arts
Center ($500). In 2025, we used our personal funds to support projects and received $4,500 through
individual donor contributions.

Despite limited funding, our board members, advisory team, and volunteers have consistently invested
their own financial resources, time, and professional expertise to ensure programs continue and projects
thrive. This level of commitment reflects both the urgency of the needs we address and the integrity of
our leadership.
