2025 Pan Am ATP-CTP Pilot Training Scholarship Application

ONE SCHOLARSHIP for ATP-CTP, valued at approximately $5000, for an ATP-CTP (Airline Transport Pilot Certification Training Program) 
will be AWARDED
Applicants may be any female with 1100 or more hours of flight time.  Applications are due by 23:59hrs EST. on November 10, 2025.  Recipients will have one year to complete their training after award. 
If you are not a member of the 99s, apply and join now!


The Pan-AM ATP-CTP Pilot Training Course is a stand-alone pre-requisite requirement for the ATP written exam.  It meets all of the FAA 14 CFR 61.156 requirements.  It is NOT a type rating.  The ATP-CTP Course includes the below:
· 30 hours of classroom instruction
· 4 hours of training in fixed based simulator
· 6 hours of training in full motion flight simulator
*This scholarship covers the full cost of tuition for the training. Please note that lodging, transportation, meals, and any associated FAA fees are not included and will remain the responsibility of the recipient.
**At Pan Am Flight Academy classes are offered on a weekly basis at the Miami locations.

The recipient must note this is a pilot training only scholarship. There will be no cash award in lieu of the training.

Attach a one-page essay (single spaced with 12 pt font and 1” margins) that includes the following:
· What sparked your interest in flying
· Proposed use of scholarship money 
· How you will fund the balance of your training
· Ultimate aviation goal
· Type of flying you have done or plan to do
· Other aviation experience or training
· Education & background
· Your contributions to the 99s or the aviation community
· What special qualities, aviation or other, make you an exceptional candidate for this scholarship
· Any other information that might be helpful to the Scholarship Committee in making its decision


Must Attach copies of the following:
·  All Pilot Certificates (front & back)
· Current Medical certificate
· Last 14 logbook entries (electronic) or last 2 pages (all columns totaled & all pages signed)
· Ground school or written test results for requested certificate or rating
· Any endorsements (Flight Review, Wings, etc.)
· Personal Resume

Attach 2 Letters of Recommendation (one professional, the other may be from a professional or personal contact).  Suggestions include the following:
· Flight Instructor who has recently flown with you
· Ninety-Nine Member 
· Employer 
· FAA Representative
· Local Pilot Organization Member
· AOPA Member
· EAA Member
· Member of an organization you volunteer with


SELECTION CRITERIA: The recipient of the 2025 Florida Goldcoast Chapter of 99s Pan Am ATP-CTP Pilot Training Scholarship will be selected by a committee consisting of judges active in aviation. The decision of the Scholarship Committee is final.  If no qualified applicant applies, the Scholarship Committee reserves the right to withhold the Scholarship.

Applications are judged with priority given in no particular order: 
· Neatness
· Attention to detail, and completeness of the application package
· Compelling story and stated aviation goals
· Likelihood of success at reaching stated goals
· Ability to be an ambassador representing women in aviation
· Participation in and promoting the 99s, aviation events, and  aviation activities, after achieving their aviation goals
· Demonstration of financial need 
· Recommendations addressing professional and personal attributes


DISBURSEMENTS: Attainment of your stated goal must be completed by December 1, 2026 and a report submitted to the Scholarship Trustee Katie Koch by email to katherine.koch@gmail.com. 

SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS will be required to:
· Attend the Florida Goldcoast 99s Holiday Scholarship Luncheon in December (To receive a Scholarship Certificate to be able to attend the ATP-CTP Training at Pan Am, Prior reservation with Pan Am must be arranged by the recipient.)
· Submit a photo of themselves and their airplane to be used in FL Goldcoast 99s social media and The Ninety-nines News Magazine
·  Submit updates about their progress every 60 days to Katie Koch at Katherine.koch@gmail.com  
· Complete use of scholarship by December 1, 2026

· Attend a FL Goldcoast meeting to share their accomplishments and talk about how this scholarship has helped achieve their goals
