Puppy Class from 5:00 — 6:00 pm, Mondays starting 6/29/2026

Puppy Class from 6:15 - 7:15 pm, Mondays starting 6/29/2026

Puppy Class from 7:30 — 8:30 pm, Mondays starting 6/29/2026

Prerequisites: Dogs need to be 10-weeks to 6-months old and must have current shots.

Description: The goal of the puppy class is to help you and your new puppy get to know each other and to
introduce basic obedience concepts to the puppy. The class addresses many factors in having a well
socialized puppy such as handling and confidence building activities, as well as training with other young dogs.
Training is done in a class setting where concepts of attention, walking on a leash, reliable recalls, impulse
control, waits, and stays are introduced. The AKC Star Puppy test is available at the end of this class.

Cost of class is $135 for six weeks! Cost of class is $125 IF you register, and pre-pay by 6/15/2026.
