Mission Appeal for Missionaries of
St. Francis De Sales serving in Africa

The Congregation of the Missionaries of St. Francis De
Sales was founded by Fr. Peter Mermier on Oct 24, 1838, in
Annecy, France, under the patronage of St. Francis de
Sales. The Congregation is commonly known as Fransalian
Missionaries.

Today we have over 1,500 professed members and around
450 candidates in formation. Our missionaries are currently
serving in 28 countries. In the United States, we have over
70 priests serving 24 different dioceses. There are five
Frasalian Missionary Priests serving currently in the
Archdiocese of San Antonio.

We have 136 of our priests serving in 11 countries of Africa.
Our missionaries have made tremendous sacrifices to offer
spiritual assistance, education, medical and social
developmental ministries to the African faithful, most of
whom are poor. The missionary efforts are making a big
difference in these marginalized people’s lives in many
ways, that today we already have 32 priests from Africa and
have about 130 candidates in formation.
