CAMPER HOOKUPS $125.00 for Friday & Saturday nights. (Hookup to electricity of any form, for any amount 

of time will be considered a camper hookup and will be charged.) One night fee $65.00. 

STALLS $80.00 Friday noon-Sunday. Stall reservations must be accompanied by payment in full 

at the time of reservation and by 8/1/25. Only prepaid stalls will be reserved. Stall fees 

are non-refundable.   

One owner stall incentive:  1-2 Stalls $80 each; 3 stalls $70 each; 4 or more stalls $60 each; tack stalls included. 

Must be same owner on registration papers. After 8/1/25 weekend rate $85 per stall, no discounts. 

Friday before noon and Thursday arrival will be charged additional camper and stabling fees. 

Shavings will be available at $8.00/bag (subject to change – market pricing)
