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Guest Working Art Studio Opportunity

We are always looking for new working art studios to add to the tour.
If you own a working art studio in Central WI that you would like the Steering Committee to see if
your studio would be a good fit for the tour, please review the following requirements.

Location: Working Art Studios need to be located in the Amherst/Almond/Waupaca/Nelsonville area.
No studios in Stevens Point Area.

Dates: Guest Studios must commit for two consecutive years to the tour.
Dates: October 6-8, 2023 and Oct 4-6, 2024.

Payment: Guest Studio must pay a $275 booth fee each year. Subject to change slightly each year.

Host duties: Guest Studio is responsible for hosting 1-2 artists at their art studio. Guest Studios should
also try and provide free housing for hosted guest artists.

Promotion: Guest Studio must help with brochure taping and overall promotion of the tour.

Event Responsibility: Guest Studio is responsible for providing bathrooms for tour guests,
refreshments, and volunteers to help with guest counting and parking at their studio. The Art Tour is
held indoors.

Invitation Process: Artists need to be invited as a guest artist before their studio can be reviewed. The
steering committee needs to visit each interested studio before a studio invitation can be made.

How to apply: To apply to be a Guest Working Art Studio please fill out artist application and send
images of your studio space, where you would host guest artists, and property.
