BLAST FROM THE PAST

Let’s look at some of the history surrounding the Bowes Building at 9th and
| ‘A’ St. The name of the building comes from the man, Edward J. Bowes,
who purchased one of the last remaining vacant lots along A Street in 1908.
The lot is only 25 x 120 feet, with 25 feet facing A Street, which made
designing a building a challenge to take advantage of the views of Com-
mencement Bay, Mt. Rainier, and the Cascade Mountains. Bowes hired the
local firm of Heath and Twichell to design a building for his real estate
offices and other uses. Heath was also known for his plan of turning what
was supposed to be a hotel into Stadium High School.

The Bowes building was completed in 1909, and from his office space,
Bowes plotted the creation of what was to be an environmentally planned
community. That community, Regents Park Addition, eventually became
known as Fircrest. The building is clad in grayish white marble and designed
in the neo-classic fashion. Its design was influenced by the 1893 World’s
Columbian Exposition in Chicago.

By 1912 Bowes had left Tacoma and became ‘“Major Bowes” of the original |
“Amateur Hour’ radio show. The building was sold in 1918, and in 1920
purchased by Tacoma Savings and Loan. Tacoma Savings and Loan stayed

| in the building until 1957.
In 1979, the Bowes Building earned a listing on the National Register of
Historic Places. In 1988, the building was extensively restored by the then

on the first two floors. Sometime later it became 7 Cities Restaurant.
Business have come and gone.

In 2001, the building was sold for $1,400,000. It is now home to profession-
al offices and what was the Big Whisky Saloon. The whale mural on the
south side of the building was by Robert Wyland, American artist and con-
servationist. His famed gallery for almost four decades was one of the loss-
es in the deadly Lahaina fire.

It had been a rough week at 13-year-old Shastha's house. The normally sweet, smiling, and cooperative Shastha had
sucddanly started some new unwelcome behaviors at home and school including pushing, stomping, pinching, yalling,
and throwing things. Ha seamed agitatad and oppositional and thare didn't appsaar to be an outweard health regson.
Completing even the simplest tasks had become a challanga. His family wondered if this was tha emergence of a
typical teenage response for their non-werbal child.

Shastha, who has a genetic condition, has been seen by an Elks Therapist for the past year. He was working on
improving his self-feading, chewing and daily self-care skills as he appeared to be ready to be mors independent in
thess areas. Shastha mede progress over the past year, now helping to get drassed and able to feed himsealf using
adaptive utensils. He is still working an drinking from a cup without help.

Mawy, as the therapist enterad the home this waelk, it became clear that there was a bigger priority—halping to get to
the root of these new behaviors. Because Shastha doesn't speak, we couldn’t ask him what was going on, but his
therapist was abls to figure out that nearly all the new behaviors had 8 ssnsory component in common—prassure and
deap body input which is technically called propricception. So, they began a therapy sassion fillad with
proprioceptive and deep pressure activitias. Pushing and pulling with Valoro toys, bouncing, and sguishing with the
large therapy ball, carrying heavy itams, and soma dasp joint pressure. By tha and of the session, Shastha was
clearly smiling and much calmer. He was able to participats in a focused feeding sassion for several minutes without
any of the new behaviors. His behaviors ware simply his body’s way of trying to stay regulated!

Because his therapist was able to be in the home, and use items that tha family has, thay hawve been able to continusa
using these technigues daily to help Shastha stay regulated and calm much more of tha time! Becoming a teenager
can bring emotional, sensory, and behavioral changes that a

non-varbal child may struggla with, and this is an axample of just one more way that Ocoupational Therapy can help
