Eat, Sip, Shop, Chill

A variety of culinary adventures from Farm-to-Table Tours to the
Asheville Brews Cruise make it easy to sample the city’s food leg-
acies and local craft beers. Or wander on your own in the South

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Slope neighborhood where you’ll find a multitude of local flavors
at Bhramari Brewing, Burial Beer, Catawba Brewing, Funkatorium
and other brewpubs.

Choices abound for memorable dining in Asheville’s walkable
downtown, but don’t miss Curate for Spanish tapas, led by super-
star chef Katie Button who has also opened Button & Co. Bagels.
Another hotspot is Benne on Eagle at The Foundry Hotel, which
introduces a new era of Appalachian cuisine with dishes like
onion-braised rabbit and fried catfish on waffles.

1 egg white, lightly beaten

2 skinless chicken breasts

3 tbsp flaked coconut

1 tsp sunflower oil

2 cucumber, thinly sliced on the diagonal
1 small red onion, thinly sliced

2 tsp sugar

2 tbsp white wine vinegar

salt/pepper to taste

Heat oven to 350°. Season the egg white. Dip the chicken in the egg, then
in the coconut. Place on a lightly oiled baking sheet and bake for 20-25 =
mins, turning once until the chicken is cooked through.

Meanwhile, put the cucumber slices into a colander, sprinkle with a little salt and leave for 5 mins to drain. Pat the
cucumber slices dry with kitchen paper. In a bowl, mix the onion with the sugar and vinegar, then add the cucumber
and serve with the chicken.
