The painting hung in the 
State Capitol in Montgomery and in art centers and galleries around Alabama. 
Sue considers herself to be the perennial student and "painting from life" to be 
the greatest teacher.

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IN THE KITCHEN

1 cup (4 oz.) crumbled blue cheese
1/4 cup mayonnaise
1/4 cup sour cream
1 Tbl finely chopped fresh chives
Freshly ground black pepper

In a medium bowl, thoroughly mix together the blue cheese, 
mayonnaise, and sour cream. Stir in the chives and add a few 
grinds of pepper. Taste and adjust the seasoning. Transfer to a 
serving bowl.  Serve immediately. 

Cook’s Note: This dip can be prepared up to 3 days in advance. Cover and refrigerate. 
Remove from fridge 45 minutes before serving. Serve dip at room temperature.

Blue Cheese Dip with Chives

2 14oz. cans diced peeled tomatoes, drained
2 avocados, peeled, finely chopped
1 small Vidalia onion finely chopped
1 large bunch fresh cilantro, finely chopped
1/4 cup ketchup
3 Tbl fresh lemon juice
3 Tbl fresh orange juice
4 dashes Tabasco sauce
1/2 tsp crush red pepper flakes
8 oz. cooked shrimp, peel, deveined and coarsely chopped

Combine the tomatoes, avocados, onion, cilantro, ketchup, 
lemon juice, orange juice, Tabasco sauce and red pepper flakes 
in a large bowl and mix well. Chill, covered, in the refrigerator 
for 1 hour or longer. Stir in the shrimp just before serving. Pour 
in a serving bowl. Serve with tortilla chips.
