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IN THE KITCHEN

2 cups flour
1/2 cup sugar
1 Tbs baking powder
1/2 tsp salt
2/3 cup fresh orange juice

Preheat oven to 350°F.  Prepare a 8" x 4-1/2" x 3" loaf pan.  Sift 
together dry ingredients. Make a well in the center. Add liquids. 
Add Cranberries and nuts.  Bake 45 minutes.  Let cool 10 minutes 
in pan, then turn on wire rack to finish cooling.  Wrap tightly and 
store for 1-2 days. 
Cook’s Note: The bread can be eaten fresh out of oven but is best after sitting 1-2 days.  
Especially good when buttered and toasted.

2 eggs lightly beaten
3 Tbs sweet butter, melted
1/2 cup chopped walnuts
1 1/4 cups cranberries
2 tsp grated orange zest

Cranberry Bread

1 lb. smoked trout
1 1/2 cup mayonnaise
1/2 cup sour cream
1/4 cup finely minced chives
1/4 cup extra virgin olive oil
1/4 cup prepared horseradish, or as needed
Freshly cracked black pepper
kosher salt

Remove the skin from the trout and discard it. Break the flesh 
into small pieces.
In the bowl of a food processor fitted with the metal blade, 
combine trout pieces, mayonnaise, sour cream, chives and olive 
oil. Let processor run just long enough to result in a finely chopped 
mixture that still has a little texture. Taste and add horseradish to 
taste, plus salt and pepper. Chill before serving. Makes: 4 cups

Cook’s Note: Smoked trout may be found packaged in the Publix seafood section.    
The more skin that can be scrapped off the better the dip.
