[Isaiah 25:6-9 NLT] 6 In Jerusalem, the LORD of Heaven's Armies will spread a wonderful feast for all
the people of the world. It will be a delicious banquet with clear, well-aged wine and choice meat. 7

NEW TESTAMENT TEXT

[/ Corinthians 15:51-55 NLT] 51 But let me reveal to you a wonderful secret. We will not all die, but
we will all be transformed! 52 It will happen in a moment, in the blink of an eye, when the last trumpet
is blown. For when the trumpet sounds, those who have died will be raised to live forever. And we who
are living will also be transformed. 53 For our dying bodies must be transformed into bodies that will
never die; our mortal bodies must be transformed into immortal bodies. 54 Then, when our dying bodies
have been transformed into bodies that will never die, this Scripture will be fulfilled: "Death is
swallowed up in victory. 55 O death, where is your victory? O death, where is your sting?"

SERMON TEXT

[ Corinthians 15:35-38 NLT] 35 But someone may ask, "How will the dead be raised? What kind of
bodies will they have?" 36 What a foolish question! When you put a seed into the ground, it doesn't
grow into a plant unless it dies first. 37 And what you put in the ground is not the plant that will grow,
but only a bare seed of wheat or whatever you are planting. 38 Then God gives it the new body he wants
it to have. A different plant grows from each kind of seed.
