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1 John 1 (ESV)

! That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our
eyes, which we looked upon and have touched with our hands, concerning the word of life—
’ the life was made manifest, and we have seen it, and testify to it and proclaim to you the
eternal life, which was with the Father and was made manifest to us— 3 that which we have
seen and heard we proclaim also to you, so that you too may have fellowship with us; and
indeed our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son Jesus Christ. * And we are writing
these things so that our joy may be complete. ®> This is the message we have heard from him
and proclaim to you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all. ® If we say we have
fellowship with him while we walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 7 But if
we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood
of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin. 8 If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and
the truth is not in us. ° If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. *° If we say we have not sinned, we make him a liar,
and his word is not in us.



1 John 2:1-6 (ESV)

! My little children, | am writing these things to you so that you may
not sin. But if anyone does sin, we have an advocate with the Father,
Jesus Christ the righteous. 2 He is the propitiation for our sins, and
not for ours only but also for the sins of the whole world. 2 And by
this we know that we have come to know him, if we keep his
commandments. * Whoever says “l know him” but does not keep his
commandments is a liar, and the truth is not in him, > but whoever
keeps his word, in him truly the love of God is perfected. By this we
may know that we are in him: ® whoever says he abides in him ought
to walk in the same way in which he walked.



1 John 2:15-17 (ESV)

> Do not love the world or the things in the world. If
anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in
him. ** For all that is in the world—the desires of the
flesh and the desires of the eyes and pride of life—is not
from the Father but is from the world. *” And the world
is passing away along with its desires, but whoever does
the will of God abides forever.



1 John 2:24-28 (ESV)

24 Let what you heard from the beginning abide in you. If what you
heard from the beginning abides in you, then you too will abide in
the Son and in the Father. > And this is the promise that he made
to us—eternal life. 2 | write these things to you about those who
are trying to deceive you. %’ But the anointing that you received
from him abides in you, and you have no need that anyone should
teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about everything, and
is true, and is no lie—just as it has taught you, abide in him. 2 And
now, little children, abide in him, so that when he appears we may
have confidence and not shrink from him in shame at his coming.

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1 Peter 1:3-12 (ESV)

3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! According to his great mercy, he has caused us to be born
again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, * to an inheritance that is imperishable,
undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, ®> who by God’s power are being guarded through faith for a salvation
ready to be revealed in the last time. ¢ In this you rejoice, though now for a little while, if necessary, you have been
grieved by various trials, 7 so that the tested genuineness of your faith—more precious than gold that perishes though it
is tested by fire—may be found to result in praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 8 Though you
have not seen him, you love him. Though you do not now see him, you believe in him and rejoice with joy that is
inexpressible and filled with glory, ° obtaining the outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls. *° Concerning this
salvation, the prophets who prophesied about the grace that was to be yours searched and inquired carefully, **
inquiring what person or time the Spirit of Christ in them was indicating when he predicted the sufferings of Christ and
the subsequent glories. 2 It was revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things that
have now been announced to you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit sent from

heaven, things into which angels long to look.



Titus 3:1-11 (ESV)

1 Remind them to be submissive to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for every
good work, % to speak evil of no one, to avoid quarreling, to be gentle, and to show perfect
courtesy toward all people. ® For we ourselves were once foolish, disobedient, led astray, slaves to
various passions and pleasures, passing our days in malice and envy, hated by others and hating
one another. # But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, > he saved
us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the
washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit, ® whom he poured out on us richly
through Jesus Christ our Savior, ’ so that being justified by his grace we might become heirs
according to the hope of eternal life. 8 The saying is trustworthy, and | want you to insist on these
things, so that those who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to good
works. These things are excellent and profitable for people. ° But avoid foolish controversies,
genealogies, dissensions, and quarrels about the law, for they are unprofitable and worthless. °
As for a person who stirs up division, after warning him once and then twice, have nothing more
to do with him, ! knowing that such a person is warped and sinful; he is self-condemned.



1 Peter 5:1-4 (ESV)

1 So I exhort the elders among you, as a fellow elder and a
witness of the sufferings of Christ, as well as a partaker in the
glory that is going to be revealed: 2 shepherd the flock of God
that is among you, exercising oversight, not under compulsion,
but willingly, as God would have you; not for shameful gain, but
eagerly; 3> not domineering over those in your charge, but being
examples to the flock. * And when the chief Shepherd appears,
you will receive the unfading crown of glory.



2 Timothy 2:8-13 (ESV)

8 Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, the offspring of David,
as preached in my gospel, ° for which | am suffering, bound with
chains as a criminal. But the word of God is not bound! *° Therefore |
endure everything for the sake of the elect, that they also may obtain
the salvation that is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. ! The saying is
trustworthy, for: If we have died with him, we will also live with him;
12if we endure, we will also reign with him; if we deny him, he also
will deny us; 13 if we are faithless, he remains faithful— for he cannot
deny himself.



Colossians 1:9-12 (ESV)

 And so, from the day we heard, we have not ceased to pray for
you, asking that you may be filled with the knowledge of his will
in all spiritual wisdom and understanding, 1° so as to walk in a
manner worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing to him: bearing fruit
in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; !
being strengthened with all power, according to his glorious
might, for all endurance and patience with joy; 1 giving thanks
to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance
of the saints in light.
