
 

Dear St. Mark’s, 

What follows are resources for you and those with whom you live to use for praying together on 
these central days of the Christian year of Holy Week and Easter. Because of the pandemic, we 
cannot do these important services together as a church family. Easter is a joyful festival, and we 
will keep it now in a time of difficulty and world-wide concern. We believe that the gospel of 
Christ gives us strength amid distress and comfort in the face of our sufferings. We also believe 
that Christ is with us in his word, by his Spirit drawing us together as one before God. Therefore, 
in whatever manner we keep these days as sacred, our God unites us despite our distance. 

As a sign of our unity please consider using these resources and the posted videos for prayer at 
the very times at which we would have gathered together in our church building. The resources 
guide you through Palm Sunday at 11am or 5pm, on Holy Week weeknights at 7pm, the Easter 
Vigil at 7pm, and Easter Day at 11am and 5pm. 

We are inviting you to set up a sacred space in your home to join us in these worship 
experiences. You’ll find simple instructions in this packet. If you have children, this is a special 
way to involve them by asking their help selecting the space in your home that will be set aside 
as sacred. We hope you will gather together in that space as we go through this Holy Week 
journey together.  

You will find all the instructions for the sacred space, and for every liturgy of the week in the 
pages below. You have the option in some of the liturgies of being more interactive in your 
worship, interacting with the service right in the comfort of your home. For children through 
grade 5, there are two additional resources for praying through Holy Week to use as supplements 
or alternatives to these liturgies.  

After the last prayers on Saturday evening, do celebrate. It is Easter.  Have at least one piece of 
chocolate or something else you love. Know that Christ gathers us all into his embrace in these 
trying times, and whispers peace and comfort to each of us as we find new ways to define 
community, keep this time sacred, and celebrate the resurrection of our Lord.

How to Set up a Sacred Space at Home 

- Pick an area of the house that can be set aside as sacred space, only used for prayer and 
worship for Holy Week and Easter 

- Considerations for things in the space: 
- A flat surface (a small table, credenza, or even chair seat can work 
- A cloth to cover the surface 
- A cross or crucifix (can be an actual object or something drawn on a piece of paper) 
- Candles 
- 1 sacred object from each family member (can be an icon, a family heirloom, a stuffed 

animal - anything that you consider really important and holy!) 

How to Use Your Sacred Space 

- Consider some kind of opening and closing ritual which can help mark your time  
- Opening ideas include: each saying something you’re thankful for, lighting a candle, 

ringing a gong, playing or singing a song, etc. 
- Closing ideas include: saying what you liked best about the worship, blowing the 

candles out, ringing a gong again, singing a song, or holding and squeezing hands with a 
big ‘Amen’, etc. 

- Gather there each time you want to join us for Holy Week or Easter Worship (and if you like it, 
continue to use that space to worship with us for as long as we are worshiping differently!) 

- Keep it sacred - only go there for prayer or worship 



Palm Sunday Liturgy - Part I 

The liturgy will open with the officiant’s first sentence, please follow along with the video and 
respond from your home. 

Officiant: Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord. 
People: Peace in heaven and glory in the highest.  

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Assist us mercifully with your help, O Lord God of our salvation, that we may enter with joy 
upon the contemplation of those mighty acts, whereby you have given us life and immortality; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

Gospel (read by clergy assistant): Matthew 21:1-11 
A reading from the Gospel according to Matthew, the 21st chapter, beginning at the first verse. 

When Jesus and his disciples had come near Jerusalem and had reached Bethphage, at the Mount 
of Olives, Jesus sent two disciples, saying to them, "Go into the village ahead of you, and 
immediately you will find a donkey tied, and a colt with her; untie them and bring them to me. If 
anyone says anything to you, just say this, `The Lord needs them.' And he will send them 
immediately." This took place to fulfill what had been spoken through the prophet, saying, "Tell 
the daughter of Zion, Look, your king is coming to you, humble, and mounted on a donkey, and 
on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them; they 
brought the donkey and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat on them. A very large 
crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on 
the road. The crowds that went ahead of him and that followed were shouting, "Hosanna to the 
Son of David! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest 
heaven!” When he entered Jerusalem, the whole city was in turmoil, asking, "Who is this?" The 
crowds were saying, "This is the prophet Jesus from Nazareth in Galilee." 

Here ends the reading. 

Officiant: 
It is right to praise you, Almighty God, for the acts of love by which you have redeemed us 
through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. On this day he entered the holy city of Jerusalem in 
triumph, and was proclaimed as King of kings by those who spread their garments and branches 
of palm along his way. Let the branches which have fallen barren this year be for us a sign of his 
victory, and grant that we who will bear them in his name for years to come may ever hail him as 
our King, and follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; who lives and reigns in glory with 
you and the Holy Spirit, now and forever. Amen. 

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 



People: Hosanna in the highest. 

<All Glory Laud and Honor> 

During the hymn, march around your house or your yard in procession, going into every room or 
area, and celebrating that God has entered into your home, just as he entered Jerusalem, and 
dwells with you in every space and every place perpetually. 

If you would like to continue the liturgy at home, turn off the video and continue in this 
document. If you’d prefer to watch the service, instead, keep watching and disregard the rest of 
this document.  

Palm Sunday Liturgy - Part II 

After the hymn is finished and when you have finished marching, someone from your home 
should pray with all of you gathered: 

Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, and entered 
not into glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, 
may find it none other than the way of life and peace; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The following Passion narrative (Matthew 27:11-54) should be read in parts at home if you have 
multiple people (each person can have more than one role!) or can be read in full by one person 
should the need arise. 

