Credit Union and Utility Cooperative Dues are based on the number of
members in the cooperative as of January 1st.

All other forms of cooperatives are based on the gross income of the
cooperative:

Gross Income 2026 + Dues
Up to $15.000 $100
$15.001 to $100,000 $132
$100,001 to $200,000 $264

$300,001 to $400,000 $540
$400,001 and over $675
