As you reguested, we have prepared this letter to be submitted to
Elbert County describing how the above-referenced subdivision will
be supplied with water. This letter replaces the previcus water
use letter dated October 1%, 1999.

GENERAL
The 32-lot development will be supplied with water from 32
i individual wells or a lesser number of central wells in the Upper

Dawson Aquifer. This aguifer is considered to be not-non-tributary
and regqulires a court-approved augmentation plan prior to use. The
wells will be operated under the approved augmentation plan put
forth in decree No. 9BCW265. Should the Upper Dawson Aquifer prove
unsatisfactory, some wells may be constructed in the Lower Dawson
or Denver Aguifers. These two aguifers contain non tributary water
and do not require an augmentation plan. Sewage will be handled
using individual septic systems on each lot.

WATER DEMAND

The wells must be able to meet two demand requirements 1n order to
adequately supply the subdivision. First, there must be adeguate
water legally available in the agquifers beneath the property {Acre
Feet/YR. available) to meet the Average Annual demand. Second,
each well must also be able to pump at a rate of at least 5 gallons
per minute (gpm) to be able to meet daily demands.

Therefore, a
total of 24 AF/YR must be legally available for withdrawal from the

AVERAGE ANNUAL WATER AVAILABILITY

The amounts of water available from the three agquifers of interest-
=the Upper Dawson, Lower Dawson and the Denver have been determined
and are listed in decree No. 98CW265. This is the amount of water
which is legally available for withdrawal beneath the property,
assuming a 1l00-year agquifer life. The following table shows the
volume of water available for annual withdrawal as well as the
