The Church has often been referred to as “THE BARQUE OF PETER” making its way down 
through the ages on stormy seas with Peter or one of his successors at the helm. 
 

Peter’s fishing boat on the Sea of Galilee in today’s Gospel is the evangelical basis for this image.  
Jesus is asleep with his head on a cushion, despite the fact that the boat is being tossed about by the 
waves. Peter and his friends are frightened out of their wits and cry out to Jesus, 
 

“Look at what’s happening; we’re going down! Don’t you care”? 
 

Jesus stands up and with His divine power calls out to the turbulent sea “Quiet; be still”, and  
immediately there is a great calm. Then it is His turn to question the apostles, 
 

“Why are you terrified? Do you not yet have faith”? 
 

They had no answer; they were awestruck by His power and questioned one another “Who is this 
whom even wind and sea obey”? 
 

The Church has survived many tempests down through the centuries. However, this image is also  
for each one of us. No one’s life is peaceful, calm and plain sailing at all times. We are all  
experienced in distress, turmoil, being swamped, feeling at the end of our rope, crushed by problems 
within or on the outside; fear, worries, terror, powerlessness and hopelessness are more frequent  
emotions than calm and peace in the face of trials. Jesus is teaching the apostles and us, that He does 
care for us in every situation, even when we forget who He is and what He has promised – ‘to be  
with us always until the end of time’. He has the power to rule the waves; He has the power to calm 
all the disturbing elements of life; He has the power to bring us peace. Even when we think, like the 
Apostles, that He doesn’t care, He is with us as the Lord of creation and as our personal Savior.  
It is good to recall terrifying events that we have experienced and survived, to recognize that He  
was with us and once more to give thanks. 
 

Like Peter and his friends, we too can question in awe “Who is this”? Who has enabled us to get 
through difficult times, and we know that He is the one who can steer, sustain and protect us in every 
storm of life. 
 

He too, reveals to us the Face of God, our Father in heaven, whom our fathers on earth are also  
privileged to portray.

As of July 1, 2021, Bishop Edward lifts the  
dispensation of the Sunday Mass obligation for 
the Diocese of Tucson. The general dispensation 
from the Sunday Mass obligation for the general 
public will cease. However, the dispensation 
from the Sunday Mass obligation remains in place 
for those at serious medical risk. Serious medical 
risk refers primarily to those with a chronic health 
condition, those providing direct care for the  
vulnerably ill, or those with a compromised  
immune system or other health condition that 
leaves them unable to be vaccinated.
