13th Sunday Ordinary Time 2022

The very first sentence of today’s gospel catches our attention.
It indicates the strong commitment of Jesus to His vocation as
sent by the Father to fulfill His mission as Savior of the world
- “he resolutely determined to journey to Jerusalem”. These
two words indicate his complete dedication to His mission.
There is nothing weak, tentative, or half-hearted about his
decision. We all make decisions in our lives, but frequently,
they are merely wishes or vague hopes, far from something
like a “resolute determination”. Even when we make a sound,
sincere commitment, we do not always have the determination
to follow through on it, come what may. Jesus knew that
opposition, persecution, suffering, and death awaited Him in
Jerusalem. He knew that all those problematic experiences
would come before the glory of His Resurrection. His
determination was vigorous and firm of purpose. It reminds
me of St Teresa of Avila’s expression in Spanish regarding

the same commitment — we need to have “una determinada
determinacion”.

The apostles went ahead to prepare for the passing of Jesus
through a Samaritan village but were met with rejection
because they were all Jews. James and John were angry and
wanted to call down fire and brimstone on the town. Their
anger and revenge had no place in the resoluteness of Jesus.
Maybe he cooled them down and gave them the nickname
“Boanerges,” meaning ‘“‘sons of thunder” at this time.

Then three others who want to follow Jesus are challenged and
rejected somewhat harshly by the Lord. He is clear about the
demands of following Him and wants us to be under no
illusion. Last, Tuesday's gospel reading further illustrates the
demanding aspect of being a true disciple,

“Enter through the narrow gate: for the gate is wide and
the road broad that leads to destruction, and those who
enter through it are many. How narrow the gate and
constricted the road that leads to life. And those who
find it are few.” (Matthew 7: 13-14)

Following the Lord Jesus, whether as a priest, a
consecrated religious, a married or a single person,
brings great joy and calls for genuine service in every
walk of life. It calls for courage, the grace to move out
of our comfort zones and live the truth about life here on
earth and in the future. It is a beautiful journey.

Fear not; the Lord walks with us.
