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Pentecost 2022 
 
The fifty days of Easter conclude with the solemn celebration 
of Pentecost. After the Resurrection of Jesus, He spent forty 
days being with His disciples and friends and undoubtedly  
with His blessed Mother. Then before the Ascension, He  
solemnly promised that, after He returned to the Father in  
heaven, He would never leave us without His presence.  
He promised to send us the gift of the Holy Spirit. The Spirit  
of Jesus and the Father is the solemn fulfillment of this  
promise. The Spirit came in power and wonder in the form  
of fire and tongues to strengthen the Church in bearing  
witness to the message of Jesus. 
 
We have all received the gift of the Spirit in the Sacraments and 
our experience of the Church. That gift will continue in the 
Church until the end of time. The coming of the Spirit at  
Pentecost was in power and wonder; the Spirit also came in 
quiet and gentleness when Jesus breathed on the apostles in the 
locked room in Jerusalem after the Resurrection. The Spirit 
comes in surprising ways and is never confined by our limited 
human understanding. 
 
The Spirit is Another Advocate, like Jesus always pleading our 
cause before the throne of God. The Spirit comes to lead us into 
the fullness of the truth and has done so through the years, from 
the early Councils of Nicaea and Ephesus to the second Vatican 
Council in our times. The Spirit is constantly reminding us of 
the words, the life, and the love of Jesus and helping us treasure 
these memories, especially the gift of His merciful forgiveness 
in the sacrament of Penance. In his letter to the Romans,  
chapter 8, St Paul gives us a surprising and beautiful account of 
how the Spirit intercedes for us with “groans beyond  
utterance” and even prays in us and for us “according to the 
mind of God” (confer verses 26 and 27). These “groans” are 
the deepest parts of our souls - often hidden from ourselves - - 
that intensely long for communion with our Father and Savior. 
Our prayer is often confined by our limited viewpoint, but the 
Spirit prays in us and for us according to the mind and heart of 
our God. What a privilege to enter into communion with the 
Spirit of Jesus and to know our prayer is made pleasing and  
acceptable to God our Father. 
 
Let us continue to rejoice in the action of the Holy Spirit in  
our lives, in the Church, and in the depths of our being,  
enabling us to fulfill our destiny to be faithful witnesses  
of Jesus wherever we are.
