Message from the Pastor . . .
Dear Parishioners of Santa Cruz Parish,

In the first reading of the Mass this Sunday, we read about the creation of the first man, the first
animals and the first woman. Earlier in the book of Genesis we see how when God had created man
and women in His own image, and He saw the it was, for the first time “it was very good.” All crea-
tion was “good” but when God created man and woman He declares it to be “very good.” It is from
these truths that the Church bases its teaching of the sacredness and dignity of all human life. In the
face of the so called “transgender” movement, the Church would also refer to this passage to defend
the fact that God created the genders and they are not subject to human redefinition. There are only
two genders. God is the creator of all that is: the spiritual world as well as the physical world. And in
creating the world He has instilled in it an order that we are free to accept to our benefit, or free to
try to reject but to our ultimate detriment. Life is not just good, it is divinely willed and therefore
sacred. It is only through our willful disobedience by sinning that we have lost our vision of the sa-
credness and dignity of human life.

During this month, but at all times, we should stop and really reflect upon our attitudes toward the
pro-life movement of our Catholic faith. It should be obvious that life is fundamental. Without the
right to life being respected and protected, there can be no other rights for us to enjoy. All other
issues that face us as a society are important and we should do all we can to ensure they are secured
and protected but not all issues are equal. A woman’s right to choose or to her “health care” deci-
sions, are not greater than God’s command to all of us: You shall not kill. While we should respect all
people and especially women who might be facing this very emotional and life-changing situation.
Being pro-life means being supportive of both the unborn and the born, and of the mothers, who are
most in need of our support. But we must always remember that it is Jesus Christ who died for us
and rose again for us and it will be by proclaiming faith in Him that the change of heart will come
about.

During this month | would encourage you to pray the rosary daily for the intentions of the Pro-Life
Movement in the Church. | would also encourage you to join the parish in participating in the Public
Square Rosary, ‘America Needs Fatima’, on Sunday, October 20, 2024 at 1:15 p.m. on the corner of
22nd Street and 6th Avenue to pray for an end to abortion in our country. Our Lady’s prayers and
blessings will come upon all of us who make the sacrifice that Sunday to pray her Rosary for the sal-
vation of the unborn and the world.
