Message from the Pastor . . .
Dear Parishioners of Santa Cruz Parish,

As we all know the new school year has begun and by now the boys and girls of the parish are probably getting used to getting up
early and getting ready for the school day. Our parish school, Santa Cruz Parish Catholic School has also started its new year
welcoming one hundred and forty-nine students to our campus. The Religious Education program of the parish will begin catechism
classes on Saturday, September 9, 2023, welcoming about seventy boys and girls. The importance of a good solid education in both
secular and religious spheres for future success in your child’s life should not be left to chance or the whims of the government. The
right to an education is inalienable and proper to the dignity of every human person. “For a true education aims at the formation of
the human person in the pursuit of his ultimate end and of the good of the societies of which, as man, he is a member, and in whose
obligations, as an adult, he will share.” (Gravissimun Educationis, #1).

Education and learning is a basic right and obligation that parents have been given in regard to their children. This right comes from
God and not the state. The Catechism of the Catholic Church says: “Parents have the first responsibility for the education of their
children.” (CCC #2333). The Second Vatican Council says, “Parents who have the primary and inalienable right and duty to educate
their children must enjoy true liberty in their choice of schools.” (Gravissimun Educationis, #6). Sending your child (or grandchild) to
our Catholic School or Religious Education program is one way you are able to fulfill this most serious obligation.

One of the most common objections to sending your children to a catholic school was that it was too expensive. No more! On June
30, 2022, Arizona passed legislation (HB 2853) which expanded an already existing statue that provided aide for students with
disabilities. The law expands the school voucher system to any child in the state. The Empowerment Scholarship Account (ESA)
program allows parents to direct their tax dollars to the school of their choice, from $6,500 to $7,000. Parents can use these funds to
pay for private school tuition (including parochial schools) or to purchase home education courses tutoring, materials, and supplies.
This means that there are no financial reasons why you could not send your child to Santa Cruz Catholic School.

However, if for whatever reason you are unable to send your child to our school, then our Religious Education program, under the
direction of Martin Doe, is the next alternative to making sure your son or daughter is learning about the Catholic faith and our love
for God and one another. As | noted above, our Religious Education program begins on September 9 and registrations are open now.
Currently there are only about thirty boys and girls registered for the classes. This would be okay if there were only thirty some families in
the parish! Please spread the word to family, neighbors and co-workers about our R.E. program and encourage them to register now.

A good, solid, orthodox education in the Catholic faith is a sure means to forming a good, solid, and faithful son or daughter of God.

Mensaje del Pdrroco . . .
Estimados feligreses de la Parroquia de Santa Cruz,

Como todos sabemos el nuevo afio escolar ha comenzado y a estas alturas los nifios y nifias de la parroquia probablemente se
estén acostumbrando a madrugar y prepararse para la jornada escolar. Nuestra escuela parroquial, la Escuela Catélica Parroquial de
Santa Cruz, también ha comenzado su nuevo afio dando la bienvenida a ciento cuarenta y nueve estudiantes a nuestro campus. El
programa de Educacién Religiosa de la parroquia comenzard las clases de catecismo el sdbado 9 de septiembre de 2023, acogiendo a
unos setenta nifios y nifias. La importancia de una buena educacién sdlida tanto en el dmbito secular como en el religioso para el éxito
futuro en la vida de su hijo no debe dejarse al la suerte o a los caprichos del gobierno. El derecho a la educacion es inalienable y
propio de la dignidad de toda persona humana. “Pues una verdadera educacion tiene por objeto la formacién de la persona humana
en la busqueda de su fin dltimo y del bien de las sociedades de las que, como hombre, es miembro, y en cuyas obligaciones, como
adulto, participara .” (Gravissimun Educationis, #1).

La educacion y el aprendizaje es un derecho y una obligacidn basica que los padres tienen con respecto a sus hijos. Este derecho
proviene de Dios y no del estado. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica dice: “Los padres tienen la primera responsabilidad en la
educacion de sus hijos”. (CCC n.2 2333). El Concilio Vaticano Il dice, “Los padres, que tienen el derecho y el deber primordial e
inalienable de educar a sus hijos, deben gozar de verdadera libertad en la eleccion de la escuela”. (Gravissimun Educationis, #6).
Enviar a su hijo (o nieto) a nuestra Escuela Catdlica o programa de Educacion Religiosa es una forma en que puede cumplir con esta
obligacidn tan seria.

Una de las objeciones mas comunes para enviar a sus hijos a una escuela catdlica era que era demasiado caro. iNo mas! El 30 de
junio de 2022, Arizona aprobd una legislacion (HB 2853) que amplid un estatuto ya existente que brindaba ayuda a los estudiantes con
discapacidades. La ley amplia el sistema de vales escolares a cualquier nifio en el estado. El programa Empowerment Scholarship
Account (ESA) permite a los padres dirigir el dinero de sus impuestos a la escuela de su eleccién, desde $6,500 hasta $7,000. Los
padres pueden usar estos fondos para pagar la matricula de escuelas privadas (incluidas las escuelas parroquiales) o para comprar
cursos de educacién en el hogar, tutoria, materiales y suministros. Esto significa que no hay razones financieras por las que no pueda
enviar a su hijo a la Escuela Catdlica de Santa Cruz.

Sin embargo, si por alguna razén no puede enviar a su hijo a nuestra escuela, entonces nuestro programa de Educacién Religiosa,
bajo la direccién de Martin Doe, es la siguiente alternativa para asegurarse de que su hijo o hija aprenda sobre la fe catélica y nuestro
amor por Dios y unos por otros. Como sefialé anteriormente, nuestro programa de Educacion Religiosa comienza el 9 de septiembre y
las inscripciones ya estan abiertas. Actualmente sélo hay treinta nifios y nifas registrados en las clases. jEsto estaria bien si solo
hubiera treinta familias en la parroquia! Corra la voz a familiares, vecinos y compafieros de trabajo sobre nuestro programa de
Educacion Religiosa y animelos a registrarse ahora.

Una buena, sélida y ortodoxa educacién en la fe catdlica es un medio seguro para formar un hijo o hija de Dios bueno, sdlido y fiel.
