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LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE MONTH – December 2018

New Illinois Law Synopsis 
On January 1, 2019, all vehicles who drive on Illinois roads, even vehicles registered in foreign states, must be covered by liability insurance or they will violate this subsection of the Vehicle Code.  Public Act 100-828 will require that all persons who operate a motor vehicle on Illinois roads must be covered by a liability insurance policy and must also carry proof of that insurance within their vehicle.  This legislation removes all doubt that the Liability Insurance requirement of the Illinois Vehicle Code now applies to drivers who are driving vehicles that are registered in another state on Illinois roads.

VEHICLE CODE – Liability Insurance - STATUTORY TEXT

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is amended by changing Section 7-601 as follows:
(625 ILCS 5/7-601)

Sec. 7-601.  Required liability insurance policy.

(d)  No person shall operate a motor vehicle registered in another state upon the highways of this State unless the vehicle is covered by a liability insurance policy. The operator of the vehicle shall carry within the vehicle evidence of the insurance.
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
