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Human Trafficking is the fastest growing criminal enterprise in the world. Lets not pretend for a
minute that this is not going on around us; it is. As Law Enforcement it is our duty to understand it and
work to stamp it out. Sex Trade, Domestic Service, Farms and Forestry, Retail and Restaurants and
Manufacturing are just some of the ways people are held against their will, forced to perform labor or sex
acts under threat of violence. Here is a short breakdown from The Guardian-

24.9 million people are involved in forced labor— About 16 million of those in private sector .

Another 4.8 million people working in forced labor are estimated to be sexually exploited, while approx-
imately 4.1 million people are in state sanctioned forced labor.

4.8 million are involved in sexual exploitation

- Over 99% of trafficked individuals in forced sexual exploitation are women

- Over 21% of those trafficked for sex are children. (whitehouse.gov)
More than 400,000 people are enslaved in the United States TODAY.
