...Spiritual Gift Profile and Inventory

The “Spiritual Gift Profile Questionnaire” and “Spiritual Gifts Inventory Sheet” in this
lesson, along with the steps in the next lesson, are intended to help you discover you spiritual
gift or gifts. Only as you begin to serve the Lord in various ways will you be certain of your
gift. Your gift will be affirmed as you use it to help build up the body of Christ.

As you read each statement in the questionnaire ask yourself, “How true is this in my life?”
Your first response will probably be the most accurate. Don’t answer the way you would
like to be or the way you think you should. Be honest! There are no rights or wrong
answers. This is simply a profile designed to be a small part of discovering your spiritual gift.

If the characteristic is “never” true in your life, put a “0” in the box at the right of the

statement. If the characteristics is “seldom” (less than 50% of the time) true in your life, put

a “1” in the box. If the characteristic is “often” (more than 50% of the time) in your life, put

a “2” in the corresponding box. Of the characteristic is “always” true in your life, write a

“3” in the appropriate box. As you read each statement remember your first response will
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be the most accurate. Please DO NOT read ahead in this lesson.

Get more involved in your church to find the gift area which brings you joy and the Lord’s
blessing. This will help you determine your spiritual gift or gifts.



Spiritual Gift Explanation

The next few pages offer a brief explanation of each spiritual gift. Please note that along with each spiritual comes
along with a menace to it. The menace to many, if not all, spiritual gifts is an impatience or frustration with those
who do not view life or situation in the same manner as you do.

HELPS/SERVICE Acts 6:1-7

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to identify the unmet needs involved in
a task related to God’s work and to make use of available resources to meet those needs and help accomplish the
desired goal.

LEADERSHIP/ADMINISTRATION Heb. 13,17 & I Cor. 14-40
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the body of Christ to set goals in accordance with God’s
purpose for the future and to communicate these goals to others in such a way that they voluntarily and
harmoniously work together to accomplish those goals for the glory of God.

GIVING IT Cor. 8:1-7
The special ability God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to contribute their material resources to the
work of the Lord with liberality and cheerfulness

MERCY Luke 10:30-37

The special ability that god gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to feel genuine empathy and compassion
for individuals, both Christian and non-Christian, who suffer distressing physical, mental or emotional problems,
and to translate that compassion into cheerfully done deeds that reflect Christ’s love and alleviate the suffering.

HOSPITALITY I Peter 4:9-10
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to provide open house and warm
welcome for those in need of food and lodging.

FAITH Rom. 4:18-21
The special ability that God gives to some members of the Body of Christ to discern with extraordinary confidence
the will and purpose of God for the future of His work.

DISCERNMENT I John 4:1-6

The special ability that God gives to some members of the Body of Christ to distinguish right from wrong, truth
from error and to give an immediate evaluation based on God’s Word. The ability to discern whether the source of
an experience is satanic, self or God’s Spirit.

KNOWLEDGE Dan. 1:17
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to discover, accumulate, analyze and
clarify information and ideas that are pertinent to the growth and well-being of the Body.

WISDOM I Cor. 2:1, 6-16
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to know the mind of the Holy Spirit in

such a way as to receive insight into how given knowledge may best be applied to specific needs arising in the Boy
of Christ.



Spiritual Gift Explanation

PROPHESY I Cor. 14:3
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to receive and communicate an
immediate message of God to His people through a divinely anointed utterance.

ENCOURAGEMENT/EXHORTATION Acts 14:22
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to minister words of comfort,

consolation, encouragement and counsel to other members of the Body in such a way that they feel helped and
healed.

PASTORING/SHEPHERDING I Peter 5:2-4

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to care for the spiritual needs of a group
of believers and equip them for ministry. The ability to nurture a small group in spiritual growth and assume
responsibility for their welfare.

TEACHING Eph. 4:12-13
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to communicate information relevant to
the health and ministry of the Body and its members in such a way that others will learn.

APOSTLE Rom. 15:20

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to assume and exercise general
leadership over a number of churches with an extraordinary authority in spiritual matters that is spontaneously
recognized and appreciated by those churches.

EVANGELISM Acts 8:26-40

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to communicate the good News of
Jesus Christ to unbelievers in a positive, non-threatening way. The ability to sense opportunities to share Christ and
lead people to respond with faith.

MIRACLES Mark 11:23-24

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to serve as human intermediaries
through whom It pleases God to perfume powerful acts that are perceived by observers to have altered the ordinary
course of nature.

HEALING James 5:14-16
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to serve as intermediaries through
whom it pleases god to cure illness and restore health apart from the use of natural means.

TONGUES I Cor. 14:40

The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ (A) to speak to God in a language they
have never learned and/or (B) to receive and communicate an immediate message of God to His people through a
divinely anointed utterance in a language they have never learned.

INTERPRETATION I Cor. 14:40
The special ability that God gives to certain members of the Body of Christ to make known in the vernacular the
message of one who speaks in tongues.
