1943. At their first business meeting th y I ct d Jack Hoop r, pres­
ident; Dwight Yockey, vic -president; Edna Probus, secretary and 
treasurer; and Jack Plummer, member of the Athletic Board of 
Control. Although they did not know much about it in the beginning, 
by the first of th second semester t11ey had pretty "ell decided that 
high school wasn't so bad as their perhaps ove1·-strenuous imagina­
tions had I d th m to believe. 

When school ·tarted again in 1944, thirty-nine of these enthus­
iastic scholars returned to resume their old acquaintances and to 
investigate farther into the realm of knO\\ ledge.
