Volkswagen created the GLi
in 1984 to take advantage of the
popularity of the Golf GTi hatch-
back by offering the same perfor-
mance enhancements in a sedan.

Now the sixth generation
pushes the performance along,
as its predecessors did, but add
the benefits of modern safety
capabilities as well as creature
comforts.

For 2020 the Jetta GLi comes
in two trim levels: S and Auto-
bahn. It also gets the next-gener-
ation Car-Net telematics system
and in-car Wi-Fi capability when
you subscribe to a data plan.

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CALIFORNIA FUEL CELL PARTNERSHIP
Energy Storage & Hydrogen Infrastructure Funding Opportuni-
ties, in Addition to Hydrogen Infrastructure Progress Report

L]

The California Energy Commission released two grant funding op-
portunities (GFOs) and one report that are important in the rollout of
hydrogen fueling infrastructure and fuel cell electric passenger cars,
and potentially key to the stimulus of renewable hydrogen production
in California.

Energy Storage

The Energy Commission has noted that “while lithium-ion battery
technology is a good short-term energy storage solution, the technol-
ogy has safety concerns (thermal runaway) and long-term performance
issues (limits on the number of cycles the technology can perform in
a day or over its lifetime).”

GFO 19-306 will fund non-lithium ion technologies that can provide
a minimum of 10 hours of energy storage. Hydrogen projects can
potentially qualify for this funding opportunity.

Hydrogen is increasingly recognized for its ability to help balance
the grid and provide long-term energy storage. Projects are already
under way around the world, including one energy storage project in
Utah that was announced last year.

Hydrogen Fueling Infrastructure

The Commission also released GFO 19-602, making available up
to $115.7 million in grant funds for hydrogen refueling infrastructure.

These funds come from Assembly Bill 8, signed into law in 2013.
AB 8 directs funding for at least 100 hydrogen stations for passenger
cars, among other programs and activities.

More than 40 retail stations are open and more than 20 are in devel-
opmentacross California. This grant funding opportunity, coupled with
the new zero-emission infrastructure credit in the Low Carbon Fuel
Standard, will likely fund enough stations to surpass the 100-station
milestone and advance the market in support of the state’s goal of five
million zero-emission vehicles by 2030.

Former Governor Brown called for 200 hydrogen stations by 2025
and CaFCP has called for 1,000 stations by 2030 serving upwards of
1,000,000 fuel cell cars, buses and trucks.

AB 8 Report — annual report on station development

Assembly Bill 8 requires the California Energy Commission and
California Resources Board annually jointly review and report on the
progress of the hydrogen-fueling network. The
latest report identifies the need for more hydrogen
stations to meet state goals.

— this appears to be one tough
utility truck.

Looking at the B2 I was struck
with its box-like build which to
me is reminiscent of a Mercedes
G-Wagon or old-school Land
Rover Defender. Good company to
be in. However, this is not a steel
shell; as weight is the enemy of
any electric vehicle the B2 features
an all-aluminum body. It has four
standard doors, seats four passen-
gers and has a 6-foot cargo bed.

However, it has a few smart
features that will add to that space
including a lifting rear glass and a
fold-flat mid-gate panel that opens
up the bed to the interior. The rear

passenger seats are alsoremovable
to create even more cargo room.
Oh, but there is more. Because the
hood does not cover a traditional
engine it lifts to reveal another
storage space (a 14-cu. ft, “frunk™).
This space also has a rear access
door through the firewall which,
when open, creates a 16-foot long
pass-through right to the rear of
the cargo bed.

Driving the wheels are two
electric motors — one driving the
front wheels the other the rear set.
Each electric motor has an output of
300 hp and 668 1b-ft of torque and
spins at up to 15,000 rpm. It has a
typical two-speed transfer case and
2/4WD selector. With that much
power pushing through wheels
it should be a serious off-roader.

AUTO

So, while the default drive mode
is a slip-n-grip all-wheel drive
setup — on-road or off - both front
and rear axles come with lockers.
This elevates the truck to Jeep-like
ability. In fact, [ noted that the B2
is actively taking a page out of
Jeep’s marketing book by offering
an unbuttoned driving experience
— its doors, windshield and glass
roof panels are all removable.

So, while I was not able to
drive the prototype I was crawling
through—Bollinger says thatday is
getting closer. There stated goal is
to have a full production-built unit
ready forthe 2021 model year—so,
a B2 available for purchase a year
from now? Maybe.

