TOWN & COUNTRY POOL RULES
General Swimming and Pool Rules

The pool will be open from 12 to 9 p.m.  Any changes to this schedule will be posted at the pool.  Exceptions will be for maintenance or adverse weather.  No person, employees included, is allowed inside the fenced area of the club property except during regular open hours unless specifically authorized by the Board of Directors.  NOTE:  It is the board policy “to have persons prosecuted who violate swimming privileges when the pool is closed and/or unsupervised.”

ONLY pool employees may sit at the desk, go in the office, and answer the phone.

Use of the wading pool is restricted to children five and under, except with the permission of the pool manager.

Children who have not reached their tenth birthday during the current year will not be permitted within the pool area unless accompanied by an adult or high school student; except those who have reached their tenth birthday may enter the pool unaccompanied if their parents submit written permission to the pool manager and they pass a basic swimming test that consists of swimming two widths of the pool and treading water for two minutes.

All inflatable objects will be prohibited from use in the diving areas of the pool.  Permission to use inflatable objects in the swimming area will be given at the discretion of the pool manager.

All injuries are to be reported to the manager’s office immediately.

No one is allowed in the pool unless there is a lifeguard on duty.

All items left at the pool at the time of season closing will be discarded.

Swimming is not permitted in the diving areas except when the board is not in use, and then only with permission from the guard on duty.

Do not hang on the lifeline extending across the pool area.  This line is there for safety purposes only.

No foul language, public displays of affection, running, pushing, wrestling or causing undue disturbance will be permitted in or about the pool area.

Visiting with guards while they are in the lifeguard chair is prohibited.

Upon request of guard on duty, all swimmers will immediately leave the pool (e.g. lightning).

Only one person is permitted on the diving board at one time.  All diving from the board shall be done from the end of the board.

All swimmers under the age of 18 shall leave the Big Pool for 10 minutes every hour – from 50 minutes after the hour until the start of the next hour as a safety precaution.  In addition, if a child can swim unassisted during the other 50 minutes of the hour, they are not eligible to be in the pool during the break to swim. 

All motor vehicles will be operated in a safe manner at the pool.  Anyone acting irresponsibly will be asked to leave and parents will be notified.  

All members will park ALL vehicles in the parking area provided (this includes ALL motorized vehicles—ATV’s, motorcycles, golf carts, mopeds, dirt bikes, etc.).

Sanitation
No smoking, vaping or e-cigarettes inside the pool area.

All untrained children will wear swim diapers.

Members will clean up any trash before they leave the pool area (pizza boxes, paper products, etc.).

All swimmers shall shower before entering the pool.

The pool is not a toilet. Please use the toilet facilities provided and inform the guards if the toilets need paper or cleaned.

No glass containers are allowed in the pool area; no food is allowed in the water.

No pets are allowed within the pool area.

Admission will be refused anyone with skin abrasions, colds, coughs, inflamed eyes, infections, wearing bandages, or when intoxicated.

No alcohol or drugs may be brought onto club grounds.

Responsibility
The TOWN AND COUNTRY AQUA CLUB will not be responsible for any accident or injury in connection with the use of the pool and other facilities.

The Club will not be responsible for loss or damage to personal property.

Pool membership rosters will be on file at the pool.  Membership identification may not be loaned or transferred.

Parents, whether present or not, shall be responsible for their children at all times when using the Club facilities.  Cost of any property damage will be charged to the family of the member responsible.

An impartial investigation will be made to determine responsibility by the Board of Directors.


Guests

Each member family shall have 10 free guest privileges per season.

Additional guest passes (5 or 10 packs) may be purchased at the pool. $10 for a 5 pack, $20 for a 10 pack.
Any member, or groups of members, bringing a group larger than ten should inform the pool manager one day prior to their arrival in order for the pool to provide adequate staffing for swimmer safety.

A lifeguard will punch Guest pass cards when you enter the pool area and notification will be issued after those 10 passes have been used.

Guests shall be subject to all pool and swimming rules.

Parties--limit of 50 people, a party request form must be filled out and fee paid prior to the party, 8:00 –10:00 p.m. with an overlapping of 60 minutes with other members swimming until closing at 9 p.m. or Saturday a.m. 10:00-12:00 or at manager’s discretion.  All guests inside the pool area must be punched on the guest’s punch card if the party is a punch card party.  
Parties—a $20 deposit will be paid prior to any pool party.  If the pool grounds are clean after the party ends, the $20 deposit will be refunded.  All party tables and food will be kept outside the fenced area of the pool.
Special guest problems shall be presented to the Board of Directors in writing.  The Board has the authority to devise special regulations to govern extraordinary situations.

Swimming Lessons
Swimming lessons will be offered to all members at all levels of abilities.  Information will be posed on the Pool Bulletin Board.

Pool use fees will be charged for the lesson time.

All fee payments must be made payable to the Town and country Aqua Club.

Financial Policies

The Board of Directors or its appointed agent, regardless of the amount of the purchase, will make all purchases for the pool.  
Annual dues—Only members who have paid their annual dues may use the pool facilities.

Failure to pay annual dues or other fees will result in cancellation of the membership as provided in the by-laws.
Collection of Fees—All fees for guests, swimming lessons, and parties will be paid to the Town and Country Aqua Club.

Salaries—The salaries of all pool employees and their work hours will be set by the Board of Directors and reviewed annually.

Any expense that is estimated to be greater than $500 will require two bids for review before a purchase is made.

General Information

Any complaints about the pool operation may be submitted to the administrative pool manager during the swim season, to the Board of Directors, and at the annual stockholders meeting each fall.

The pool rules committee may revise the pool rules and regulations at any time subject to board approval.  All such revisions shall be posted at the pool.

Membership Definition

A family unit is defined as: a head of household, a spouse and children under the age of 18 living at home or full-time college students still being supported financially and living at home under the age of 26.
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
