Matthew 5:3  "Blessed are the poor in spirit, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 

Matthew 5:4  Blessed are those who mourn, For they shall be comforted. 

Matthew 5:5  Blessed are the meek, For they shall inherit the earth. 

Matthew 5:6  Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, For they shall be filled. 

Matthew 5:7  Blessed are the merciful, For they shall obtain mercy. 

Matthew 5:8  Blessed are the pure in heart, For they shall see God. 

Matthew 5:9  Blessed are the peacemakers, For they shall be called sons of God. 

Matthew 5:10  Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 

The Beatitudes of the Devil
· Blessed are they who are too tired or busy for worship, for they are my best workers.

· Blessed are they who are bored with the preacher's mannerisms and mistakes, for they get nothing out of hearing God's word.

· Blessed is the Christian who expects to be invited to their own assembly, for they are part of problem rather than the solution.

· Blessed are they who gossip, for they cause strife and divisions which please me.

· Blessed are they who are easily offended, for they soon shall get angry and quit the Lord.

· Blessed is he who professes to love God yet hates his brother and sister, for they shall be with me forever.

· Blessed are they who do not give their offering to carry on the Lord's work, for they are helping support my cause.

· Blessed are the troublemakers, for they shall be called children of the devil.

· Blessed is he who has no time to pray, for he will be easily preyed upon.
These are sobering reminders for us.  Whose "be attitudes" are we portraying both among brethren and in the world.  Let's improve our lives together with one another to focus on God! 
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