Narrator: Jesus stood before the governor; and the governor asked him,  
Pilate: “Are you the King of the Jews?”  
Narrator: Jesus said,  
Jesus: “You say so.”  
Narrator: But when he was accused by the chief priests and elders, he did not answer. Then Pilate 
said to him,  
Pilate: “Do you not hear how many accusations they make against you?”  
Narrator: But he gave him no answer, not even to a single charge, so that the governor was 
greatly amazed. Now at the festival the governor was accustomed to release a prisoner for the 
crowd, anyone whom they wanted. At that time they had a notorious prisoner, called Jesus 
Barabbas. So after they had gathered, Pilate said to them,  
Pilate: “Whom do you want me to release for you, Jesus Barabbas or Jesus who is called the 
Messiah?”  
Narrator: For he realized that it was out of jealousy that they had handed him over. While he was 
sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent word to him,  
Pilate’s Wife: “Have nothing to do with that innocent man, for today I have suffered a great deal 
because of a dream about him.”  



Narrator: Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded the crowds to ask for Barabbas and to 
have Jesus killed. The governor again said to them,  
Pilate: “Which of the two do you want me to release for you?”  
Narrator: And they said,  
Crowd (everyone!): “Barabbas.”  
Narrator: Pilate said to them,  
Pilate: “Then what should I do with Jesus who is called the Messiah?”  
Narrator: All of them said,  
Crowd: “Let him be crucified!”  
Narrator: Then he asked,  
Pilate: “Why, what evil has he done?”  
Narrator: But they shouted all the more,  
Crowd: “Let him be crucified!” 
Narrator: So when Pilate saw that he could do nothing, but rather that a riot was beginning, he 
took some water and washed his hands before the crowd, saying,  
Pilate: “I am innocent of this man’s blood; see to it yourselves.”  
Narrator: Then the people as a whole answered,  
Crowd: “His blood be on us and on our children!”  
Narrator: So he released Barabbas for them; and after flogging Jesus, he handed him over to be 
crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the governor’s headquarters, and they 
gathered the whole cohort around him. They stripped him and put a scarlet robe on him, and after 
twisting some thorns into a crown, they put it on his head. They put a reed in his right hand and 
knelt before him and mocked him, saying,  
Soldiers (everyone!): “Hail, King of the Jews!”  
Narrator: They spat on him, and took the reed and struck him on the head. After mocking him, 
they stripped him of the robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him away to crucify 
him. As they went out, they came upon a man from Cyrene named Simon; they compelled this 
man to carry his cross. And when they came to a place called Golgotha (which means Place of a 
Skull), they offered him wine to drink, mixed with gall; but when he tasted it, he would not drink 
it. And when they had crucified him, they divided his clothes among themselves by casting lots; 
then they sat down there and kept watch over him. Over his head they put the charge against him, 
which read, “This is Jesus, the King of the Jews.” 
Then two bandits were crucified with him, one on his right and one on his left. Those who passed 
by derided him, shaking their heads and saying,  
Bystander: “You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, save yourself! If you 
are the Son of God, come down from the cross.”  
Narrator: In the same way the chief priests also, along with the scribes and elders, were mocking 
him, saying,  
Chief priest: “He saved others; he cannot save himself. He is the King of Israel; let him come 
down from the cross now, and we will believe in him. He trusts in God; let God deliver him now, 
if he wants to; for he said, ‘I am God’s Son.’”  



Narrator: The bandits who were crucified with him also taunted him in the same way. From noon 
on, darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. And about three o’clock Jesus 
cried with a loud voice,  
Jesus: “Eli, Eli, lema sabachthani?”  
Narrator: that is, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” When some of the bystanders 
heard it, they said,  
Bystander: “This man is calling for Elijah.”  
Narrator: At once one of them ran and got a sponge, filled it with sour wine, put it on a stick, and 
gave it to him to drink. But the others said,  
Bystander: “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come to save him.”  
Narrator: Then Jesus cried again with a loud voice and breathed his last. At that moment the 
curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. The earth shook, and the rocks were 
split. The tombs also were opened, and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were 
raised. After his resurrection they came out of the tombs and entered the holy city and appeared 
to many. Now when the centurion and those with him, who were keeping watch over Jesus, saw 
the earthquake and what took place, they were terrified and said,  
Centurion: “Truly this man was God’s Son!” 
Narrator: Here ends the reading. 

Here is a good time to discuss the triumphal entry (Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem in the midst of the 
crowd who laid palms and clothes under his donkey’s feet) all the way through the passion 
narrative. What would it be like to enter your home to a cheering crowd? What does victory that 
isn’t by military means (meaning, no war, no violence, no fighting) look like or feel like? How 
would it feel to be rejected by the same crowd that cheered you on days earlier? Take turns 
speaking and listening. For families with kids, see the Holy Week at Home coloring packet for 
questions geared toward children. 

Close with the Lord’s Prayer together. 

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses; as we 
forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever. Amen. 



Holy Monday Liturgy 

Gather in your sacred space to experience today’s worship. 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he suffered pain, and entered 
not into glory before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, 
may find it none other than the way of life and peace; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, 
who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen 

Lector: A reading from the prophet Isaiah, chapter 42, beginning at the first verse. 

Here is my servant, whom I uphold, 
my chosen, in whom my soul delights; 
I have put my spirit upon him; 
he will bring forth justice to the nations. 
He will not cry or lift up his voice, 
or make it heard in the street; 
a bruised reed he will not break, 
and a dimly burning wick he will not quench; 
he will faithfully bring forth justice. 
He will not grow faint or be crushed 
until he has established justice in the earth; 
and the coastlands wait for his teaching. 