The key piece to the rollout
puzzle is finding the right facility

to put the trucks together. That
is what they are doing right now
- actively searching for an estab-

lished partner with an existing
production facility to assemble the
B2.

engine and brakes as the Golf
GTi. That means under the hood
is Volkswagen’s 2.0-liter turbo-
charged and direct-injection four-
cylinder engine, which sends 228
hp. and 258 Ib.- ft. of peak torque.

That’s 18 more horsepower
and 51 Ib.- ft. of torque more
getting to the front wheels than
the previous GLi model. Power
gets to the road through either
the base six-speed manual trans-
mission or optional seven-speed
dual-clutch transmission. The car
has an EPA-rated fuel efficiency
of 25 mpg in the city and 32 mpg
on the highway.

Other performance upgrades
include a limited-slip differential,
Golf R brakes and progressive,
variable-ratio steering. It also gets
a MacPherson strut front suspen-
sion and multi-link independent
rear suspension that’s specifi-
cally for GLi models. Touching
the ground are special 18-in. alu-
minum-alloy wheels fitted with
225/45 R18 all-season tires.

There are also appearance
changes to ensure folks looking
your way realize you are driving
the model’s performer. Naturally
this starts with a more aggres-
sive face. The front bumper gets
a lower front spoiler and there
is a larger air intake than the
regular Jetta. The grille is filled
with black honeycomb and a red
accent stripe.

On the side there are lower
side skirts to emphasize that the
GLi suspension package lowers
the car a bit more than half-an-
inch lower. In back there’s a rear
spoiler and a finned diffuser,
again to point out the car’s status.

You also get a number of nice
standard features. Outside there
are LED lights in front and back.
These lights are quickly becom-
ing standard and do a good job.
Some of the driving assists are
Volkswagen’s Front Assist, a
blind spot monitoring capabil-
ity and rear traffic alert. Once
you have used the standard key-
less access you will discover
the ambient lighting offers ten
colors. There is also push-button
start and stop as well as dual-
zone climate control.

You can opt for other features
such as Volkswagen’s Digital
Cockpit, a panoramic sunroof,
heated and ventilated front leather
seats or even the BeatsAudio
sound system. The sound system
in the model I tested was quite
good, especially for a compact
sedan in the price category.

While I liked the look of the
interior, it left me in no doubt that
wasn’t an expensive car. The inte-
rior’s design lacked an elegance
of, say, a similar-sized Audi.
There was just a bit too much
plastic, or at least too much plas-
tic that looked and felt like plastic.

Book, saving buyers thousands
of dollars over the course of
their loan. Even though most
dealerships are closed due to
government guidelines, buying
a car online, like buying almost
anything now-a-days online, is
a good option for those in the
market.

Tips by Elkins were suggested
to help facilitate the process: first,
set a realistic budget considering
your priorities: do you have a
long commute/is fuel economy
important to you? Do you carpool
or need space for your client or
clients? What are your must-
have features? Remember that a
car costs more than just a sticker
price, there is insurance, gas,
maintenance and repairs to keep
in mind, too.

Second, begin researching
online and price compare; keep
a look out for deals.

There are cars that begin to
make the best sense for you while
pursuing your search, Elkins
stated. Consider the incentives
being offered by car manufactur-
er’s, too. Fordand GM are offering
deferred payments in addition to
0% financing, although, don’t just
buy a car you don’t need because
of great incentives. Stick with
what you need in a car and then
find the best incentives. Compare
prices at different dealerships for
that same model. Third, set up a
test drive. There are virtual tours
being offered by some dealerships
as well as some offering to bring
the car to you at no cost, in order
for you to be able to test drive the
car you are interested in. Last,
negotiate the price. Kelley Blue

Book and Edmund’s True Market
Value pricing were suggested as
offering fair car values.

A sample conversation was
provided by Brauer: “I know
the market value on this car is
$28,700. ’m talking to a few deal-
ers. I’'m willing to pay $27,000,”
he said.

Brauer also reminded potential
online buyers to “Make sure you
fully understand the financing
terms”. Some dealerships pro-
vide online signing and payment
opportunities, while others may
have you physically sign some
paperwork, according to state
laws. But the car can be delivered
to your home and paperwork can
be completed when the dealer
drops off the car.

Elkins and Brauer concluded
that “Even before the COVID-19
pandemic, there were increasing
capabilities to do digital online car
buying”. But like so many crisis
situations, the pandemic acceler-
ated a trend that was already in
movement. “We’ve gone from
having a small number of dealers
that were adapting and embracing
this capability to a much wider
range of dealers who know it’s
their only option right now, so
they’re happily jumping on board
with this trend.” Millennials as
well as other demographics now
believe having to leave your house
to go to a physical location to buy
something is just inconvenient or
unnecessary.