Thus says God, the Lord, 
who created the heavens and stretched them out, 
who spread out the earth and what comes from it, 
who gives breath to the people upon it 
and spirit to those who walk in it: 
I am the Lord, I have called you in righteousness, 
I have taken you by the hand and kept you; 
I have given you as a covenant to the people, 
a light to the nations, 
to open the eyes that are blind, 
to bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, 
from the prison those who sit in darkness. 
I am the Lord, that is my name; 
my glory I give to no other, 
nor my praise to idols. 
See, the former things have come to pass, 
and new things I now declare; 
before they spring forth, 



I tell you of them. 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: A reading from the Gospel according to John, chapter 12, beginning at the first verse. 

Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany, the home of Lazarus, whom he had raised 
from the dead. There they gave a dinner for him. Martha served, and Lazarus was one of those at 
the table with him. Mary took a pound of costly perfume made of pure nard, anointed Jesus' feet, 
and wiped them with her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. But Judas 
Iscariot, one of his disciples (the one who was about to betray him), said, "Why was this perfume 
not sold for three hundred denarii and the money given to the poor?" (He said this not because he 
cared about the poor, but because he was a thief; he kept the common purse and used to steal 
what was put into it.) Jesus said, "Leave her alone. She bought it so that she might keep it for the 
day of my burial. You always have the poor with you, but you do not always have me." When the 
great crowd of the Jews learned that he was there, they came not only because of Jesus but also 
to see Lazarus, whom he had raised from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put Lazarus to 
death as well, since it was on account of him that many of the Jews were deserting and were 
believing in Jesus. 

Here ends the reading.

Most holy God, the source of all good desires, all right judgements, and all just works: Give to 
us, your servants, that peace which the world cannot give, so that our minds may be fixed on the 
doing of your will, and that we, being delivered from the fear of all enemies, may live in peace 
and quietness; through the mercies of Christ Jesus our Savior. Amen.

Holy Tuesday Liturgy 

Gather in your sacred space to experience today’s worship. 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
O God, by the passion of your blessed Son you made an instrument of shameful death to be for 
us the means of life: Grant us so to glory in the cross of Christ, that we may gladly suffer shame 
and loss for the sake of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ; who lives and reigns with you and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Lector: A reading from the prophet Isaiah, chapter 49, beginning at the first verse. 

Listen to me, O coastlands, 
pay attention, you peoples from far away! 
The Lord called me before I was born, 
while I was in my mother's womb he named me. 
He made my mouth like a sharp sword, 
in the shadow of his hand he hid me; 
he made me a polished arrow, 
in his quiver he hid me away. 
And he said to me, "You are my servant, 
Israel, in whom I will be glorified." 
But I said, "I have labored in vain, 
I have spent my strength for nothing and vanity; 
yet surely my cause is with the Lord, 
and my reward with my God." 

And now the Lord says, 
who formed me in the womb to be his servant, 
to bring Jacob back to him, 
and that Israel might be gathered to him, 
for I am honored in the sight of the Lord, 
and my God has become my strength-- 
he says, 
"It is too light a thing that you should be my servant 
to raise up the tribes of Jacob and to restore the survivors of Israel; 
I will give you as a light to the nations, 
that my salvation may reach to the end of the earth." 

Thus says the Lord, 
the Redeemer of Israel and his Holy One, 
to one deeply despised, abhorred by the nations, 
the slave of rulers, 



"Kings shall see and stand up, 
princes, and they shall prostrate themselves, 
because of the Lord, who is faithful, 
the Holy One of Israel, who has chosen you." 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: A reading from the Gospel according to John, chapter 12, beginning at the twentieth 
verse.  

Among those who went up to worship at the festival were some Greeks. They came to Philip, 
who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, "Sir, we wish to see Jesus." Philip went and 
told Andrew; then Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. Jesus answered them, "The hour has 
come for the Son of Man to be glorified. Very truly, I tell you, unless a grain of wheat falls into 
the earth and dies, it remains just a single grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. Those who love 
their life lose it, and those who hate their life in this world will keep it for eternal life. Whoever 
serves me must follow me, and where I am, there will my servant be also. Whoever serves me, 
the Father will honor. "Now my soul is troubled. And what should I say-- `Father, save me from 
this hour'? No, it is for this reason that I have come to this hour. Father, glorify your name." Then 
a voice came from heaven, "I have glorified it, and I will glorify it again." The crowd standing 
there heard it and said that it was thunder. Others said, "An angel has spoken to him." Jesus 
answered, "This voice has come for your sake, not for mine. Now is the judgment of this world; 
now the ruler of this world will be driven out. And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will 
draw all people to myself." He said this to indicate the kind of death he was to die. The crowd 
answered him, "We have heard from the law that the Messiah remains forever. How can you say 
that the Son of Man must be lifted up? Who is this Son of Man?" Jesus said to them, "The light is 
with you for a little longer. Walk while you have the light, so that the darkness may not overtake 
you. If you walk in the darkness, you do not know where you are going. While you have the 
light, believe in the light, so that you may become children of light.” After Jesus had said this, he 
departed and hid from them.

Holy Wednesday Liturgy 

Gather in your sacred space to experience today’s liturgy. 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Lord God, whose blessed Son our Savior gave his body to be whipped and his face to be spit 
upon: Give us grace to accept joyfully the sufferings of the present time, confident of the glory 
that shall be revealed; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who lives and reigns with you 
and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Lector: A reading from the prophet Isaiah, chapter 50, beginning at the fourth verse. 