Brauer concluded, “with going
to a dealership not even being
an option for most people, it’s
really bringing home the reality
of the advantages of being able
to do everything through a digital
process.”

The cars also wasn’t particu-
larly quiet, but most of that was
caused by having the manual
transmission and being driven by
someone who doesn’t try to emu-
late the shift patterns of an auto-
matic. Speaking of which I found
the shifting a bit vague. It was
fine when driving hard, running
the engine up in revs and shift-
ing aggressively. But when driv-
ing sanely it seemed a bit sloppy.
Not bad, actually, just ehh, if you
know what [ mean.

The motor is actually on the
noisy side inside the cabin, but
that was alright with me, since
that motor is what defines this
model. I was surprised how long
it took me to get used to the power
surge when the turbo came fully
alive. Again, that’s what makes
the GLi worth having and some-
thing you adjust to quite quickly.

The car’s suspension setup
is better than you think it will
be. Once pushed into a corner
it hardens up nicely to keep
everything copacetic. Perhaps
the better way to say this is that
the car doesn’t ride like a hot
hatch but can probably keep up
through the twisties. Having said
that, this isn’t a car designed to
upstage the GTi, or the other

tuned-up compacts out there.
The better way to define it is
that this is a family four-door
compact sedan which is practi-
cal, attractive but not announcing
to the world that you’ve become
a grown-up. It shows that your
busy life requires probity but
allows for spirited enjoyment.
The GLi comes in two models,
and prices start at $25,995 and
run through $29,995 for the top
model. While there is nothing
wrong with the standard Jetta, 1
would want the GTi. While the
base Jetta has a starting price of

$18,745, that’s not the competi-
tion with which you should com-
pare the GLi.

That price includes very little
in the way of features, so it would
seem to me the more realistic and
meaningful comparison would be
monthly costs and then whether
the additional performance and
features are worth having.

I would guess my vote is pretty
clear.

The chrome grill looks huge
when you look at it through your
rear-view mirror. Most truck folks
absolutely love it or absolutely
hate it.

This truck has 20” chrome
wheels, cab lights, huge trailer
towing mirrors, LED fog lights,
and a built-in step just ahead of the
rear wheels to help load things in
the bed. The hood has a large air
scoop with the logos of Allison™
transmission and Duramax™.

Under the hood you’ll find the a
6.6-liter Duramax™ diesel that is
rated at445-horses, and 910-pound
feet of torque. New for 2020 is
a 10-speed Allison™ automatic
transmission for improved fuel

economy, although the EPA does
not rate % ton and up trucks.

If you’re looking for a gas
version there is a 6.6-liter engine
with over 400-horses and 464-
pound feet of torque. More than
enough power to handle the
18,500 pounds capacity either gas
or diesel.

This is the LTZ model with
the Z71 off- road 4-wheel drive
package. LTZ is next to the top-
of-the-line High Country, and there
are 3 trim levels under it.

Inside this truck are captain
chairs in the front and a 60/40 rear
bench that folds up from the bottom
to reveal a cargo area.

All the controls in the dash are
easy to understand and operate.
The infotainment system is
touchscreen and you operate
audio, navigation, all the apps,

E-CVT to continuously change
the gear ratio, keeping the engine
at an optimal rpm.

The 2020 Toyota Prius Prime is
the plug-in hybrid member of the
Prius family and is now a more
attractive and traditional looking
hatchback. Prime distinguishes
itself with 25 miles of electric
driving only range and EPA-
estimated combined rating of 54
mpg. | exceeded the combined
rating by two mpg. The mid-size
sedan takes two hours to charge
on a 240 volt connection and five
hours on 120 volts.

As is normal in LA, I encoun-
tered plenty of stop and go traffic
on the city highways and was
pleased with the power the Prius
exhibited along the way. The rain
sensing intermittent windshield
wipers came into play traveling
the foothills out of LA. During
occasional downpours the vehicle
offered a quiet drive shielded from
the weather and road noise was
at a minimum.