The Lord God has given me 
the tongue of a teacher, 
that I may know how to sustain 
the weary with a word. 
Morning by morning he wakens-- 
wakens my ear 
to listen as those who are taught. 
The Lord God has opened my ear, 
and I was not rebellious, 
I did not turn backward. 
I gave my back to those who struck me, 
and my cheeks to those who pulled out the beard; 
I did not hide my face 
from insult and spitting. 
The Lord God helps me; 
therefore I have not been disgraced; 
therefore I have set my face like flint, 
and I know that I shall not be put to shame; 
he who vindicates me is near. 
Who will contend with me? 
Let us stand up together. 
Who are my adversaries? 
Let them confront me. 
It is the Lord God who helps me; 
who will declare me guilty? 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: A reading from the Gospel according to John, chapter 13, beginning at the twenty-first 
verse. 



At supper with his friends, Jesus was troubled in spirit, and declared, "Very truly, I tell you, one 
of you will betray me." The disciples looked at one another, uncertain of whom he was speaking. 
One of his disciples-- the one whom Jesus loved-- was reclining next to him; Simon Peter 
therefore motioned to him to ask Jesus of whom he was speaking. So while reclining next to 
Jesus, he asked him, "Lord, who is it?" Jesus answered, "It is the one to whom I give this piece of 
bread when I have dipped it in the dish." So when he had dipped the piece of bread, he gave it to 
Judas son of Simon Iscariot. After he received the piece of bread, Satan entered into him. Jesus 
said to him, "Do quickly what you are going to do." Now no one at the table knew why he said 
this to him. Some thought that, because Judas had the common purse, Jesus was telling him, 
"Buy what we need for the festival"; or, that he should give something to the poor. So, after 
receiving the piece of bread, he immediately went out. And it was night. 
When he had gone out, Jesus said, "Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been 
glorified in him. If God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will 
glorify him at once."

Make even this hour, O Lord, a season of 
blessing for us, that in fear we find you mighty to save, and in illness or death, we find the cross 
to be none other than the way of life. All this we ask in the name of the One who bore all our 
infirmities, even Jesus Christ our Risen and Victorious Lord. Amen. 

Please join us in saying the Lord’s Prayer. 
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses; as we 
forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever. Amen. 

O God, the life of all who live, the light of the faithful, the strength of those who labor, and the 
repose of the dead: We thank you for the blessings of the day that is past, and humbly ask for 
your protection through the coming night. Bring us in safety to the morning hours; through him 
who died and rose again for us, your Son our Savior Jesus Christ. Amen.

Maundy Thursday Liturgy - Part I 

For this liturgy, if you would like to participate at home, have a bowl, basin, or other shallow 
dish at hand - you will fill it with warm water at the appropriate time. You’ll also need a dry 
towel. You might wish to gather around candlelight if the evening is dark and the house lights 
feel too bright. When you are ready, gather in your sacred space and press play on the Maundy 
Thursday Worship Service. 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Almighty Father, whose dear Son, on the night before he suffered, instituted the Sacrament of his 
Body and Blood: Mercifully grant that we may receive it thankfully in remembrance of Jesus 
Christ our Lord, who in these holy mysteries gives us a pledge of eternal life; and who now lives 
and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Lector: A reading from the book of Exodus, chapter 12, beginning at the first verse. 

The Lord said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: This month shall mark for you the 
beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year for you. Tell the whole congregation 
of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each 
household. If a household is too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in 
obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in proportion to the number of people who eat of it. 
Your lamb shall be without blemish, a year-old male; you may take it from the sheep or from the 
goats. You shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month; then the whole assembled 
congregation of Israel shall slaughter it at twilight. They shall take some of the blood and put it 
on the two doorposts and the lintel of the houses in which they eat it. They shall eat the lamb that 
same night; they shall eat it roasted over the fire with unleavened bread and bitter herbs. Do not 
eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted over the fire, with its head, legs, and inner organs. 
You shall let none of it remain until the morning; anything that remains until the morning you 
shall burn. This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your 
staff in your hand; and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the passover of the Lord. For I will pass 
through the land of Egypt that night, and I will strike down every firstborn in the land of Egypt, 
both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the 
Lord. The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live: when I see the blood, I will 
pass over you, and no plague shall destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt. This day shall be 
a day of remembrance for you. You shall celebrate it as a festival to the Lord; throughout your 
generations you shall observe it as a perpetual ordinance. 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: A reading from the Gospel according to John, chapter 13, beginning at the first verse.  

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart from this 
world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the 



end. The devil had already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And 
during supper Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had 
come from God and was going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a 
towel around himself. Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples' feet 
and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him. He came to Simon Peter, who said to 
him, "Lord, are you going to wash my feet?" Jesus answered, "You do not know now what I am 
doing, but later you will understand." Peter said to him, "You will never wash my feet." Jesus 
answered, "Unless I wash you, you have no share with me." Simon Peter said to him, "Lord, not 
my feet only but also my hands and my head!" Jesus said to him, "One who has bathed does not 
need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you." 
For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, "Not all of you are clean." 
After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, 
"Do you know what I have done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord--and you are right, for 
that is what I am. So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash 
one another's feet. For I have set you an example, that you also should do as I have done to you. 
Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are messengers greater than 
the one who sent them. If you know these things, you are blessed if you do them. 
"Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. If God has been 
glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. Little 
children, I am with you only a little longer. You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so 
now I say to you, `Where I am going, you cannot come.' I give you a new commandment, that 
you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one another. By this 
everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another." 

Here ends the reading. 