Once in the park, winding roads
climbed through the incredible
mountain terrain as the sun began
to set offering an impressive
glimmering array of colors on the
western slopes of the mountains.
I was surprised by the elevation
fluctuation making the way to
the floor of Death Valley with an
elevation of 10 feet before rising
up to 4300 feet a few miles up
theroad. This was a continuously
exciting drive complete with
curves, dips, descents into can-
yons and then ascending back
up the mountains. Prius Prime
features a dual motor drive system
that uses both motors to help
propel the vehicle. This results
in a boost in acceleration feel,
improved efficiency, and the

added benefit of EV mode at full
highway speeds. Handling on the
curves was perfect and made an
enjoyable ride and drive.

The quad LED headlights along
with the accent lights and auto-
dimming rear view mirror made
nighttime driving easy. Another
feature I really liked was the
automatic high beam. A camera
on the windshield aids nighttime
driving by using the camera to
detect headlights and taillights of
preceding vehicles and switches
automatically between low and
high beams.

Death Valley is the largest
national park in the contiguous
United States with over 3.4 mil-
lion acres. Badwater Basin at 282
feet below sea level is the lowest
place in North America. Two to
four thousand years ago the basin
was the site of a 30-foot deep lake
that evaporated and left a layer of
salt. A briny pond — four times
saltier than the ocean — appears
inthe winter and during the heat of
the summer, it becomes a puddle.
Visitors can stroll on a boardwalk
through the expanse of nearly
pure white table salt in Badwater
Basin. Close by is Artist’s Drive
featuring rocks in pink, green,
purple, brown and black hues.
A geologic tour of one of Death
Valley’s most explosive volcanic
periods, the one-way drive is nine
miles of dipping and curving road
that weaves through colorful rock
formations. Artist’s Palette is
about half-way along the drive
where sea green, lemon yellow,
periwinkle blue and salmon pink
mineral deposits appear across
the background like dabs of paint
from an artist’s palette.

A little further up the Badwa-
ter Road is the Harmony Borax
Works where almost three tons of
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borax was produced daily in the
19th century. The miners used
20-mule teams to haul the borax
165 miles to the railroad town of
Mojave. The remains of historic
buildings and a mule cart are on
the original site.

Two other viewpoints that I
recommend are Zabriskie Point
and Dante’s View. Zabriskie
Point offers a panoramic view
of golden-brown mudstone hills
marked with hills and gullies
formed from times when water
rushes down these bone-dry
slopes. This location is also
perfect for viewing sunrises and
sunsets. Dante’s view gives an
overview of the basin and range
topography. At more than 5,000
feet above the valley floor, you
can see across most of the 110-
mile-long Death Valley. Dante’s
View is the premier overlook
in Death Valley because of the
panoramic views that are waiting
for you just steps from the park-
ing lot. Below Dante’s View is
Badwater Basin the lowest point
in North America and straight
across the valley rises the highest
point in the park, Telescope Peak
at 11,049 feet.

From the low lands to the high
mountain ranges and the interest-
ing history and geology of the
region, Death Valley is as awe-
some as the Toyota Prius Prime
Limited is an energy efficient

As one of the longest running
medium sized Classic Car Auction
housed in California I would like
to share our experiences in dealing
with the pandemic. We are now
in our 34th year of conducting
two Classic Car Auctions in Palm
Springs California. Our last live
Auction conducted was at the end
of February and I believe possibly
was the last live event before all
others were cancelled due to the
business lock down of live events.
We knew things were starting to
slow down as this event was miss-

ing our overseas regular buyers
from Europe. The weather at this
event was Palm Springs sunny
perfect as usual in February, the
crowds were large, but there was
afeel ofuncertainty. We normally
run a healthy sale rate of 70%, but
this dropped to 57%. The Arizona
sales were all off in January quite
a percentage, so we thought we
were adjusting too. We feel now
we were the luckiest company in
the world to edge out a profitable
sale before the Country and World
shut down. On March 16th we
closed our showroom offices for

FRIDAY, SATURDAY & SUNDAY -

8 weeks, but not before paying all
our sellers out of course. We did
not Qualify for the governments
Payroll Protection Plan but chose
to pay our staff full wages during
the closure.

In California the Governor
and our City officials classed our
business as “Essential” and we
are allowed to re-open using all
CDC guidelines. On Monday May
11th we re-opened to start work
on our November 20/21/22 2020
Auction event.

The Palm Springs Convention
Center where we hold our Auc-

tions has issued us our next two
contracts to conduct these live
events. We will be totally rede-
signing the tent layout to meet
the safety health requirements
of the CDC. The pent up desire
from buyers and sellers to get
back to the resemblance of normal
is tremendous. The market will
recover. The USA is well covered
with some bright forward thinking
leadership of Classic Car Auction
companies that will take the bull
by the horns and run with it as
we will.