Sermon 

Officiant: Let us pray.  
Lord Jesus Christ, you said to your apostles, “Peace I give to you; my own peace I leave with 
you:” Regard not our sins, but the faith of your Church, and give to us the peace and unity of that 
heavenly City, where with the Father and the Holy Spirit you live and reign, now and forever. 
Amen. 

We invite you to continue the liturgy at home if you wish. Press pause here and refer to your 
worship packet for your next steps, or if you’d like to continue with the video service just keep 
watching. 

Press pause on the video to move to Part II at home, or keep watching to see the video 
conclusion without a home liturgy. 



Maundy Thursday Liturgy - Part II 

We continue the evening by embodying the servanthood that Jesus himself lived and invites us 
into. Join around your sacred space and wash each other’s feet. A simple bucket or baking dish 
can be used as a basin. Fill your basin with warm water and have dry towels ready. You may 
leave the lights low, light candles, or create any other environment you’d prefer. If you live alone, 
soak your feet in some warm water and say a prayer of thanksgiving for the gift of God’s mercy 
and grace, for Christ’s servanthood, and for a moment in time to celebrate those realities in your 
own life. Begin with the words below, and then move to the footwashing. 

Have one person read the officiant’s part, and the rest of those gathered the people’s part.  

Officiant: The Lord Jesus, after he had supped with his disciples and had washed their feet, said 
to them, “Do you know what I, your Lord and Master, have done to you? I have given you an 
example, that you should do as I have done.” 

People: Peace is my last gift to you, my own peace I now leave with you; peace which the world 
cannot give, I give to you. 

Officiant: I give you a new commandment: Love one another as I have loved you. 

People: Peace is my last gift to you, my own peace I now leave with you; peace which the world 
cannot give, I give to you. 

Officiant: By this shall the world know that you are my disciples: That you have love for one 
another. 

Here, you may play the video from where it is paused to listen to music while you wash each 
other’s feet. It’s ok to feel silly or giggly during this, and it is ok to not participate. This is a time 
for us to practice the servanthood that Jesus invites us to, not to demand participation in any 
form.  

When you are done, end your worship together by stripping your sacred space of its sacred 
objects that are gathered there. This stripping away of things from our spaces reminds us that 
our true focus should always be on Jesus, not on the things of this earth which we treasure. You 
might choose to leave only a cross in the space (either physical or drawn on a piece of paper), as 
a visual representation of Jesus’ presence there. You may also watch and meditate on the 
stripping of the altar video that we have posted on YouTube. This occasion is sacred to many in 
our congregation, and we invite you to enter in as you choose. Blow out the candles when you 
are finished, to denote the end of the worship experience.  

Come back tomorrow for our Good Friday service at 12pm, and for our Stations of the Cross 
Service: Women at the Tomb at 7pm. 



Good Friday Liturgy 

Gather in your sacred space to experience today’s worship. 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Almighty God, we pray you graciously to behold this your family, for whom our Lord Jesus 
Christ was willing to be betrayed, and given into the hands of sinners, and to suffer death upon 
the cross; who now lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, forever and ever. 
Amen. 

Lector: A reading from the letter to the Hebrews, chapter 10, beginning at the 16th verse. 

The Holy Spirit testifies saying, 

"This is the covenant that I will make with them 
after those days, says the Lord: 

I will put my laws in their hearts, 
and I will write them on their minds," 

he also adds, 

"I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no more." 
Where there is forgiveness of these, there is no longer any offering for sin. 

Therefore, my friends, since we have confidence to enter the sanctuary by the blood of 
Jesus, by the new and living way that he opened for us through the curtain (that is, through 
his flesh), and since we have a great priest over the house of God, let us approach with a 
true heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience 
and our bodies washed with pure water. Let us hold fast to the confession of our hope 
without wavering, for he who has promised is faithful. And let us consider how to provoke 
one another to love and good deeds, not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, 
but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day approaching. 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: The Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John. (19:1-37) 
Then Pilate took Jesus and had him flogged. And the soldiers wove a crown of thorns and put it 
on his head, and they dressed him in a purple robe. They kept coming up to him, saying, “Hail, 
King of the Jews!” and striking him on the face. Pilate went out again and said to them, “Look, I 
am bringing him out to you to let you know that I find no case against him.” So Jesus came out, 
wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe. Pilate said to them, “Here is the man!” When 
the chief priests and the police saw him, they shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” Pilate said to 
them, “Take him yourselves and crucify him; I find no case against him.” The Jews answered 
him, “We have a law, and according to that law he ought to die because he has claimed to be the 
Son of God.” 



Now when Pilate heard this, he was more afraid than ever. He entered his headquarters again and 
asked Jesus, “Where are you from?” But Jesus gave him no answer. Pilate therefore said to him, 
“Do you refuse to speak to me? Do you not know that I have power to release you, and power to 
crucify you?” Jesus answered him, “You would have no power over me unless it had been given 
you from above; therefore the one who handed me over to you is guilty of a greater sin.” From 
then on Pilate tried to release him, but the Jews cried out, “If you release this man, you are no 
friend of the emperor. Everyone who claims to be a king sets himself against the emperor.” 
When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus outside and sat on the judge’s bench at a place 
called The Stone Pavement, or in Hebrew Gabbatha. Now it was the day of Preparation for the 
Passover; and it was about noon. He said to the Jews, “Here is your King!” They cried out, 
“Away with him! Away with him! Crucify him!” Pilate asked them, “Shall I crucify your King?” 
The chief priests answered, “We have no king but the emperor.” Then he handed him over to 
them to be crucified. 

So they took Jesus; and carrying the cross by himself, he went out to what is called The Place of 
the Skull, which in Hebrew is called Golgotha. There they crucified him, and with him two 
others, one on either side, with Jesus between them. Pilate also had an inscription written and put 
on the cross. It read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” Many of the Jews read this 
inscription, because the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in 
Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek. Then the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, 
‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘This man said, I am King of the Jews.’” Pilate answered, “What I 
have written I have written.” When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and 
divided them into four parts, one for each soldier. They also took his tunic; now the tunic was 
seamless, woven in one piece from the top. So they said to one another, “Let us not tear it, but 
cast lots for it to see who will get it.” This was to fulfill what the scripture says, 

“They divided my clothes among themselves, 
    and for my clothing they cast lots.” 

And that is what the soldiers did. 

Meanwhile, standing near the cross of Jesus were his mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary the 
wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he 
loved standing beside her, he said to his mother, “Woman, here is your son.” Then he said to the 
disciple, “Here is your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his own home. 
After this, when Jesus knew that all was now finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), “I 
am thirsty.” A jar full of sour wine was standing there. So they put a sponge full of the wine on a 
branch of hyssop and held it to his mouth. When Jesus had received the wine, he said, “It is 
finished.” Then he bowed his head and gave up his spirit. 

Since it was the day of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies left on the cross during the 
sabbath, especially because that sabbath was a day of great solemnity. So they asked Pilate to 



have the legs of the crucified men broken and the bodies removed. Then the soldiers came and 
broke the legs of the first and of the other who had been crucified with him. But when they came 
to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. Instead, one of the soldiers 
pierced his side with a spear, and at once blood and water came out. (He who saw this has 
testified so that you also may believe. His testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the truth.) 
These things occurred so that the scripture might be fulfilled, “None of his bones shall be 
broken.” And again another passage of scripture says, “They will look on the one whom they 
have pierced.” 

Sermon 

It is appropriate to kneel as you are able for the rest of the service. 

Officiant: 
Dear People of God: Our heavenly Father sent his Son into the world, not to condemn the world, 
but that the world through him might be saved; that all who believe in him might be delivered 
from the power of sin and death, and become heirs with him of everlasting life.  
  
We pray, therefore, for people everywhere according to their needs.  
  
Let us pray for the holy catholic Church of Christ throughout the world; 

For its unity in witness and service 
For all bishops and other ministers and the people whom they serve 
For all Christians in this community 
for all those who meet in homes on these holy days 
for those isolated due to illness or age 

that all your people might be one.  

Silence  

Almighty and everlasting God, by whose Spirit the whole body of your faithful people is 
governed and sanctified: Receive our supplications and prayers which we offer before you for all 
members of your holy Church, that in their vocation and ministry they may truly and devoutly 
serve you; through our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Amen.  
  
Let us pray for all nations and peoples of the earth, for those in authority among them, and for 
those to whom the care of others is entrusted, that by God's help they may seek justice and truth, 
and live in peace and concord.  

Silence  



Almighty God, kindle, we pray, in every heart the true love of peace, and guide with your 
wisdom those who take counsel for the nations of the earth; that in tranquility your dominion 
may increase, until the earth is filled with the knowledge of your love; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen.

Women at the Tomb Liturgy 

The Women at the Tomb service will be on our YouTube channel as a playlist. It is designed so 
that you can experience it at the pace that you wish. Each station has one video, and there are 14 
stations in all. 

About Good Friday and Tonight’s Service 

It would seem that a story of conspiracy between clergy and politicians, betrayal by a friend, 
false trial and verdict by a mob of people, desertion by followers, violent punishment to death, 

and being laid in the tomb of a stranger could not come to a good ending. Yet, the greatest 
moment of hope comes when all seems to be lost. It is in the dark places in our world, and in 
our lives that hope truly shines. So, in the crucifixion from the trial to the tomb, hope shone. 

“Good Friday” (from the Middle English for “God’s Friday”) is a dark story, but it does not 
squelch the Love of God, nor the hope of the women who were closest to Jesus. They are 

examples to learn from and follow through this sacred story. 

Tonight talented women lectors will read our station dialogues, and women musicians will 
guide us in musical reflection pieces following each station. The Stations of the Cross is an 

ancient form of devotion and reflection, especially during Lent. These musical reflections will 
be an opportunity for us to learn about hope, and remember that our God-given creativity and 
life thrive even in the shadow of death and destruction. They are also a reminder to us that it 
was women who first found the tomb empty and spread the news to others, and that tradition 

continues today with this worship experience. 

All words necessary for the service will be included in each video. 



Easter Vigil Liturgy

If you have a special candle at home, perhaps it is your baptism candle, have it ready to light 
with us after the New Fire is begun and the Paschal Candle is lit. You may keep your candle 
burning during the Exsultet and the scripture readings.

Officiant:
Beloved in Christ: On this most holy night, in which our Lord Jesus passed over from death to 
life, the Church invites her members, dispersed throughout the world, to linger in vigil and 
prayer. For this is the Passover of the Lord in which, by virtue of our baptism into his death, into 
the hope of his resurrection, we celebrate the New Life we have received by his Mercy, awaiting 
the time when we may gather again around your holy altar. 

Let us pray. 
O God, you have bestowed upon your people the brightness of your light: Sanctify this new fire, 
and grant that we may so burn with heavenly desires, that with pure minds we may attain to the 
festival of everlasting light; through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

Lighting of the Paschal Candle
Christ yesterday and today, the Beginning and the End, Alpha and Omega. His are the times and 
ages. To him be glory and dominion through all ages of eternity. Amen.
Through his holy and glorious wounds may Christ the Lord guard and preserve us. 
May the light of Christ gloriously rising dispel the darkness of our hearts and minds.  

Light your candles at home.

Rejoice now, heavenly host and choir of angels, 
And let your trumpets should Salvation
For the victory of our mighty King.

It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind and voice, to 
praise you, the invisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ our 
Lord; for he is the true Paschal Lamb, who at the feast of the Passover paid for us the debt of 
Adam’s sin, and by his blood delivered your faithful people.

This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Israel, out of bondage in Egypt, 
and let them through the Red Sea on dry land.

This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom of sin, and are 
restored to grace and holiness of life.

This is the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and hell, and rose victorious from the 
grave. 

How wonderful and beyond our knowing, O God, is your mercy and loving kindness to us, that 
to redeem a slave, you gave a Son.

How holy is this night, when wickedness is put to flight, and sin is washed away. It restores 
innocence to the fallen, and joy to those who mourn. It casts out pride and hatred, and brings 
peace and concord.

How blessed is this night, when earth and heaven are joined and man is reconciled to God.

Holy Father, accept our living sacrifice of this candle in your honor. May Christ, the light of the 
world, bring us healing. May Christ, your light in us, drive away darkness and fear. May Christ, 
the Morning Star who knows no setting, find our faith ever burning, our love of mercy and 
justice ever afire – he who gives his light to all creation, and who lives and reigns for ever and 
ever. Amen. 

Officiant:
Let us hear the record of God’s saving deeds in history, how he saved his people in ages past; and 
let us pray that our God will bring each of us to the fullness of redemption.

Lector:
A reading from the book of Genesis, chapter 1, beginning at the first verse.
In the beginning when God created the heavens and the earth, the earth was a formless void and 
darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept over the face of the waters. 
Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light. And God saw that the light was good; 



and God separated the light from the darkness. God called the light Day, and the darkness he 
called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day.
And God said, "Let there be a dome in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from 
the waters." So God made the dome and separated the waters that were under the dome from the 
waters that were above the dome. And it was so. God called the dome Sky. And there was 
evening and there was morning, the second day.

And God said, "Let the waters under the sky be gathered together into one place, and let the dry 
land appear." And it was so. God called the dry land Earth, and the waters that were gathered 
together he called Seas. And God saw that it was good. Then God said, "Let the earth put forth 
vegetation: plants yielding seed, and fruit trees of every kind on earth that bear fruit with the seed 
in it." And it was so. The earth brought forth vegetation: plants yielding seed of every kind, and 
trees of every kind bearing fruit with the seed in it. And God saw that it was good. And there was 
evening and there was morning, the third day.

And God said, "Let there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from the night; and 
let them be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, and let them be lights in the dome of 
the sky to give light upon the earth." And it was so. God made the two great lights--the greater 
light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night--and the stars. God set them in the dome 
of the sky to give light upon the earth, to rule over the day and over the night, and to separate the 
light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. And there was evening and there was 
morning, the fourth day.

And God said, "Let the waters bring forth swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly above the 
earth across the dome of the sky." So God created the great sea monsters and every living 
creature that moves, of every kind, with which the waters swarm, and every winged bird of every 
kind. And God saw that it was good. God blessed them, saying, "Be fruitful and multiply and fill 
the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth." And there was evening and there was 
morning, the fifth day.

And God said, "Let the earth bring forth living creatures of every kind: cattle and creeping things 
and wild animals of the earth of every kind." And it was so. God made the wild animals of the 
earth of every kind, and the cattle of every kind, and everything that creeps upon the ground of 
every kind. And God saw that it was good.

Then God said, "Let us make humankind in our image, according to our likeness; and let them 
have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over 
all the wild animals of the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth."

So God created humankind in his image, in the image of God he created them; male and female 
he created them.



God blessed them, and God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and subdue 
it; and have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the air and over every living 
thing that moves upon the earth." God said, "See, I have given you every plant yielding seed that 
is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its fruit; you shall have them for 
food. And to every beast of the earth, and to every bird of the air, and to everything that creeps 
on the earth, everything that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant for food." And 
it was so. God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it was very good. And there was 
evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all their multitude. And on the seventh day 
God finished the work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh day from all the work that 
he had done. So God blessed the seventh day and hallowed it, because on it God rested from all 
the work that he had done in creation. These are the generations of the heavens and the earth 
when they were created.

Officiant: Let us pray.
O God, who wonderfully created, and yet more wonderfully restored, the dignity of human 
nature: Grant that we may share the divine life of him who humbled himself to share our 
humanity, your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Lector:
A reading from the book of Exodus, chapter 14, beginning at the 10th verse. 
As Pharaoh drew near, the Israelites looked back, and there were the Egyptians advancing on 
them. In great fear the Israelites cried out to the Lord. They said to Moses, "Was it because there 
were no graves in Egypt that you have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have you 
done to us, bringing us out of Egypt? Is this not the very thing we told you in Egypt, 'Let us 
alone and let us serve the Egyptians'? For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians 
than to die in the wilderness." But Moses said to the people, "Do not be afraid, stand firm, and 
see the deliverance that the Lord will accomplish for you today; for the Egyptians whom you see 
today you shall never see again. The Lord will fight for you, and you have only to keep still."
Then the Lord said to Moses, "Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to go forward. But 
you lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it, that the Israelites may 
go into the sea on dry ground. Then I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they will go 
in after them; and so I will gain glory for myself over Pharaoh and all his army, his chariots, and 
his chariot drivers. And the Egyptians shall know that I am the Lord, when I have gained glory 
for myself over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his chariot drivers."

The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved and went behind them; and the 
pillar of cloud moved from in front of them and took its place behind them. It came between the 
army of Egypt and the army of Israel. And so the cloud was there with the darkness, and it lit up 
the night; one did not come near the other all night.



Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The Lord drove the sea back by a strong east 
wind all night, and turned the sea into dry land; and the waters were divided. The Israelites went 
into the sea on dry ground, the waters forming a wall for them on their right and on their left. The 
Egyptians pursued, and went into the sea after them, all of Pharaoh's horses, chariots, and chariot 
drivers. At the morning watch the Lord in the pillar of fire and cloud looked down upon the 
Egyptian army, and threw the Egyptian army into panic. He clogged their chariot wheels so that 
they turned with difficulty. The Egyptians said, "Let us flee from the Israelites, for the Lord is 
fighting for them against Egypt."

Then the Lord said to Moses, "Stretch out your hand over the sea, so that the water may come 
back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots and chariot drivers." So Moses stretched out his 
hand over the sea, and at dawn the sea returned to its normal depth. As the Egyptians fled before 
it, the Lord tossed the Egyptians into the sea. The waters returned and covered the chariots and 
the chariot drivers, the entire army of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea; not one of 
them remained. But the Israelites walked on dry ground through the sea, the waters forming a 
wall for them on their right and on their left.

Thus the Lord saved Israel that day from the Egyptians; and Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the 
seashore. Israel saw the great work that the Lord did against the Egyptians. So the people feared 
the Lord and believed in the Lord and in his servant Moses.

Then the prophet Miriam, Aaron's sister, took a tambourine in her hand; and all the women went 
out after her with tambourines and with dancing. And Miriam sang to them:

"Sing to the Lord, for he has triumphed gloriously;
horse and rider he has thrown into the sea."

Officiant: Let us pray.
O God, whose wonderful deeds of old shine forth even to our own day, you once delivered by the 
power of your mighty arm your chosen people from slavery under Pharaoh, to be a sign for us of 
the salvation of all nations by the water of Baptism: Grant that all the peoples of the earth may be 
numbered among the offspring of Abraham, and rejoice in the inheritance of Israel; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. Amen.

Lector:
A reading from the prophet Ezekiel, chapter 36, beginning at the 24th verse.
Say to the house of Israel, Thus says the Lord God: I will take you from the nations, and gather 
you from all the countries, and bring you into your own land. I will sprinkle clean water upon 
you, and you shall be clean from all your uncleannesses, and from all your idols I will cleanse 
you. A new heart I will give you, and a new spirit I will put within you; and I will remove from 
your body the heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. I will put my spirit within you, and 
make you follow my statutes and be careful to observe my ordinances. Then you shall live in the 
land that I gave to your ancestors; and you shall be my people, and I will be your God.



Officiant: Let us pray.
Almighty and everlasting God, who in the Paschal mystery established the new covenant of 
reconciliation: Grant that all who are reborn into the fellowship of Christ’s Body may show forth 
in their lives what they profess by their faith; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Lector:
A reading from the prophet Zephaniah, chapter 3, beginning at the 14th verse.
Sing aloud, O daughter Zion; shout, O Israel! Rejoice and exult with all your heart, O daughter 
Jerusalem! The Lord has taken away the judgments against you, he has turned away your 
enemies. The king of Israel, the Lord, is in your midst; you shall fear disaster no more. On that 
day it shall be said to Jerusalem: Do not fear, O Zion; do not let your hands grow weak. The 
Lord, your God, is in your midst, a warrior who gives victory; he will rejoice over you with 
gladness, he will renew you in his love; he will exult over you with loud singing as on a day of 
festival. I will remove disaster from you, so that you will not bear reproach for it. I will deal with 
all your oppressors at that time. And I will save the lame and gather the outcast, and I will 
change their shame into praise and renown in all the earth. At that time I will bring you home, at 
the time when I gather you; for I will make you renowned and praised among all the peoples of 
the earth, when I restore your fortunes before your eyes, says the Lord.

Easter Day Liturgy 

Officiant: Let us pray. 
Almighty God, who through your only-begotten Son Jesus Christ overcame death and opened to 
us the gate of everlasting life: Grant that we, who celebrate with joy the day of the Lord's 
resurrection, may be raised from the death of sin by your life-giving Spirit; through Jesus Christ 
our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen. 

Lector: A reading from the letter to the Romans, chapter 6, beginning at the third verse.  

Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his 
death? Therefore, we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was 
raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if 
we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with him in a 
resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin 
might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died is freed 
from sin. But if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know 
that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over 
him. The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So ,you 
also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus. 

Here ends the reading. 

Preacher: A reading from the Gospel according to Matthew, chapter 28, beginning at the first 
verse. 

After the sabbath, as the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary 
went to see the tomb. And suddenly there was a great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord, 
descending from heaven, came and rolled back the stone and sat on it. His appearance was like 
lightning, and his clothing white as snow. For fear of him the guards shook and became like dead 
men. But the angel said to the women, "Do not be afraid; I know that you are looking for Jesus 
who was crucified. He is not here; for he has been raised, as he said. Come, see the place where 
he lay. Then go quickly and tell his disciples, `He has been raised from the dead, and indeed he is 
going ahead of you to Galilee; there you will see him.' This is my message for you." So they left 
the tomb quickly with fear and great joy, and ran to tell his disciples. Suddenly Jesus met them 
and said, "Greetings!" And they came to him, took hold of his feet, and worshiped him. Then 
Jesus said to them, "Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see 
me.”
